Mims operates two 
sections of his 16 section ranch.

' Since 1944 these two sections have 
: been grazed w ith approxim ately  

165 ewes per section. On the west 
i side of this pastu re  there  is a good 
I reserve of old grass. O ver the  en ­
tire  area buffalo and tobosa is 

I s tarting  grow th. T here is evidence 
I of very  little  grass having died 

from the  drought.
\ Robert Foster m arked  80.8 per 
I cent lam b crop this year. His ewes 
1 lam bed during  the cold w eather 
I in F ebruary  and March. The four 
j  to six year old ewes w ere w intered 
I w ithout supplem ental feed. Foster 
i has m anaged his livestock w ith the 
I view of im proving his 'range gras­
ses continuosly since the p rep ara ­
tion of his conservation plan in 

; 1944. The im provem ent in vigor of 
range grasses and spread of the 

■ b etter grasses have been respons- 
I ible for his ewes w intering w-ithout

feed out of the sack.
A m oisture check this week on 

a cooperator’s ranch in the south 
part of the d istrict showed dry  soil 
from 0 to 3 inches. From  3 to 15 
inches there was some available 
m oisture for p lan t grow th. Most 
of the  weeds on this area had 
stopped grow th because the  soil is 
dried out below th e ir root system s.

A sm all area in W. N. & L. R. 
Reed’s Home P astu re  on deep soil 
which has been excluded from 
grazing by both sheep and cattle  
since the sum m er of 1945 was ex ­
am ined by Lee Reed and  A. T. 
B ratton last week. Reed noted that 
side oats gram a has sp read  some 
and tobosa has m ain ta ined  its o ri­
ginal stand. Buffalo has th inned 
out. The soil is m ore friab le  in ­
side the  exclosure than  on range 
land being grazed nearby. Weeds 
in the exclosure have m ore than 
tw ice the grow th of weeds outside. 
Needle grass has died out about 50 
per cent. The com position in Ju ly , 
1945 was 40 per cent buffalo, 10 per 
cent tobosa, 4 per cent side oats 
gram a, and 8 per cent needle grass. 
In a rabb it proof 12 by 12 foot plot 
inside the exclosures there  is little  
apparen t change in buffalo, side 
oats gram a and tobosa composi­
tion.

S teve C urrie, cooperator w ith the 
d istric t since 1942, has constructed 
borders on a 35 acre area which | 
will be seeded to tainij pasture 
grasses. This will m ake his total 
irrigated  pasture 100 acres.

C laude Collins, Sr. is cabling 
.some large cedar on his H ackberry 
Ranch. He plans to build a 6000 
yard  dam  while the con tracto r is 
on his ranch. This dam  w ill store 
w ater for livestock and d ivert the 
spill w ater on to gently  sloping 
land nearby.

A topography m ap is being m ade 
this week on M arshall Cook’s 100 
acre field adjoining his second ir­
rigation well. This inform ation will 
be used by Cook and Soil C onser­
vation Service engineers to plan a 
bon ier irrigation system  for the a r­
ea. Tam e grasses will be seeded on 
this field next Septem ber.

Sw eet Sudan is being p lan ted  by 
Cook for sum m er grazing on an o th ­
er field. This sum m er grazing will 
aid in resting native range land 
during the grow ing season.

Foster S. P rice sta ted  th a t sand 
blowing on the w est to east section 
of the Divide Road Tuesday reduced 
visibility  at tim es to practically  ze­
ro. He noted also th a t fields w ith 
little  stubble w hich had not been 
plowed since the ra in  w ere blowing 
badly. S tubble m ulch or a good 
grow th of a cover crop gives good 
protection from w ind erosion.

C laude Collins, J r . s ta tes tha t his 
cattle  on the M unn C ountry  have

w intered  in very  good condition. 
This coun try  was deferred  during  
the en tire  grow ing season last year. 
L ittle  b luestem  and side oats gram a 
buffalo and  o th er good grasses 
m ade excellen t g row th  and cured 
out to m ake high quality  w in ter 
^ e d .

Research and Promotion Needed

T he way it looks righ t now, the , 
m ills sim ply are not dem anding  ' 
m ohair as they did in the past. D ur­
ing the past few month.s the con­
sum ption has dropped considerably. 
Mill consum ption in the United 
S ta tes usually runs in tht* neigh ­
borhood of 20 m illion pounds per 
year, but has ranged a^ high as 30 
m illion in 1943 and as low as Iti 
m illion in 1945. Last year the con­
sum ption was about 18 m illion 
pounds as com pared w ith  24 m il­
lion in 1946. Indications now are 
th a t the 1948 figure will be well 
under the  1945 level, though con­
ditions m ay la ter take a tu rn  for 
the better.

The base of the trouble seem s to 
be the com petition com ing from  
South A m erican coar.se wools, from 
synthetics and o ther substitu tes. 
The synthetic  glass fiber is tak ing  
its toll from the norm al m ohair 
consum ption. Right now the m anu- 
lactu rers  can sell anyth ing , it 
seems, and don’t need to give m uch 
thought to -durability and quality .

The big need is m ore research, 
m ore production. Jesse G ilm er has 
asked the D epartm ent of A gricul­
tu re  specialists to push their re- 
•search facilities to the  lim it in 
fu rth e r attem pts to find a so lu ­
tion for a situation  which seriously 

[ th rea tens an industry  th a t has ta k ­
en decades to build and develop.

Eugene A ckerm an of the A m eri­
can Wool Council, who is also con­
nected w ith Botany W oolen Mills, 
w rote me the o ther day as follows:

“E xpert opinion is th a t the p res­
en t lull in the m arket for m ohair is 
not perm anen t and is not serious 
over the long pull. N atu rally  the 
people holding m ohair in w are­
houses w on’t find this very  consol­
ing.

“The m arket for m ohair has 
really  been established by m an u ­
factu rers who use it here and there  
for a w ide varie ty  of purposes. It 
has never been d irectly  and con­
tinuously  prom oted into specific 
m arkets and there is an alm ost 
com plete absence of com petent or 
au th o rita tiv e  inform ation reg ard ­
ing the particu la r reasons why m o­
h air is used, w hat it does, and the 
fabrics in which it is used and w hat 
its consum er as well us m an u fac tu r­
ing values are."

He urged tha t an in tensive and 
ex p ert survey  of all the e.xisting 
and poten tial m arkets for m ohair be 
m ade. He th inks th a t such a su r­
vey w ouldn’t cost m uch and would 
provide a good background for fu ­
tu re  studies.

So, as the p icture now stands, 
every  effort is being m ade to p ro ­
m ote the inclusion of m ohair in the 
foreign aid program , w ith fav o rab ­
le resu lts doubtful. The A rm y and 
N avy are being contacted for their 
view s on an increase in th e ir o r­
ders, and possibly the inclusion of 
som e m ohair in th e ir s trateg ic  
stockpiling. And the research p ro ­
gram  is being stepped up. It is be­
lieved the grow ers w ould do well 
to im plem ent the research w ith a 
su rvey  and prom otion program .

AS DRASTIC and as devastating 
as war is, 1 am confident that the 
economic troubles of many Euro­
pean countries are not traceable 
entirely to the aggravations of 
war. Famine, wars, oppressions; 
those are symptoms, not causes. 
Certain nations, like Switzerland, 
fare surprisingly well amidst the 
decay and chaos so common in 
Europe. Little Switzerland is not 
hollering for help. She is a free 
enterprise country

Of course, Switzerland was not 
a belligerent, and hence w-as 
spared some spoilage of war But 
now comes news that Belgium is 
prospering. What is the reason? 
Belgium chose a free economic 
system a t the close of the war. 
whe;; she might have taken some 
foolish panacea. Ti s little coun­
try  rightly chose a tern of free
enterprise and economic freedom 
as the system most likely to
bring recovery.

ing, and Belgium chose wisely. 
Surely the European neighbors of 
Belgium will notice her good ex­
ample. Planned economy some­
times looks good on paper, but it 
is free economy that permits peo­
ple to use their initiative and 
work out their own salvation

joyed by the Belgium 
people. Reports have it that the 
standard of living there is well 
up toward pre-war levels. News­
paper reports have called a tten ­
tion to Belgium’s airline, Sabena, 
which reported its net profit for 
the year a t 92,800,000. This haa 
happened despite the fact it 
started  out with practically noth­
ing a fte r the war The airline 
had lost moat of its equipment, 
and had to get help from the gov­
ernment to go ahead. ^

This is high contrast to what 
is happening to British airlines. 
Owned entirely by the socialist 
government a n d  operated by 
them, the British airlines find dif­
ficulty in keeping their losses down 
to tha t figure. The difference is 
that Britain blundered is cboot-

I AM NOT at all 
surprised to hear 
these things about 

Belgium. 1 was there in the 
summer of 1946. One very re­
markable thing impressed me. 
.^nd in this there is a lesson fur 
our own people: labor was at that 
time cooperating in Belgium with 
the management of industry and 
with government, in keeping 
prices down. America has not 
achieved that much teamwork, 
and we need it. Dangers still 
threaten in the battle against in­
flation.

In Belgium, labor loaders were 
saying th a t it was necessary to 
increase production and thereby 
bring down prices rather than 
put up wages and keep prices 
high. They reasoned that in the 
long run this would be the best 
for labor. I t is not surprising 
that their standard of living is 
reported good by those who have 
recently toured the country.

A t a result of that policy, and 
because she kept her private 
ow-nership and private manage­
ment of industry, Belgium has 
come back more rapidly than oth­
er European countries tha t were 
hit by war. 'This experience is 
only another link in the strong 
chain of evidence that free men 
working in a free economy are 
happier and better off than they 
could ever be under some kind of 
to talitarian government — any 
kind.

GRIEF

Tw'o heads are b e tte r  than  one. 
says the proverb , bu t the Social 
Security  A dm in istration  points out 
that tw o social security  num bers 
like too m any cooks, m ay spoil the 
broth.

“W hen you m ultip ly  your social 
security  account num bers, you 
stand  u gcxid chance of dividing 
your fu tu re  benefits,” George D 
C lark, m anager of the San Angelo 
sicial security  office said  today.

Only wages posted to the  account 
of the w orker involved are con­
sidered w hen a claim  is filed. U n­
less the app lican t can furn ish  a 
record of all account num bers he 
has used, some wages on which he 
has paid social security  taxes w on’t 
be counted.

C lark said th a t every  effo rt is 
m ade to com bine all the w o rk er’s 
accounts. Even so, if m any cases, 
the am ount of benefit is sm aller b e ­
cause wages have been posted to 
accounts which the applicant has 
used and on w hich he doesn’t have 
a record of the  num ber. In ra re  
instances, so m uch of the w o rk er’s 
wages a rc  cred ited  to these “u n ­
know n” account num bers th a t the 
to tal w ork cred its shown on the 
"know n” account num bers are not 
enough to m ake any paym ents pos-
