It is a deep-rooted
introudced perennial grass known
for its erosion-resisting and forage
qualities and its adaptation to wide
extremes of rainfall.

Throughout Texas, a total of
506,537 pounds of King Ranch blue-
stem seed was harvested, easily a
new record seed take for the pop-
ular drought and cold resistant
grass, the regional director said.

Of the KR seed harvested in Tex-
as last year, 463.082 pounds or about
91 per cent of the state-wide har-
vest were taken from the farms and
ranches of soil conservation coop
erators, Merrill said.
