Sterling Girls Win 
District Basketball

Price Has Reserve Champ 
Qnarterhorse At Show
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For the first tim e in the  history 
of girls basketball, the S terling 
City girls have taken a d istrict 
basketball championship.

The S terling sex tet previously 
won the west half of the d istrict 
over W ater Valley and Mertzon. 
Robert Lee won the east half. In 
the  first play-off game, the S te r­
ling Eagles went down in defeat 
25-24 in an overtim e game. In the 
second game w ith Robert Lee, the 
S terling girls com pletely overpow ­
ered  the Robert Lee girls 25-15. In 
the  final game of the  series last 
S atu rday  n ight at Robert Lee the 
S terling Eagles pulled out in front 
in the firs t q u arte r and w ere never 
behind. They held a half-tim e lead 
9-3 and played defensive ball most 
of the last half and won the cham ­
pionship 13-9.

The starting  line-up is composed 
of th ree  seniors, tw o juniors and 
one sophomore. ^

The S terling  girls started  slow 
th is season, loosing th e ir first five 
games. They picked up a little  
sp irit and w ith hard  play won the 
R obert Lee tournam ent. Since the 
R obert Lee tournam ent they have 
lost only a game to Mertzon and 
one to R obert Lee.

H em orrhage is commonly con­
sidered to stand for any excessive 
but actually  m eans any escape, ex ­
cessive or slight, of the blood from 
the tube-like vessels it flows in. It 
m ay alw ays be considered a sign 
tha t som ething isn’t going right; 
how wrong things are will depend 
upon the source of the bleeding to 
a large extent.

A nosebleed, for instance, m ay be 
a very slight affair resulting  from 
the ru p tu re  of those sm all varicose 
veins in the  low er front p art of 
the nose. It m ay come from in ju r­
ies to the nose such as squeezing 
the nose too hard  or picking the 
nose or it m ay orig inate from the 
inside as a result of high blood 
pressure.

A sm all piece of cotton or gauze 
placed in the nose will usually stop 
the bleeding unless the source is 
h igher up and back in the nose, in 
which case it m ay be necessary for 
the doctor to pack the whole nasal 
cavity  to stop the flow before he 
can discover the source.

The spitting of blood is usually 
a sign of irregu larity  in the resp ir­
atory tract, any place from the 
m outh on down to the lungs. 
Blood spit out w ill nearly  alw ays 
be accom panied by sputum  which 
m ay be only slightly  tinged or 
m ay be a decided frothy pink. 
Swallow ing hard  or rough objects 
which m ay scrape the w et lining 
of the resp iratory  trac t or cause 
inflam m ation by their lodging in 
the trac t m ay lead to blood-tinged 
spit. F ractured  ribs or in juries to 
the chest m ay cause a puncture of 
some of those blood vessels lining 
the resp iratory  trac t and bring 
blood to the mouth.

High blood pressure and h arden ­
ing of the arteries m ay be general 
diseases which would cause the 
spitting  of blood. Tuberculosis is 
notorius for the am ount of blood 
spit out w ith coughing. Any sw ell­
ing or sores th a t develop along 
the respiratory  tract, w hether sin­
gle instances or as the resu lt of 
certain  diseases, m ay lead to this 
sign of disorder.

The vom iting of blood is a d if­
ferent m atter. The source of bloody 
vomit is considered to lie w ithin 
the digestive tract, usually in the 
upper part. Som etim es the vom it­
ing of blood is not d istinctly  red 
and bloody, it m ay appear more 
like coffee grounds in the m aterial 
brought up.

Blood from the bowels is also 
.onsidered an in testinal trac t ir­
regularity . H em orrhoids or tears in 
the w all of the rectum  will usually 
account for b righ t red  blood in the 
itools w hereas d ark er blood is gen- 
3rally considered to arise from 
disorders in the  large intestines. 
Black, sticky stools are frequently  
a sign of in testinal hem orrhage; 
black stools m ay resu lt from  m ed­
icines containing iron or bism uth 
but are generally  not sticky  like 
the black stools of hem orrhage.

Peptic u lcer is the m ost common 
:ause of the in testinal hem orrhage 
iith e r bloody vom iting or bloody 
stools. T here are m any other pos­
sible causes of this disorder, though, 
vith cancer as one possibility, so 

the presence of bloody discharge 
not only from the intestines, but 
from any other p a rt of the body 
should be considered a signal de­
serving medical attention. One or 
in  occasional slight nosebleed that 
•esists staunching the flow should 
serve as a w arning.

The body has w onderful defenses 
to stop the flod of blood to one 
narticular spot, build back the 
blood lost, and keep the blood c ir­
culating to o ther places th a t are 
loe endangered. B ut these defens­
es can be overw orked by the  con­
stant abnorm al loss of blood and 
‘he organs th a t function in the  de­
fense set-up m ay requ ire  outside 
help. If no help arrives, the sudden 
rapid loss of blood m ay cause 
death. If the  loss is slow over a 
oeriod of tim e and no help is given 
those defense -, it m ay lead to tha t 
:tate know n as secondary shock.

Some people 
actually  fa in t a t the sight of b lo ^ ,  
of course; o thers fa in t from the 
loss of blood.

WITH PROSPECTS for a bum p­
er cotton crop for 1951, w eather 
perm itting, farm ers are already 
worrying about the problem  of 
getting it picked. Adding to the us­
ual picker shortage, the Wage and 
Hour Law was am ended last year 
to prohibit children under sixteen 
from doing agricu ltural work while 
schools are in session.

T hat means the large M exican 
families which custom arily leave 
their South Texas homes in the fall 

, to pick cotton as it opens to the 
' north , run into difficulties when 
schools open in Septem ber. Last 

I fall m any ofthem  folded up and 
drifted  home, leaving m any w hite 
fields unharvested.

ACTUALLY, THIS LAW is a d is­
service not only to the farm ers but 
likewise to the itineran t pickers. 
By working the children, these 
M exicans have for m any years 
m ade a lot of money during the 
rush season. This income enabled 
them  to re tu rn  to their homes, pay 
their debts, buy clothing and bet­
te r food and m any have in that 
way kept off public charity.

At the same time, the  children 
were enabled to get in the required  
schooling after the picking season 
ended.

BUT THE CHANGE in the Wage 
and Hour Law m akes it uneconomic 
for m any of the grow n-ups to pick 
if the children are not allowed to 
do so. The overhead is too m uch 
and they are often be tte r off to 
leave the fields and go on home.

The Wage and Hour Division has 
insisted on enforcing the le tte r of 
the law, and th a t m eans an  am end­
m ent is im perative.

W hen the Wage and Hour Act 
was am ended last year, the  House 
voted to leave the child labor pro­
vision exactly as it had previously 
been. But the Senate put the  pro­
viso in outlaw ing work by child­
ren in the fields during  school 
time. And, w hen finally  passed the 
Senate am endm ent was kept in it.

I HAVE INTRODUCED a bill to 
remove the Senate am endm ent re ­
ferred  to and re tu rn  to the old 
law which perm its children to work 
in the fields provided they  get in 
the am ount of .schooling required  
by the S ta te  laws. S im iliar bills 
have been introduced by others.

These m easures are now before 
the House Com m ittee on E duca­
tion and Labor, w here hearings 
w ill soon be held. Relief will be 
difficult to obtain, bu t a concerted 
effort will be m ade by a num ber 
of us from the cotton country.

An educational exhibit now be­
ing prepared at the famous Mu­
seum of Science and Industry in 
Chicago will dramatically portray 
the role of hardwoods in modern 
living.

The biology of wood will com­
prise an im portant phase of the 
exh ib it while other sections will 
show how choice woods are trans­
ported from far-flung forests of 
the world to the mills and pro­
cessed into lumber, plywood and 
hardwood veneer.

More than two million persona 
annually are expected to visit the 
exh ib it planned as a permanent 
fixture. Of this number, at least 
one-third will be students with 
tours of high school and college 
groups to be a feature of the pro­
gram.

To Show Every Step
The hardwood exhibit, to be 

unveiled in mid-year, will show, 
step bv step, the progress of the 
wood from its growth as a tree to 
its final processing as lumber, 
plywood and veneer. An animated 
tree in the Biology Section will 
demonstrate the chemical action 
which occurs in the growing pro­
cess. Cell and leaf structure will 
be shown, together with the vari­
ous stages in the growth of trees, 
component ingredients of all 
other aspects of the physical 
makeup of wood.

Animated scale-model plants 
will demonstrate lumber, veneer 
and plywood production. Every 
step will be illustrated, from the 
sawmill, through a lumber yard, 
a veneer mill and plywood mill.

The Sad Cheerleaders
Not too m any years ago, the 

people of the United S tates were 
trea ted  to  the spectacle of seeing 
a corps of professional “bleeding 
h ea rts”, m ost of them  on the Fed­
eral payroll, serving as the cheer­
ing section when the governm ent 
began getting into this business of 
serving as the paren t and guardian 
of the security  of its citizens.

W ith loud, shrill, and undoubt­
edly effective voices, the joyous 
cheerleaders prom oted the social­
istic theory  th a t prim arily  the go­
vernm ent owed support to its peo­
ple. They sneered at the trad ition ­
al A m erican theory  th a t the people 
owed support to th e ir government.

Housekeeping Made Easiet 
By New Materials, Designs

Modern materials and architectural designs going into 
remodeling projects and new home construction are taking 
much of the work out of housekeeping.

Streamlined kitchens, equipped with easy-to-clean cabi­
nets and counters, provide ade-y
quate storage and working space 
while reducing steps to a mini­
mum. Materials used for Interior 
finish and decoration are more at­
tractive, and require less atten­
tion to stay neat and clean.

A strong exponent of the wom­
an's viewpoint in home planning 
is Sonia Jean Albert, a young 
New York architect. While a stu­
dent at Yale, Miss Albert was 
runner-up in a national prize 
home competition. A |;raduate of 
the school of Architecture at 
Yale, she incorporates m a n y  
“wife-saver" ideas in her designs.

Miss Albert specifies plywood 
dry-wall construction in house 
plans because of its stability and 
economy of application. Sturdy 
plywood panels, faced with hand­
somely-grained hardwood veneer 
in either light or dark woods to 
blend with furnishings of the 
home, also are easy to take care 
of. The architect explains her 
choice of wood for interiors in 
these words:

Both Economical, Practical
Miss Albert points out that uao 

of hardwood plywood and wood 
veneer is ecor.omical and prac­
tical both in remodeling and new 
construction. Hardwoods do not 
mar easily, and the construction 
of the panels protects them 
against cracking and splitting.

The young architect prepared 
the plans for the recent remodel­
ing of her parents' home at Dan­
bury, Conn., actually aupervis- 
ing the work on the dwelling, an 
old farm house, which was trans­
formed into a modern home. A 
brick fireplace was the starting 
point for a solid brick wall across 
one side of the living room. Book­
cases, cabinets and wall paneling 
of hardwood plywood were in­
stalled, together with a built-in 
television cabinet of hardwood 
veneer.

Cabinets and counters of hard­
wood plywood provide ample 
storage and working space in the 
modern kitchen, while doors of

robes in each of the bedrooms. 
Flush-type doors, which have a 
smooth, attractively-figured hard­
wood veneer surface and elimin­
ate dust-catching moldings, are 
used throughout the home.
