Four O f A Kind

Last week I got away from the 
grind of Capitol Hill for a few days 
and kept some engagements I had 
previously made in the district. 
It is always inspiring to be able to 
get home and visit and talk with 
the people. There has been little 
chance to do that this year.

While in the district, I attend­
ed an annual meeing of the mem­
bers and families of the Runnels 
County Farm Bureau Federation, 
held at the park in Ballinger. A 
big crowd turned out and there 
was an abundance of hospitality, 
old-fashioned barbecue and oratory. 
County Judge Grindstaff and Rep. 
Henry Rampy were among the 
speakers and both gave interesting 
reports on the county and state 
governments, taxes, finances, rur 
al roads and other problems. Mr. 
Rampy is chairman of the House 
Appropriations Committee in Aus­
tin and is considered one of the most 
important Members of the State 
Legislature. ,

In my talk there I called attention 
to false and misleading reports to 
the effect that the farmers are re­
sponsible for the high cost of living. 
The fact is that, according to gov 
e.'nment figures, the farm income 
has dropped a total of 27% each 
year since 1948, while the national 
income has increased by 16% dur­
ing the same period.

As an example of this, I remind­
ed that wheat has dropped from a 
post-war peak of $2.81 a bushel to 
a recent figure of around $2.00. 
Corn dropped from $2.46 to about 
$1.50 during the same period and 
hug prices slumped from a peak of 
$27.40 per hundred pounds in 1948 
to a recent quotation of $20.00. 
Milk was another example given.

Yet, despite the reduced price.>: 
to producers, retail bread prices 
went up, milk is costing consumers 
mure, and many other examples of 
this were given. Certainly, farmers 
—who in general, are getting less— 
are not responsible for these in­
creases in consumer prices.

Actually, only about a half-doz­
en faiTn products out of more than 
a hundred were above parity this 
year. These have included beef, cat­
tle, wool, cottonseed, lambs, soy­
beans ,rice and cotton. Cotton and 
some of these other commodities 
have recently dropped, however.

It appears that increased costs of 
marketing and distribution account 
for most of the higher prices paid 
by consumers. Secretary Brannan 
recently disclosed that in January 
of 1951 a typical market basket of 
food for a family of three was cost­
ing at the rate of $709.00 a year. Of 
this amount, marketing costs ac­
counted for $352.00, while the far­
mer received only $357.00.

• • • • •
The annual community get-to­

B« It Resolved by the Legislature 
of the State of Texas;

' Section 1. That Section 51a of Ar-' 
j tide III of the Constitution of the 
1 State of Texas be amended, and the I same is hereby amended so that 
j the same shall hereafter read as 
' follows;
I "Section 51a. The Legislature 
shall have the power, by general 
laws to provide, subject to limita­
tions and restrictions herein con­
tained, and such other limitations, 
restrictions, and regulations as may 
by the Legislature be deemed ev- 
pedient for assistance to, and for 
the payment of assistance to:

"(1) Needy aged persons who are 
over the age of sixty-five (65) years; 
provided that no such assistance 
shall be paid to any inmate of any 
State-supported institution, while 
such inmate; and provided that any 
resident of the State, if otherwise 
eligible, may not be excluded who 
has resided in the State for five 
(5) years during the nine (9) years 
immediately preceding the filing of 
the application for assistance in­
cluding the one (1) year continu­
ously immediately preceding the 
filing of such application provided 
that the maximum payment per 
month from State funds shall not 
be more than Thirty Dollars ($30) 
per month.

"Any applicant for or recipient of 
assistance, including the spouse in 
each instance, who shall dispose of 
any property after June 1,' 1952, 
and any person who initially ap­
plies for assistance after June 1, 
1957, who has disposed of any 
property within five (5) years 
prior to the date of application 
shall be ineligible to receive as­
sistance; provided, that if such 
property was disposed of by bona 
fide sale and conveyance, and for 
value commensurate with the ac­
tual market value thereof, such 
disposition shall not affect eligibil­
ity for assistance if it be shown that 
all proceeds from such sale have 
been used by such person and 
spouse for normal living expenses 
or for the purchase of other real 
property of like value. If any re­
cipient of assistance or spouse shall 
sell any real property, neither such 
recipient nor spouse shall thereaf­
ter receive assistance until all net 
proceeds of such sale have been 
expended for normal living expens­
es; and in case of disposition of 
such property by gifts or for an 
amount less than its actual market 
value, such person and spouse shall 
not thereafter receive assistance 
until the expiration of the period 
of time during which the net pro­
ceeds of said sale would have paid 
their normal living expenses had 
the actual market value been real­
ized therefrom.

"(2) Needy blind persons who 
are over the age of sixteen (16)

in the State for five (5) years dur­

"(3) .Needy children who un- 
dcr the age of sixteen (16) > cars;.

' such assistance, or, if said child is I

"The Legislature shall have the 
authority to accept from the Feder­
al Government of the United 
States such financial aid for the as­
sistance of the needy aged, needy 
blind, and needy children as such 
drovernment may offer not incon­
sistent with restrictions herein set 
forth; provided, however, that the 

' amount of such assistance out of 
State funds to each person assisted 
shall never exceed the amount so 
expended out of Federal funds:

Soc. i .  The foregoing Constitu­
tional Amendment shall be submit­
ted to the qualified electors of Tex­
as at the Election to be held through 
out the State of Texas on the sec­
ond Tuesday in November, 1951, at 
which election there shall be print­
ed on such ballot the following 
clause:

"FOR the amendment to the Con­
stitution giving the Legislature 
power to set up a system of pay­
ments of assistance to needy per­
sons over sixty-five (65) years of 
age; to needy blind persons over 
the age of sixteen (16) years; to 
needy children under sixteen (16) 
years of age; removing the Thirty- 
five Million Dollar $(35,000,000) li­
mitation upon the amount of State 
expenditures for such purposes; 
disqualifying persons who dispose 
of property under certain condi­
tions; providing a maximum pay­
ment of Thirty Dollars ($30) per 
month from State funds for old age 
assistarice; providing for the accep­
tance and expenditure of funds 
from the Federal Government; pro­
viding that expenditures from 
State funds shall not exceed the 
expenditure from Federal funds 
with respect to any individual: and

"AGAINST the amendment to the 
Constitution giving the Legislature 
power to set up a system of pay­
ments of assistance to needy per

bonds or obhcations that may be 
issued by the Veterans’ Land Board

Be It Resolved by the Legislature 
of the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 49 b. Ar­
ticle III, Constitution of Texas, be 
amended so that the same will here­
after read as follows:

"Section 49 b. There is hereby 
created a Board to be known as tht 
Veterans’ Land Board, which shall 
be composed of the Governor, the 
Attorney General, and the Commis­
sioner of the General Land Office. 
The V’eterans’ Land Board may is­
sue not to exceed One Hundred Mil 
lion Dollars ($100,000,000) in bond: 
or obligations of the State ofTcxa.- 
for the purpose of creating a fund 
to be known as the V’eterans’ Lam 
Fund. Such bonds shall be executec 
by said Board as an obligation ol 
the State of Texas, in such form 
denominations, and upon the term:
