More About Mental Health

HEALTH TALKS

Kindness is the keyword to good
mental health. Those entrusted with
the care of people suffering from
mental disorders have found that a
rrogram of unfailing kindness is
one of the first requirements to
bringing the mentally ill back to
the road to normal.

So perhaps it is unkindness in
the first place that leads to a great
many of the mental disorders.

There are, briefly, three classifi-
cations of mental disorder. In the
first class, mental deficiency. the
afflicted person may either be born
without the physical equipment es-
sential to reaching mental maturity
or disease during the lifetime may
affect the mind, causing the men-
tal faculties to deteriorate. “Neur-
osis” is the name usually applied
to the second classification of men-
tal disorder; this covers a wide
range of ‘“peculiarities”, usually
considered as failure to adjust on
some phase of life while remaining
quite normal on others. “Psycho-
sis”, the third classification, is the
complete failure to adjust, usually
leading to the necessity for institu-
tional care for treatment.

Unkindness leads to confusion
which might be called the greatest
enemy of good mental health. Ev-
erybodv gets confused when people
and life situations do not follow
the pattern they have built up in
their minds; the mental picture gets
out of balance, is confused. But the
ability to fit those new experiences
into a picture of life and adjust to
them, to bring order out of the con-
fusion, is the sign of good mental
health.

When confusion results from a
situation that is new and seems un-
favorable to you, you will usually
have to draw back from that situa-
tion to really think it out. With the
resources at your command, includ-
ing friends who may have experien-
ced a similiar situation, you can us-
ually find some phase of that prob-
lem which fits in with another ex-
perience you have had and guide
yourself accordingly to adjust to
adjust to this new problem.

One of the best examples of av-
oiding confusion is a lesson taught
to school children. Their fire drills
are undertaken at regular intervals,
not just to prepare them for the
event of a fire in that school build-
ing, but also to prepare them for
an orderly withdrawgl from the
scene of danger. They file out of
the building, never knowing for sure
whether there is or isn't a fire, un-
til they get outside and look over
very carefully. If there's no smoke,
they assume there is no fire and
they can go back to the classrooms.
If there is smoke, however, they
realie there may be some changes
in their school activities and they
will have to-adjust to that change.
As children, they view the prob-
lem of a burned schoolhouse with
the hope of a holiday to come.

Taking that same situation and
following up on later reactions to
it, you can get a pretty good idea
of good mental health. Suppose the
schoolhouse did burn but classes
were resumed in an unburned part
of the building. None of those
children have ever experienced a
fire before. Most of them returned
to school quite ready to resume
their studies as soon as the first ex-
citement died down. That would be
the normal reaction.

But suppose one child refused to
go back to school for fear there
would be another fire. Or another

Children obviously are not mental
adults but such experiences that
form stumbling blocks to their de-
velopment will often result in their
failure to reach mental maturity. It
is while they are children that their
fears and worries can be guided
with kindness to adjust to situa-
tions, not to cloud the whole rou-

tine.
