Soil Conservation News
Frank Smith, who ranches 12 

miles southeast of Water Valley In 
the North Concho River Soil Con­
servation District has just com­
pleted 31 acres of u conservation 
Irrigation system.

Mr. Smith has constructed level 
borders on this 31 acres. He also 
installed concrete drop structures 
in his two ditches to keep them 
(rum washinif and to aid in getting 
the water on the land. He is siph­
oning the water out of his ditches 
onto his level borders with six 
inch siphons.

Mr. Smith has watered all his 
land and is planting it to Hegari. 
He plans to get this feed off early 
and plant the system to alfalfa in 
the fall.

Construction of the ditches wa.s 
done by bulldozer and the level 
borders were constructed with a 
malntiner.

The conservation irrigation sys­
tem was staked out by Soil Con­
servation Service Technicians as­
sisting the North Concho River 
Soil Conservation District.

Notice to Patrons of Change* in 
P.O. Box Rent Rates

Effective July 1. 1953, and July 
1 of each succeeding year when 
necessary, po.stmastcrs shall adjust 
box lent rales ot post offices, bran­
ches and stations on the basis of 
gross postal rec*eipts for the pre­
ceding calendar year in accordance 
with in.'tructions received from the 
Assistant Postmaster General, Bu­
reau of Finance. A schedule of the 
rates has been fixed and authorized 
by the Bureau of Finance, and as 
the gross receipts at this post o f­
fice fall within the $5,000 and less 
than $10,000 bracket, the box rent 
rates, beginning the next collection 
period, July 1, will be as follows: 

Large No. 3 boxes 1.10
No. 2 boxes (medium) .5)0
Small boxes No. I size .65
Therefore, the old rate of 4.5c i.s 

increased to 6.5c per quarter; that 
rate of 60c per quarter will be 90c; 
and those boxes requiring 75c per 
quarter rent will be increased to 
$1.10, according to the new sched­
ule.

In connection with this announce­
ment of the new box rent rates, 
please be advised that the basic 
schedule now in effect has not been 
changed since 1907 and that the 
increased charges are made to con­
form with the increased cost of 
providing the equipment and main­
taining the sujvice. It is believed 
that patrons generally will recog­
nize that this is a proper step.

The Supreme Court. Weather, and 
developments in Korea vied with 
each other for Washington head­
lines during the past week. The 
Supreme Court handed down a de­
cision holding that cafes in Wash­
ington mu.st serve whoever comes, 
regardle.ss of color. It was an old 
law, enacted during Reconstruction 
days, and had been completely for­
gotten until someone ran across it 
last year. A test case was made. 
The Court of .Appeals held it inva­
lid, but the Supreme Court rever­
sed the Circuit Court of .Appeals.

On the weather side, the twisters 
which struck in Nebraska, Massa- 
chussetis, Michigan and C)hio last 
week brought the total loss of life 
over the nation this year to 222 
with damage exceeding $300 mil­
lion.  ̂ It’s been the worst tornado 
year in modeln times, although the 
worst single year was 1925 when 
on one day—March 18—a twister 
swept through Missouri, Illinois and 
Indiana, killing 689 people. Neva­
da, where all the atomic tests have 
been held, oddly enough has report­
ed but one tornado in 72 years.

The recent ‘ New England disas­
ters gave rise to much speculation 
that the series of tornadoes this 
year had some connection with the 
A-bomb tests, and there was some 
talk of a Congressional investiga­
tion. But the atomic scientists and 
the U.S. Weather Bureau both rid­
iculed the idea. It would take 1,000 
atomic b*)mbs, the Weather Bur­
eau said, to match the energy of a 
moderate-sized hurricane. Besides, 
winds stirred up by the last .A-test 
were out of the country long before 
the most recent tornadoes hit. Dr. 
Wesler of the Weather Bureau in­
sisted.

But there i-emains a lot of mys­
tery about the cause of tornadoes, 
and particularly why so many this 
Spring during the time when all 
the bomb tests were going on. The 

j Weather Experts say: “ It just hap­
pened that way, and the next time 

i it might be the opposite.”
