! steady  to stronger prices. The stock- 
; e r tra5e was fu lly  steady  to strong 
; on the  b e tte r qualitied  kinds, d e ­
sp ite the  fact th a t  d ry  conditions 
in m ost places rem ained unrelieved.

Good and choice fed steers and 
yearlings drew  $18 to  $23, the la t­
te r price best for com m erciallly fed 
cattle  here  in abou t a m onth. Two

BY A VOTE of 211 to 176 the  
Houre la*t week struck  ano ther 
blow at socialized housing. The 
vote was an  a ttem p t to au thorize 
140,000 m ore units to be construc t­
ed. I spoke and voted against a l­
lowing any new units to be built.

T he fight against public housing 
has been a long and b itte r one. 
Back in 1949 the  Congress au th o r­
ized 810,000 units to be b u ilt by 
the goVernment at governm ent e x ­
pense, then  to be ren ted  by the 
governm ent to people at about one- 
th ird  of w hat they  w oulld ren t for 
if opened tc  public com petition.

I Some of those new apartm en ts re n t 
IS low as $12 a m onth. A lready 

m ore th an  200,000 of them  have 
been built or contracted. B ut la te r 
Congress recap tu red  the rig h t to 
pass on how m any are to be b u ilt 
from year to year.

The chief gim mick in the schem e 
is the fan tastically  high price w hich 
the taxpayers have to dig up to 
finance them —m uch h igher th an  
ordinary  housing. F inanced by gov­
ernm ent bonds, which are exem pt 
from income tax. Uncle Sam  pays 
a direct subsidy of $33 each m onth 
to pay the bonded deb t on each 
ap artm en t—and th a t goes on for 
40 years.

W hen the loss in revenue from 
bonds being tax-exem pt p lus net 
loss in local taxes (they  are  free 
from  any local taxes of any kind 
for 40 years) are figured, th e  to ta l 
cost to the  governm ent for each of 
these individual apartm en ts ru n s to 
the astounding sum of $47,650.80! 
And th is does not include m illions 

' in adm inistrative costs.
I A ctually, if the governm ent w ere 
j  to build these 810,000 units, origin- I  ally authorized, and deed them  in 
: fee sim ple to the occupants free of 
I charge, instead of. carrying the load 
I for 40 years, the governm ent would 
I save an estim ated $12 billion over 
the 40-year period.

But last year we w ere able to o r­
der the program  cut off. Then, th is 
year the public housing lobby was 
back pulling strings and tu rn in g  on 
the political pre-sure. A clim ax 
was reached last F riday  w hen the  
House on a record vote tu rn ed  
thum bs dow n on any m ore of it, 
by the vote of 211 to 176. The bill 
now goes to the Senate w hich since 
1950 has kept the program  going, 
each year overruling the action of 
the House in voting to  stop it. It 
is anybodys guess w hat th e  S enate  
will do th is time.

To those of us who are try ing  to 
cu t out non-es.sential spending and 
even tua lly  achieving a balanced 
budget, last w eek’s v ictory  was very  
gratifying.
