Remarks Requested On
1983 Grain Program

Secretary of Agriculture
John Block has asked for
public comment on some
specifics of the 1984 feed
grain program.

Water Hearings
Set In Lubbock

The Texas Department of
Water Resources has re-
cently updated the Texas
Water Plan which was ori-
ginally adopted in 196R.
The Department will con-
duct a public hearing in
Lubbock at the Lubbock
Memorial Civic Center on
July 12, at 7 p.m.

A. Wayne Wyatt, Man-
ager of the High Plains
Underground Water Con-
servation District No. 1 in
Lubbock, suggests that
area residents make a con-
scientious effort to attend
this hearing and become
knowledgeable about the
water resources of the
area.

Wyatt, having reviewed
draft copies of the water
plan, expects the Depart-
ment staff to present data:
at this public hearing on
the available surface - and
ground - water resources in
the area as weil as data
pertaining to water used by
all segments of High Plains
Society (municipal, indus-
trial, agricultural and dom-
estic). Wyatt also expects
the Department staff to re-
port that there are very
limited surface-water re-
sources available %in the
area for future development
and that the waters in the
Ogailala aquifer are being
mined from a finite source.

He said he does not ex-
pect the Department to
present any encouraging
information on water imp-
ortation; the subject of so
much statewide controversy
during early development
of the Texas Water Plan.
Wyatt explaius recent stu-
dies indicate that importa-
tion of water to the High
Pluins at ‘his time is not
economically feasible due
to the cost of water im-
portation exceeding $500
per acrc foot, and compli-
cating this problem, the
water imported would be
used to increase producrion
of agricultural products
which are already in sur-

plus supply. Wyatt does
not except the water plan
to include identification of
any sources of water for
importation (o the High
Plains, nor routes, nor cost
data.

It is anticipated, he add-
od, that the recommenda-
tion in the plan to the
people of the High Plains
and West Texas will be
that, given the limited
water resources available,
the only alternative to run-
ning short of water, at
least for the immediate
future, is conservation.

Undoubtedly there are
many in this area, like the
Water District staff, who
have ideas and special pro-
blems which need to be
brought to the attention of
the Department, comment-
ed the department leader.

Summer Seafood Grill

For a refreshing change
that gets you out of the hot
kitchen, and is also easy on
the budget, try grilling
fish.

Annette Reddell Hegen,
seafood consumer education
specialist with the Texas
Agricuitural Extension Ser-

First, be sure that the
cuts are about one-inch
thick (or more), whether

Allow one-half pound of
pan-dressed fish or one-
third pound of fillets or
steaks per person. If you
use fish that has been fro-

the refrigerator (18-24

Water pollution
must be stopped,

says reseaicher

COLLEGE STATION —
The increasing pollution of the
nation’s fresh water supplies
must be solved or it will literal-
ly be the death of us, says a
nationally recognized authority
on soil physics at Texas A&M
University,

Dr. Kirk Brown, who con-
ducts pollution research for the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station and has testified before
national and state legislative
environmental committees,
said recently that there are
alternatives to disposing of
hazard wastes in underground
landfills.

“The problem could be
avoided by not placing waste in
landfills,” Brown says, “but this
would necessitate intensifica-
tion of waste reduction, recy cl
ing incineration and land treat-
ment as options for disposal.”

Brown said some estimates
are that only about two percent
of our total usable groundwater
has been contaminated by toxic
chemicals.

“That doesn’t sound like
much,” 1+ said, “but if the
aquifer you use for watering
vour livestock or for drinkin:
water is contaminated, it look
more like 100 percent.”

Drilling Permut

Fee To Be Required

The Railroad Commission
has proposed for public
comment a new rule that
requires & non-refundable
$100 fee for new or mat-
erially amenced permits to
drill for oil and gas in the
state.

The proposed new rule is
the result of recent legis-
lation enacted by the Texas
Legislature. That legislation
requircs the $100 fee and
authorized the Railroad
Commission to deposit the
money into a special fund
for pluggmg abandoned
wells. The funds can also
be used for general en-
forcement of state pollution
prevention laws involving
oil and gas operations.

Comments on the pro-
posed rule will be taken for
30 days after publication in
the Texas Register, and
then the proposed rule will
be presented to the Comm-
ission for final consider-
ation.

The newv law will also
require some procedural
changes in the way drilling
permits are handled at the

RRC. For example, appli-
cants must file a drilling
permit  application (RRC
Form W-1) and the fee
with the Commission’s
headquarters in  Austin

* rather than with the res-

pective RRC district office.
However, applicants must
still send a copy of the
applicaticn to the district
office.

The RRC will no longer
authorize ‘‘verbal’’ drilling
permits, but will allow an
applicant to expedite pro-
cessing of a permit appli-
cation by ‘“‘walking’' it
through the review process
in Austin.

By law, the fee require-
ment is effective Sept. 1,
1983.

The Commission has sent
a full explanation of the
drilling permit application
changes to all oil and gas
operators in the state.

US Cotton
Textile Mills

Use of cotton by U.S.
textile mills edged higher
in May as the seasonally
adjusted annual rate reach-
ed 5.8 million 480-pound
bale-equivalents. This was

total and 12.2 percent
higher than the May, 1982,
rate, according to the
National Cotton  Council.
Cotton's share of total fiber
use was 23.9 percent in
May, compared with 24.5
percent in April and 25.5
percent a year ago. Since
January, cotton consump-
tion has advanced 8.4 per-
cent, the Council reported.
Cargo Preference Opposed

The National Cotton
Council has filed a state-
ment opposing a bill deal-
ing with the shipment of
agricultural products.

The bill would require
that 50 percent of agricul-
tural commodities  sold
under government credit
programs and 100 percent
of water-borne cargo aff-
ecting national security be
shipped on U.S. flag
vessels,

The Council pointed out
that the increased costs
would eliminate advantages
of the blended credit pro-
gram implemented to stim-
ulate exports of cotton and
other agricultural products.

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A&M economist urges

rapid deregulation of
natural gas industry

COLLEGE STATION —
The Reagan administration
could save consumers money if
it deregulated natural gas be-
fore summer instead of gradual
deregulation over the next
three years, says a Texas A&M
University economist.

“Although the long-term de-
regulation plan will ultimately
mean lower gas bills for con-
sumers, deregulating natural
gas before summer would have
a more imivediate effect,” said
Dr. S. Charles Maurice.

Maurice pointed out that
present regulations are foreing
pipeline and utility companies
into buying higher-cost gas
when lower-cost supplies are
readily available. He said the
jong-term deregulation plan
only provides incentives for
companies to keep cheaper nat-
ural gas supplies off the market
until price ceilings are lifted.

Deregulation will insure ex-

Texas Poultry Sales

Texas ranks sixth in the
nation in poultry and egg
production, bringing in a
gross income of $482.7
million to the state, acc-
ording to 1982 statistics.

That income, however,
represents a 9 percent de-
crease from 1981, mainly
because of a 30 percent
decrease in turkey produc-
tion, says Dr. David B.
Mellor, poultry marketing
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System. Poultry income
fell in the United States by
about 4 percent.

Major poultry items in-
cluded ia the Texas stat-
istics are cggs, broilers,
turkeys and chickens. Eggs
grossed $179 million; broil-
.ers, $258 miilion; turkeys,
$40.6 million; and farm
chickens, $5 million.

Texas dropped to the
eighth state in broiler in-
come last year and fell to

Texas eggs sold for an
average price of 69 cents a
dozen in 1982 while broil-
ers averaged 29 cents per
pound live weight and tur-
keys sold for 39 cents a
pound live weight.

As far as per capita con-
and
eggs is concerned, Amer-
icans ate only 263 eggs last
year, the lowest number
ever, Mellor notes. Each
American also consumed 11
pounds of turkey and 49.5
pounds of broilers.

Further-processed meat
consumption was up in 82,
leading to increased use of
broilers and turkeys, adds
Mellor.

The Veterans Administr-
ation provides many bene-
fits for veterans with vision
impaired as a result of mil-
itary service.

Those benefits
vocational reh: bilitation,
disability compensation,
specially adapted housing
and other housing grants.

The VA's Vocational Re-
habilitation program pro-
vides vision-impaired vete-
rans with counseling on the
effects of their disabilities,
training for such aids as
laser canes, large-print
readers and other technical
devices. The program can
assist the veteran by pro-
viding retraining assistance
to obtain necessarv skills
for a new career. Eligible
veterans receive a monthly
subsistence allowance while
VA pays the costs of re-
quired training.

A vision-impaired veteran
may receive monthly dis-
ability compensation. The
amount of the payment is
based on severity of vision
loss. For example, the
payment for 60 percent loss
is $443 a month. A veteran
with only light perception
in both eyes and who has
lost, or lost the use of, one
foot may receive a VA
grant of up to $32,500, or
half the cost of a home
specially adapted for his or
ner needs.

Editor’s note: The Sand-
hills Philosopher on his
johnson grass farm on
Sandy Acres seems baffled
about the computer age.
De.r editor:

According to some scien-
tists, we have entered the
computer age and the nat-
ion that builds the biggest
and fastest computer will
come out on top. They
never say on top of what.

There are a handful of
computers now that can
perform several hundred
million operations per sec-
ond, but scientists say
that’s not fast enough.
‘“We have problems that
would take S00 to 1,000
hours to solve even on
those fast computers,”’ they
said.

I have no idea how a
person can have a problem
that enormous, and if 1 had
one I'd keep it to myself.
There’d certainly be no
point in taking it before
Congress. Might be a mat-
ter for the Red Cross.

Nonetheless, U.S. scient-
ists are hard at work trying
to build a computer that’ll
work 1,000 times faster
than the best ones already
on hand.

At the same time, Japan,
Russia and a few other
countries are doing the
same thing. Scientists say
whoever gets there first
wins and the rest will be at
the winner’'s mercy.

I have a notion that re-

‘gardless of how big and

fast a computer anybody
builds, it still won’t be able
to solve the Mid-East pro-
blera or give a clear picture
of what’s happening in El
Salvador or lower the
deficit.

The trouble with a com-
puter is that people begin
relying on it, turn all their
information over to it, and
then it blows a gasket. Re-
cently the Stockholm stock
exchange was thrown into
turmoil when its computer
broke down and nobody
could buy or seil any stock.
Anybody who had stock to
sell had to use a classified
ad.

But my favorite computer
story happened when a
company in California sent
out 12,000 letters to its
customers. The computer
got confused while add-
ressing the letters and sent
all 12,000 to the same
person.

“We are learning how
the disease is spread, and
we are finding that there is
no indication that AIDS can
be transmitted through
casual, everyday contacts,
Apparently, only the most
intimate contact can tran-
smit AIDS. There have
been some occurrences in
people who do not actually
beiong to one of the high
risk groups, but many of
these cases are women who
are sexual partners of men
with AIDS, or at high risk
of AIDS. Others, tragically,
have been babies born to

blood products, including
transmission in-utero. But,
as we said, there should be
no cause for fear among
the public that they may
develop AIDS through cas-
ual contact with an AIDS

patient or through blood .

transfusions."’

"‘These findings are cru-
cial and it is very important
that Americans understand
them. The findings are also
reassuring, because even
while AIDS is frightening
for those at risk, we can
say with conﬁdence that
the vast majority of Amer-
icans are not at risk in
their day-to-day activities,
even in dealing with AIDS
victims. An important indi-
cator of this fact is that no
health personnel who have
been dealing with the dis-
ease have contracted it. If
it were easily transmitted,
like flu, we would certainly
expect some cases among
health workers, but this
has not occurred.”’
