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FORT WORTH - Livestock trade 
on the first marketing day of the 
new year was featured by above 
normal numbers of short-fed cattle, 
especially heifers and yearlings. 
Also, a larger than liormal offering 
of sheep and lambs, plus some ad­
ditional weakness in hog prices as 
supplies in the corn belt were again 
large.

A t Fort Worth well finished 
mature steers, cows and bulls drew 
firm prices Monday, bJt the large 
percentage of the run was yearlings 
and heifers showing s'gns of light 
feeding or short fee.ding period.s 
sold around .50 cents or more lower.

The numerous lots of heifers in 
the run indicated that again this 
week there were likely to be larger 
numbers of them offered. This bears 
out estimates made earlier this fall 
that more heifers were on feed in 
the Southwest than earlier esti­
mates had indicated.

Very good demand for highly fit­
ted slaughter cattle developed and 
most observers at Fort Worth feel 
that mature heavy steers are going 
to grow increasingly scarce in this 
region as the season progresses, 
and that more and more young cat­
tle will make up the beef supply.

Stocker and feeder trade was 
brisk on the kinds with quality, and 
the plainer sorts were inclined to 
drift along with the lower grade 
slaughter kinds.

Choice fat calves were steady, 
and the plain and medium butcher 
sorts were weaker.

Good and choice slaughter steers 
and yearlings bulked at $19 to $24, 
and the common, plain and medium 
butcher kinds cashed at $12 to $18.- 
50, with some ranny kinds of yearl­
ings around the $10 marker.

Fat cows sold mostly from $10 to 
$11.50, afew heiferish kinds above 
that figure. Canners and cutters 
sold mainly from $6 to 9.50, some 
high yielding cutters of western 
type, or brahman extraction, to $10. 
Virtually no merchantable kinds 
sold under $6.

Best weighty bulls again cashed 
at $12 to $13, individuals above 
that figure. Lighter weights and 
commoner kinds sold mostly from 
$9 to $11.50, except some activity 
on Stocker bulls of the lighter 
weights was noted. Some stocker 
bulls sold from $10 to $13.

Cood and choice slaughter calves 
cleared at $15 to $19, with the best 
creepfed heavies to $20. Common 
and medium slaughter kinds sold 
from $11 to $15, and culls cashed 
around the $10 marker.

Good and choice stocker steer 
calves cashed at $17 to $20, and 
were quotable at $21. Yearling 
Stockers sold mostly from $19 down 
but were quotable above that when 
choice, with straight loads quotable 
to $20 and better. Replacement 
cows cleared at $8 to $12.
FAT LAMBS BREAK 50c to $1 
CWT

The run was predominately fat 
lambs on the market at Fort Worth 
Monday, and as the trade devel­
oped it soon was apparent that 
some of the previous week’s ad­
vances were going to be rubbed 
out. By the time clearance was 
completed the slaughter lambs were 
50 cents to $1 lower, with wooled 
lambs topping at $19, and shorn 
lambs with a No. 1 pelt $18 and 
$18.50 and below.

Shippers paid up to $18.50 down 
some No. 1 pelt lambs. Most good 
and choice slaughter lambs sold 
from $17 to $19, and medium and 
lower grades sold from $10 to $16. 
Feeder lambs sold mostly from $16 
downward in small lots, with siz­
able strings to shippers as men­
tioned above at more money.

Most other kinds of sheep and 
lambs were steady, and rather 
poorly tested. Slaughter yearlings 
were quoted from $10 to $16. Old 
ewes drew $5 to $6.50, and old 
bucks sold around $4. Breeder ewes 
were quotable from $6 to $12.

A 9-ounce condensed package of 
mince meat makes a delicious 
eight-inch pie. Line the pan with 
pastry and fill with the condensed 
mince meat, prepared according to 
directions on tho box. Cut the 
crust for the top into strips and 
twist each several times as you 
lay it across the mince meat. Pinch 
each end of each strip down on the 
moistened rim of the bottom crust 
when you put it in place. When 
the pie is baked the lattice strips 
will have a crunchy crispness 
that's delightful.

Individual latticed tarts make 
good eating for a teen-age party. 
And the twisted lattice is sure to 
interest the young guests. Tarts 
for a party do away with serving

difficulties, as they are ready to 
slip on individual plates Just as 
they come from the oven.

Lattice Twist Mince Pie
1 9-ounce condensed package 

. mince meat 
1% cups water 

1 to 3 tablespoons sugar
1 recipe pastry

Break mince meat into small 
pieces. Add water and sugar. 
Place over heat and stir until 
lumps are thoroughly broken, boil 
briskly for one minute. Cool.

Line an 8-inch pie plate with 
pastry. Fill with prepared mince 
meat. Cover top of pie with a 
twisted lattice, giving each strip of 
pastry two or three twists as you 
lay it across the pie. Bake in hot 
oven (425* F.) 30 minutes, or until 
golden brown.
