Penalties For Taxpayers

¥ Agricultural producers and
others who handle their
own tax and Social Security
reports face higher interest
rates on delinquent taxes
and penalties for failing to
file certain information
forms.

Beginning February 1,

%' the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice will start charging a 20
percent annual interest
rate (up from 12 percent)
on delinquent tax accounts
as a result of the Economic
Recovery Tax Act of 1981.
At the same time, the IRS
will also pay the same 20

% percent interest on over-
payments,

““The new, higher rates
will apply to the underpay-
ment of individual and cor-
porate estimated taxes and

most other tax law pro-
_visions imposing interest,”’
points out Dr. Ashley C.
Lovell of Stephenville, eco-

nomist with the Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System.

The new interest rate
will " be determined each
Oct. 15 and will go into
effect the following Jan. 1.
It will be based on 100
percent of the average
prime interest rate for the
preceding month--Septem-
ber.

“The new 20 percent
rate means that many tax-
payers who previously bor-
rowed from the U. S.
Treasury through under-
payments or by delinquent
taxes will be reluctant to
continue these practices,”’
notes Lovell.

The new tax law also
provides for a $10 penalty
per statement for taxpay-
ers who fail to file infor-
mation returns (Form 1099)

Furthermore, the IRS
may dock each taxpayer
or income recipient $5 if he
does not use an identifying
number (in many cases t
he Social Security number)
on the various tax forms
and returns.

Regarding the Form
1099s, these along with
Form 1096 (summary and
transmittal form) must be
submitted to the IRS by
Mar. 1. Information on the
Form 1099s should be pro-
vided to income recipients
by Feb. 1.

Form 1099s are informa-
tion returns that are used
to report total payments or
$600 or more during the
tax year to another person
in the course of trade or
business. Several varia-
tions of Form 1099 relate to
payments of interest, rent,
royalties, fees, commission
and other compensations
for services to persons oth-
er than employees.

“Many agricultural pro-
ducers make payments to
others in their normal
course of business, and
these should be reported
on a Form 1099, says
Lovell. ‘*An exception is if
the recipient of a payment
is a corporation.”’

Agricultural producers
also have until Jan. 31 to
file Form 943 (Employer’s
Annual Tax Return for Ag-
ricultural Employees). This
is required if an employer
withholds and pays Social
Security taxes or if he
withholds income taxes
under voluntary withhold-
ing agreements on farm
labor wages paid during
the tax year. f timely tax

- deposits were made, an

employer has until Feb. 10
to file Form 943.

Lovell suggests that
farmers and ranchers con-
sult their tax advisers and
review the ‘‘Farmer’'s Tax
Guide’’ and the ‘1981
Patkage X' available from
the IRS to learn more
about recent changes in tax
laws and the various tax
forms and deadlines for
filing.

1981 planted acreage, or
(2) the average of his
1980-81 planted acreages.
Two bases will be estab-
lished for feed grains --
one for corn and sorghum,
and the second for barley
and oats. For farms that
have been following a de-
finite crop rotation pattern,
the established bases will
reflect these rotations.

Land that is taken from
production must be eligible
cropland which is protected
from wind and water ero-
sion and devoted to con-
servation uses. It may not
be mechanically harvested,
but grazing is permitted,
except during the six prin-
cipal growing months. Ac-
reage which has already
been planted to wheat,
barley or oats and then
designated as reduced ac-
reage, may be cut for hay
or grazed.

Neither offsetting com-
pliance, nor cross-compli-
ance will be required under
any of the reduced acreage
programs. This means that
farmers owning or operat-
ing more than one farm
will not be required to
participate on all farms in
order to qualify for pro-
gram benefits on partici-
pating farms. And, farmers
need not comply with other
reduced acreage programs
to be eligible for benefits

Federal Vs State

President Reagan is engaged in a major effort to
transfer back to the states some functions and social
services the federal government assumed in the last

few decades,

It’s a logical goal. Few can even imagine the extent
of the waste, incompetence and fraud now prevalent in
countless numbers of federal programs. Not even the
General Accounting Office or investigato.s for
Congress have a clear idea of the extent of the waste.

That’s basically because the federal government is
too far away to administer handout aid and other social
programs carefully. There are many examples of the
lack of any close scrutiny (the lost money isn’t coming
out of an on-the-spot employer’s pocket).

Consultants who had telephone credit cards have
found they keep getting them (in the mail) years after
leaving their jobs. Federal checks for various programs
keep coming--and often being cashed--years after

recipients have died.

All sorts of slicksters take advantage of a host of
federal financing aids, college students, housing
benefactors, welfare recipients, etc., etc. All these can
be better checked by state agencies, who are so much
closer to the scene. Only a few years ago, the secretary
of HEW admitted his agency alone had wasted several
billions in a twelve-months span.

Not all programs can be transferred to state and
local authorities for administering but many can. Those
that can should be, and those which can be
administered and watched on a county and person-to-
person basis will be the most frugal, effective and
efficient of our aid programs.

Federal Employees

President Reagan is reducing the number of federal
employees on the government payroll. In the executive
branch--which employs about three-fourths of all
federal workers--the number of full time jobs has been
lowered by 54,106 since Mr. Reagan imposed a hiring

freeze after taking office.

The greatest number of job reductions has come in
the Department of Defense, where the non-military job

list has been almost halved.

But there are still many dead-weight bureaucrats,
some mostly passing time until lush retirement benefits

' arrive. Here are a few examples of the number of
employees working for various federal agencies:
Veterans Administration--232,417 employees; Health
and Human Services--155,666; Agriculture--128,595;
Treasury--122,002; Interior--76,206; Transportation--
59,456; Justice--55,173 and Tennessee Valley

Authority--5¢,102.

Does anyone seriously think five or ten percent of
these employees couldn’t be eliminated, perhaps with
increased efficiency? None need be fired. The job
hiring freeze and natural retirement and attrition will

accomplish this in time,

AUSTIN--Because of in-
flation, depleting natural
resources, a rapidly expand-
ing population, cut-backs in
federal funds, and other
factors, Texas is faced with
reassessing many current
state programs and policies
regarding its natural re-
sources. We must deter-
mine what steps need to be
taken to help plan for the
future of our great state.

Key ingredients for suc-
cessful planning are collec-
tion and assessment of per-
tinent data. An organi-
zation which gives Texas a
unique advantage in this
regard is the Texas Natural
Resources Information
System (TNRIS).

TNRIS does not collect
information per se, but cat-
alogues and makes acces-
sible the data collected by
many of our state agencies,
certain federal agencies and
federal data bases, and pri-
vate entities. In. effect,
TNRIS is a data manage-
ment system which links
data users with the organi-
zations that collect the in-
put data.

Data are organized in six

major categories:  water,
socioeconomics, biological,
meteorological, geologic

and land resource, and base
data. All of these data are
stored in 300 automated and
150 other files in various
formats including printed
reports, photocopies, com-
puter tapes, punched cards,
aerial photography, micro-
film, and computer
graphics.

The system supports re-
mote sensing data proces-
sing capabilities and hook-
ups with federal data bases
such as the NASA Manned
and Unmanned Spacecratit.
TNRIS is now developing a
cmnputt,'l’wv(‘i ucogmphw

Information System which
provides computer proces-
sing of maps and other

spatial data. This will be-
come an analytical tool for
handling TNRIS data.

This data management
system is important because
any action or project on
natural resources in one
area of our state usually has
effects on other parts of the
state, With TNRIS data
many of these effects can
be predetermined and plans
can be made in view of
them.

As data gathering and
manipulation techniques be-
come more sophisticated,
state resource management
becomes even more im-
portant. By largely gather-
ing its own data, rather than
depending strictly on fed-
eral data, our state is in the
position of 'making better
decisions for itself.

Another important advan~
tage of having this system is
that to plan for the future,
especially in the area of
natural resources, there are
many conflicting opinions
about what directions need
to be taken. Accurate facts
and figures provide parties
with different concerns a
common base of information
on which to proceed toward
an agreement.

Texans should know that
this unique system is saving
them many tax dollars and
providing them and their
state government with an
excellent service. With the
help of this service, Texas is
in a fine position to plan for
and achieve development,
management, conservation
and protection of the nat-
ural resources of this state.
