Farmers and Ranchers
Under Secial Security

More than 100 self-employed
farmers who have reached age 65
have in the past three months filed
their claims for social security be-
nefits in the 13 counties served by
the San Angelo District Office, ac-
cording to E. M. Bowers, Manager

These persons, Bowers contin-
ued, filed their 1955 tax returns,
paid the self-employment tax

thereon, and have already grossed
$600 in creditable farm income in
1956. By a special provision in the
law, farmers past 65 who meet the
two conditions just outlined may
file their claims now, without hav-
ing to wait until the end of 1956
their second year of coverage und-
er social security.

Payments are in the process of
being certified to those who do not
expect their net earnings this year
tto exceed $1200, and to those other
farm and ranch operators who have
passed their 72nd birthday. If the
farmer thinks he may net over
$1200, but cannot make a reason-
able estimate of the expected net
for 1956. his claim is still approved,
but no checks are released until the
ond of the vear when exact fig-
ures become available or at suph
earlier time as he can make a fair-
ly accurate estimate.

As there may be advantages to
having a claim filed at this time,
Bowers urged all self-employed
farmers who are over 65, who
have filed their 1955 tax returns,
and who are still operating their
lands, to get in touch with the San
Angelo social security office in the
very near future. A copy of the
1955 tax return and cancelled
check or money order stub show-
ing payment should be presented
when the claim is filed.

Constitutional

Amendments
MORE ABOUT AMENDMENTS
TO BE VOTED ON IN
NOVEMBER

By Senator Dorsey Hardeman

This article concludes the brief
resume of the proposed amend-
ments of the Constitution to be vot-
ed on at the general election. It
deals with HJ.R. 15 known as the
“stock gambling” amendment.

A similiar proposal was defeated
in 1951 when it was submitted as
a single and separate issue. Now,
it is concluded with two other pro-
posed amendments in a package-
deal. Whether this was to mislead
is not known. Certainly, it is “sug-
ar-coated” in such fashion as to be

hardly recognizable by the less
discerning.
After embracing two lengthy

proposals relating to the College
Building Fund which are, more or
less, window-dressing, although
Lamar Tech at Beaumont and the
Negro University at Houston are
added, despite the allocation of cer-

tain other monies to these two
schols for building purposes.
This “package-deal” is designed

to provide a “legal” plan for “play-
ing the stock market” with O.P.M.
(other people’s money), namely, one-
half of the Permanent University
Fund of $250,000,000 with no other
requirement than the exercise of
“judgment and care under the cir-
cumstances then prevailing”. Bad
investments or losses will be borne
by the children of this and future
generations and the Regents will
will have enjoyed the thrill of
playing the stock market and com-
peting with Wall Street operators
at no personal loss or responsibility
whatsoever.

The proposal is presented as
broadening the investment base of
the Permanent University Fund
“to increase earnings . . . . without
any increase in taxes.” Sounds
good. Suppose, however, there is a
loss of capital, then will it not have
tto be restored by taxes?

The sensitivity of the stock mar-
ket to the President’s health is
well known. His heart attack threw
a five billion dollar loss in the mar-
ket in September, 1955 (later re-
covered with inflation) and his
