The United State.s in 19jj expe­
rienced its wor.st “ fire” year in 
lii.story, reports the National Fire 
Protection .-Vs.sociaticn. P'ire last 
year co.-t the country $1,110,76S,- 
OIHI in direct loss, the international 
tire safety group estimated.

This was nearly $120,000,000 
more than the previou.s record 
high in lO.a.'l. A very large in- 
ciea.se in the number of building

fires plus substantially increased 
industrial, forest and aircraft fire 
losses have contributed to the 
huge overall increase, according 
to the NFPA.

This latest sharp rise in fire 
losses continues the upward trend 
of recent years as shown in the 
graph above. Apparently 1954 was 
only a temporary deflection of 
that trend.

Seal Assures 
Top Quality 
Of W iiulows

The prospective home-buyci 
who wants to be sure that the 
house he’s considering has top- 
quality wood windows can fol­
low the advice given by window 
manufacturers’ representatives 
to the Federal Housing Adminis­
tration. This is to look for the 
seal of approval of the American 
Wood Window Institute affixed 
to each window frame.

At a series of meetings held 
for officials of 70 regional FHA 
offices, it was explained that the 
AWUI seal “makes it possible to 
be sure at a glance that high 
standards of workmanship have 
been met or exceeded,’’ accord­
ing to Practical Builder maga­
zine.

The seal certifies that the win­
dow has been made according to 
a Commercial Standard of the 
U S. Department of Commerce. 
It is now being applied only to 
double-hung windows, but plans 
are being made to extend the 
certification to awning, sliding, 
and casement windows as soon 
as appropriate standards have 
been prepared.

FH.A’s interest in the seal lies 
in the fact that the agency has 
the power to grant a higher 
mortgage insurance commit­
ment when a house is built with 

exceed minimum 
FHA requirements.

Builder explains 
that the seal assures a purchas­
er that the window has been 
made of properly dried lumber, 
that It IS satisfactorily weather- 
stripped, that it has been treated 
with a water-repellent chemical, 
that the sash operate easily, and 
that the frame is accurately ma- 
rhined and free of defects.

But 
we can make things pleasanter by- 
ignoring differences and giving 
each other a “ hand.”

Q—Approximately how much 
should it cost a year to air con­
dition an average-size house?

A—This depends on a large 
number of variable factors, in­
cluding size and design of the 
house, but tests made in the Air 
Conditioned Village, Austin, 
Tex., give some good indica­
tions. Here a Coleman-equipped 
house, 1,300 square feet in size, 
was cooled during a hot Texm: 
summer at an average cost of 
70 cents per day. Sixty-eight 
cents of this went for e'ectricity, 
white water cost less than t.vo 
cents a day. The equipment is 
of a water-conserving type.

Q—We just bought a new 
home with a beautiful fireplace. 
But we can’t build a fire in it 
because smoke soon fills the en­
tire house. The chimney isn’t 
clogged and extends well above 
the roof. What’s wrong?

Need More Living Space? 
Fix Up Attached Garage

Owners, of small homes with 
attached garages arc catching 
on to one of the neatest tricks 
yet devised to gain more living 
space at a mimmuin of cost.

Acting on the theory that the 
family deserves more considera­
tion than the family car, they’re 
turning their one- and two-car 
garages into bedrooms, larger 
kitchens, playrooms — anything 
that fills their needs or suits 
their fancy.

And the cash savings are big 
because the new-found living 
space already has a roof, con­
crete floor, and three framed 
walls.

The hom e handyman-and- 
wife team can do much of the 
work themselves on this proj­
ect. They can install insulation, 
put down tile floors, and do in­
terior finishing.

Batts and blankets of mineral 
wool insulation, because of their 
lightness and ease of handling, 
are a favorite installation proj­
ect for the husband-and-wife 
team. Only a few ordinary tools 
arc needed, and when the job is 
done, the family knows its new 
living space will be easier to 
heat in winter and will stay 
cooler in summer.

Thick mineral wool is virtual­
ly essential to co.mfort in a room 
converted from a garage. The 
reason is that three walls and 
the roof of an attached garage 
normally are exterior surfaces, 
directly exposed to outdoor tem­
peratures.

A contractor should be called 
in to handle major carpentry 
and supervise plumbing and 
heating installations.

Chances are he’ll recommend 
filling all or part of the garage 
door opening with windows of 
ponderosa pine to get away 
from a ‘'blank’’ appearance at 
the front of the house, and for

light and ventilation. Other win­
dows are necessary, too—per­
haps a widow wall at the rear 
overlooking your garden, per­
haps one or more windows at 
the side.

It is economical to replace a 
garage door with a large group­
ing of windows, for little new 
wall framing, sheathing, and 
siding need be added when that 
IS done. Ponderosa pine window 
units are available in a wide 
range of stock sizes to fit open­
ings of various dimensions.

Attached garage, top, can be­
come new living space for a 
growing family with a mini- 

I mum of remodeling, bottom. 
Here the garage door was re­
placed by a wall of awning and 
hopper windows of pondciu... 
pine.

Ike Can't Make It Rain, 
But He's Still Best Man

The other day I asked a farmer 
if it was dry out his way. He .said 
it sure was. “ Looks like we just 
can’t get any rain,” he said. 
“ Why, when Noah had his 40-day 
flood, we didn’t get over half an 
inch."

There’s no mistake about it, 
Texas is having itself a real 
drouth. Some of the farmers and 
ranchers in our county are in such 
bad shape that they may vote for 
Stevenson.

Old Man Jones, from across the 
river, said he wasn’t going to go 
to any such extreme. He said he 
needed rain as bad as anybody 
else. He claimed water was so 
scarce in his community that the 
preacher was baptizing new mem­
bers with a wet handkerchief. But 
he was holding out awhile longer, 
anyway.

“ I may be stubborn,” said Old 
Man Jones, “ but I just ain’t been 
convinced that President Eisen­
hower is keeping it from rain- 
ing.

He said he knew that Stevenson 
and Kefauver acted like they 
thought so, and they had a right 
to their opinion. Lyndon Johnson, 
he figured, knew better, but he 
was sticking with Adlai and Estes 
for the sake of unity. He said 
he didn’t figure Mr. Sam Ray- 
bum had known whether it was 
raining or not for the last 25 
years.

"I hate not to go along with 
such a widely known crowd of 
weather observers,” Old Man 
Jones said. “ If there’s anybody

who keeps up with which way the 
wind is blowing, generally speak­
ing, it’s Stevenson, Kefauver and 
Johnson.”

Then he went on to say that he 
realized the national farm pro-

idy—gram hadn’t pleased everybody- 
including him. If he was in the 
White House, he would do things 
different, at least in our county. 
He allowed that the $61,000,000 
spent by the Eisenhower adminis­
tration for drought relief in Texas 
could have been doubled and still 
not made all the farmers happy 
and prosperous.

“ But,” said Old Man Jones, “ I 
keep remembering that the main 
lea.son for our troubles, besides 
the drouth, is the fact that we are 
not at war. Now, if Adlai and 
Estes really want to jump on 
President Eisenhower, there is a 
real issue. They’ve sure got the 
goods on Ike in that respect. If 
he hadn’t stopped that Korean 
War, farm prices would be higher, 
no doubt. I wonder why they 
never mention that.”

Old Man Jones was kidding a 
little, of course, in his usual way, 

J)ut I think he had something 
^here. We have got to .adjust to 

peace-time, which is taking awhile 
but President Eisenhower is» 
working at it. And meanwhile our 
boys aren’t fighting and dying on 
foreign soil. It’s worth thinking 
about.
