Pause for Reflection

An old story reminds us: “If a
frog is dropped into a kettle of hot
water, he will immediately jump
out. But, if the same frog is put
in a kettle of cool water and the
water is gradually heated to boil-
ing, the frog will be cooked. He
cannot make up his mind at what
point to jump out.”

That, 1 think, illustrates almost
exactly our predicament as a na-
tion. We have been plopped into
the simmering kettle of collectiv-
ism and, finding it not too uncom-|
fortable, have not been able to
make up our minds whether to stay
in or jump out.

But, by almost imperceptable de-
grees, the water is getting hotter
Federal aid to schools (and, sooner
or later, Federal control of them)
compulsory health insurance, and
weakening of the Taft-Hartley Act,
are, we are told ,in the offing.

Are we—or are we not—going to
have the moral strength to jump out
of the kettle before we get cooked.
