Pay Yonr Poll Tax
You can help w rite history—and 

also help to determ ine your own 
living conditions—if you rem em ber 
to pay your poll tax  before Jan u ­
ary 31.

If you do, it is entirely  possible 
tha t your vote alone could change 
the course of histoiy. It has hap­
pened before.

More than a century ago, one vote 
sent a certain  m an to the Indiana 
S tate Legislature. A vote cast by 
this legislator sent Edward A. Han- 
negan to the United S tates Senate. 
And the vote cast by Senator Han- 
negan was the m aigin  by which 
Texas was adm itted to the Union.

One vote was also the m argin by 
which an Indiana Congressman was 
elected . . . .  and a single vote, 
cast by th a t same Congressman in 
1876 made Rutherford B. Hayes 
P resident of the United States.

Texas has had m any close elec­
tions—some so close that a mere 
handful of votes determ ined th e  
outcome. So rem em ber:

1. All citizens, 21 tc  60 years of 
age, must obtain .t poll tax  re ­
ceipt (the tax  is only $1.75) in or­
der to vote. This i.ncludes citizens 
in the regular m ilitary  services (to 
paid or secured in the county of 
their residence a t the tim e they en ­
tered the service.) ^

2. Persohs 60 years of age or old­
er before January  1, 1956, are ex­
em pt but m ust sccure»an exemption 
certificate before Jan. 31, 1957, if 
they reside in cities of 10,000 popu­
lation or more. (If they live ou t­
side the city lim its of a city that 
size they do not need a certificate 
to vote.)

3. A husband can apply for his 
w ife’s poll tax receipt and vice 
versa.

4. Any person becoming 21 years 
of age after January  1, 1956, and 
before Dec. 31, IfJ.'i'i, is exem pt 
from the paym ent of tax  but must 
secure an exem ption certificate.

As a citizen of a free country, it 
is your solemn duty to vote in ev­
ery election. You can help defend 
your freedom, bu t ONLY if you 
are armed w ith a poll tax  receipt 
or exem ption certificate.

Pay your poll tax before Jan. 31.

It has recently been announced 
th a t the reduced freight rates on 
hay in the drought area will be ex ­
tended through March. The reduced 
rates had expired cn Jan u ary  15 
and the extension has been an­
nounced by the W estern Traffic 
Association, a group of western 
railroads.

Under this plan all hay going 
into designated di ought ^ rcas  is 
shipped at half the usual rate if 
the person receiving the hay, (in 
all cases they m ust be ranchers) 
has the certificate designating them  
as eligible. Certificates are avail­
able from the .county  judge who 
m ust sign them. Hay m ust be 
bought in carload lots to come un ­
der the reduced ra te  classification. 
However, several persons can piool 
small orders to total a carload and 
still be eligible.

The Sterling County Stock Show 
has gone into the hi.story books for 
another year. The w eather was 
good for a show and the tu rnout 
was good, also. About 150 lambs 
were shown by 4 H Clu’a and FFA 
members. LeRuth Reed, 4-H Club 
member, had the champion fine- 
wool lamb and Bill Davis, FFA 
member, had the champion cross­
bred lamb. LeR uth’s lam b was a 
W.N. & L.R. Reed bred lam b and 
Bill’s crossbred was bred by Gene 
Alley. Don McDonald, 4-H Club 
member, had the icserve champion 
crossbred lam b and team ed up 
w ith his sister, Cecilia, to produce 
the reserve champion finewool 
lamb. Both lambs were of W. N. 
t i  L. R. Reed breeding.

There were 50 crossbred lambs, 
98 finewool lambs. 8 Southdowns, 
and 6 registered Rambouillet breed­
ing sheep entered. Total was 162 
head.

T hirty  lambs sold in the sale av­
eraged 97 1-3 cents per pound.

The next few weeks is the tim e 
for spraying your fru it and nut 
trees for San Jose scale. Scale is 
a small parasitic insect tha t a t­
tacks all varities of fru it and nut 
trees and leads to the eventual

death of the tree.
The only control for scale is an 

oil emulsion spray. This m ust be 
applied during the dorm ant sea- 

: son of the tree as the oil will burn 
i the leaves of the tree if applied 
j  during the growing season. Trees 
I are fully dorm ant now and during 
early February and the spray 
should be applied as soon as pos­
sible. Some trees would have bud­
ded out in a short time as a result 
of the warm  w eather but last 
week’s cold spell will prevent early 
budding.

To effectively control scale, 3V4 
gallons of a 97% oil emulsion in 
100 gallons of w ater should be 
used. This will also control phyll­
oxera, another insect tha t some­
times damages fru it and nut trees. 

« * » • «
The incentive level for shorn 

wool during, the 1957 m arketing 
year which will begin April 1, 
1957, has been announced as 62c 
per pound, grease basis, to the 
producer. As under the 1955 and 

i 1956 program, producers’ re turns 
I from shorn wool will be supported 
I by means of paym ents based on 
the percentage needed to bring the 
average re tu rn  per pound up to the
national average incentive level.

*  *  •  •

Indications are tha t growers pri­
ces probably will be higher in 1957 
than  in 1956 because of increased 
consumption. World production is 
expected to be increased but stocks 
are lower due to the increased \ise 
of wool. Mills usd about 8% more 
apparel wool which helps Texas 
prices. This m arks the second year 
in succession th a t domestic con­
sum ption has increased.

United States production of wool 
is not expected to change much in 
1957 in comparison w ith 1955 and 
1956, because there has been little 
change in total sheep num bers on 
farm s and ranches. It is true  that 
there has been a i eduction in the 
west due to the drought but there 
has been a corrsponding in crep e  
in num bers in the eastern section 
of the country.

North Concho River Soil 
Conservation Column

Temple, Texas—W ater-short Tex­
as towns are waking up to the op­
portunity of adding to their w ater 
supplies through the D epartm ent 
of Agriculture w atershed protec­
tion and flood prevention program s 
in the T rin ity  and Colorado River 
watersheds and in local projects 
assisted under Public Law 566.

S tate Conservationist H. N. Smith 
of the U.S. Soil Conservation Ser­
vice reports growing interest on 
the part of m unicipalities eager to 
pay added costs to provide needed 
.water storage behind floodwater 
retarding dams.

Sm ith explained tha t the dams 
are designed as detention structures 
prim arily. Their purpose is to slow 
down floodwaters and release them 
autom atically at a ra te stream  
channels can hold. Each dam  m u |l 
first be justified on the basis of its 
usefulness in flood prevention. 
W ater storage for any purpose oth­
er than  flood prevention m ust be 
secondary and in keeping with 
state law.

Applications for SCS help under 
the com paratively new W atershed 
Protection and Flood Prevention J 
Act (Public Law 566 now total 113 j 
Smith reported. Modification of the j 
Act has m ade it easier for m unici­
palities and special purpose dist- 
licts to m ake use of the program 
in m eeting local w ater needs.

In the new watershed protection 
program, m unicipalities or o th e r '

authorized organizations can build 
water storage into a floodwater re ­
tarding structure by paying the 
difference in cost. Sm ith explained. 
The city of Kaufman, in the Kauf- 
man-Van Zandt Soil Conservation 
District, was the first Texas city 
to take advantage of the w ater­
storing opportunity.

Added capacity of 1834 acre feet 
was built into a floodwater re ta rd ­
ing structure on Big Cottonwood 
Creek, a small w atershed in the 
big Upper T rinity flood prevention 
program.

The 1834 acre feet of storage— 
nearly 600 million gallons—was 
provided at a cost to Kaufm an of 
$18,114.

Smith said construction has s ta rt­
ed on a sim iliar project near Cool- 
idge, Texas, to provide 355 acre 
feet of storage for th a t city in the 
P in Oak Creek watershed program.

In the new w atershed protection 
program the governm ent can k n d  
up to $5 million for periods of as 
long as 50 years at a rate of about 
2(4 percent The loan is retired on 
an annual basis. There is no such 
loan provision in the older Upper 
T rinity and Middle Colorado flood 
prevention program.

SCS is authorized by the new law 
to cooperate with local subdivisions 
of government in building struc­
tures up to 500 acre feet of flood- 
w ater detention capacity. Addi­
tional storage up to 25,000 acre feet 
in total capacity can be provided 
for m unicipal w ater supplies.

A city of w ater district m ust use 
its own engineer or employ one to 
determ ine w ater needs and su it­
ability of the w atershed and the 
proposed structure for a municipal 
supply. The local engineer m ay re ­
design the dam to include the ad­
ditional storage, or the city or w at­
er district m ay use SCS engineer­
ing help and reim burse the agency.

Smith explained th a t the objec­
tive of the locally sponsored w ater­
shed program is to give protection 
to land, crops and property against 
flood damage. Soil conservation

IN THE CITY WATER BOND ELECTION SATURDAY

The city, if this issue should pass, is still bound by signed 
contract, to allow one particular bond company and only one 
to buy this bond issue at up to b V 2 %  interest with no competi­
tion from any other bonding company. In the other issue 
the interest was limited to 4%%.

Many people are interested in whether Sterling City's 
central water supply would be soft or hard. In open public 
meeting, the engineer consultant to the council on water in­
stallation, stated that there was no soft water available. It 
was all hard. This bears out what old timers here have known 
for a long time.

Ordinarily when a person prepares to enter a new ven­
ture, he first-----

1. Determines the need for it. He gets a count on the possible 
customers. In this case, no attempt has been made to see 
how many will use the water.

2. Next he would be sure he could furnish a quality prod­
uct. Here we nave only hard water.

3. He would get oids for the capital to do the job at the 
cheapest rate possible. In this case we are bound to one 
company by contract with no chance for oempetition.

4. After, this getting the idea in mind, he would compare the 
setup with others in the surrounding country. In our case  
Robert Lee, Miles, Bronte, Eldorado, are furnishing softer 
water, at a cheaper interest rate for capital, with a far 
smaller capital investment to larger numbers of popula­
tion than Sterling City would be doing.

It is v/ell known that water conservation is one of the 
most important questions facing both our national and state 
legislators. Some of our citizens feel that in the future there 
will be a lake on the North Concho from which city water 
might be taken. If we have already installed wells for city 
water, the money will have been truly sunk in a  hole in the 
ground.
