UP THIS YEAR

Federal social security taxes in­
creased in January 1957 due to pro­
visions of social security insurance 
payments to 'qualified disabled 
workers between the ages of 50 
and 65 ,explained Flcyd B. Elling­
ton, manager of the San Angelo 
district office.

The employer and employee will
notice the change right away be­
cause it applies to wages paid dur­
ing 1957, but the self employed will 
not pay the increased rate until 
1958 on their earnings for 1957.

The tax increase will not be more 
than $10.50 a year for the employer 
or employee, or more than $15.75 a 
year for the self-employed person 
because only the first $4200 of earn­
ings in a year are counted for so­
cial security.

The new system of disability in­
surance benefits will afford mon­
thly payments to many workers ov­
er age 50 who are prematurely re­
tired because of severe long term 
disabilities which prevent their 
working. Monthly benefits can 
start with the payment for July 
1957. Thus, severe, long-term disa­
bility joins old-age and death as the 
major hazards insured against by 
social security.
