fits,”” Floyd B. Ellington, man
wger of the San Angelo social
ecurity office announced to-
lay. “But certain requirements
must be met before the bene
fit amount can be refigured.”

If a person continues work

ing during the year he first
files for social security he
may request that his benefit
amount be refigured to includc
the total earning for that
vear. There is no definite am-

ount he must earn in the
year. but it must increase the
average earnings figured at
the time of filing.

Another type of recomputa-

quircment—earnings must ex-
ceed $1200 in a calendar vea:
after the year the person first
filed for benefits. Even though
the earnings exceed $1200, the

benefit cannot be increased
unless the work since f{iling
would raise his average earn-

Ings.

Paid on Household Workers

Many housewives in this
irea may be depriving their
household workers of social

security protection according
to a joint statement issued by
S. Baker Mallett, Administra
tive Officer of the San An-
gelo Internal Revenue office
and Floyd B. Ellington, Man-
ager of the Social Security
district office.

“Workers' earnings are cred-
ited to their social security ac-
count from reports of their
employers, and most of the
” Mr. Mallett said,
‘faithfully report these earn-
ings year after year.” Some
household employers who on-
ly recently hired household
help may not realize their re-
sponsibility, and their em-
ployees, in particular, should
make sure they are protected.
The next quarterly report is
due by July 31.

“Postcard forms for check-
ing vou own account with so-
cial security are available at
all sccial security offices and

"Ishould be used as least every

three years by all workers,
added Ellington.

If statements returned by
social security show that your
earnings are not posted to
your record. steps will be tak-
en to correct the ommission
and make sure that your em-
ployers report promptly and
properly.

“Most people need many
vears of social security credit
to qualify for benefits.” El-
lington said, adding, “It's your
social security; make sure

you are protected.”
