County Eligible For ASCS 
Disaster Payments, Not 
Fm HA Disaster Loans

Contrary to some think­
ing, Bailey County has not 
yet been declared a disas­
ter county for FmHA 
Loans, according to Clinton 
Kennedy local FmHA Dir­
ector.

Sam White, an aide in 
Kent Hance's Washington 
office, told the Journal 
Tuesday that he felt sure 
that there was no problem 
with the declaration being 
issued. “ FmHA disaster 
loans cannot be made until 
fall or about November, 
therefore, there has just 
not been a big push to 
declare any counties as el­
igible FmHA Disaster 
Loans." A statement that 
was first issued on April 
16, led many to believe 
that the county was eligible 
for both disaster loans and 
disaster payments. In a 
meeting on July 28 in Bail­
ey County, FmHA District 
Director Bud Leslie told 
Bailey County Farmers that 
Bailey County had NOT yet 
been declared as a county 
eligible for the FmHA dis­
aster loans.

Bailey County has how­
ever, been declared as eli­
gible for disaster payments, 
which will come through 
the ASCS office and ASCS 
official Rusty Williamson 
stated that he did not have 
a particular date as to 
when the issuance of the 
checks for disaster pay­
ments would begin. ASCS 
offices in other regions ex­
pect to be able to begin 
payments the last nart of

August. According to these 
official, there is more to 
process than just writing of 
the check. First, the farmer 
has to have met all compli­
ances of the 1982 farm 
program; then a process of 
figuring estimated yields 
times 75 per cent, which is 
the percentage set for 
payment of disaster pay-

T .jF. U. Criticizes Reagan 
Wheat Extension

The Reagan Administra­
tion proposal to extend the 
grain agreement with the 
Soviet Union for one year 
will do little to bolster the 
sagging agricultural econo­
my or improve the balance 
of trade, stated Mike Moe­
ller, President of the Texas 
Farmers Union. "At a time 
when we reed stronger ef­
forts to op:n overseas mar­
kets for American agricul­
ture, we are receiving little 
more than an empty bread­
basket from the Reagan 
Administration," Moeller 
said.

"By stating we are not 
willing to enter into any 
long term agreements with 
the Soviet Union, the ad­
ministration is violating 
their own so-called ‘free 
market’ philosophy,”  the 
TFU President remarked. 
Moeller said the time is 
ripe to enter into a long 
term treaty as the Soviet 
Union has posted its third 
consecutive wheat harvest 
this year. With the harvest 
estimated at 170 million 
metric tons, the Soviets will 
probably be importing 
some 46 million tons.

The footdragging by the 
Reagan Administration has 
also allowed other countries 
to move into the vacuum 
created by the absence of

any long term U.S. agree­
ments. Canada has already 
signed a three year grain 
export trea'y with the So­
viets. "A s other nations 
move to fill the void, the 
U.S. will end up being no­
thing more than a residual 
supplier of grain - a last 
chance market for the So­
viets," Moeller said.'

A long term treaty not 
only would help reduce cur­
rent grain inventories in 
the U.S., they would also 
help stabilize the market 
for producers. "I f we sell 
grain to the Soviet Union at 
a fair price, our farmers 
will be able to make a pro­
fit, the U. S. will improve 
its balance of trade and we 
could reduce the current 
cost of farm programs to 
the taxpayer,”  Moeller no­
ted.

"Agriculture has been 
placed on the back burner 
too long by the Reagan Ad­
ministration. As long as we 
have the State Department 
and the OMB dictating ag­
riculture policy, we are go­
ing to have continuing 
problems both in domestic 
and foreign markets,”  Mo­
eller said. The redirection 
of agricultural trade policy 
is needed, Moeller stated, 
to “ place as much empha­
sis on price as it currently

being given to market de­
velopment. As long as the 
Reagan Administration con­
tinues to emphasize exports 
over domestic farm pro­
grams, we need to have 
these long term agreements 
to guarantee the U.S. its 
share in the world mar­
ket,”  the TFU president re­
marked.

Ninety four percent of 
persons age 65 or older 
were drawing or could have 
been drawing social secur­
ity benefits had they not 
been working. Ninety five 
percent of the survivors of 
deceased workers received 
cash benefits upon the 
death of the worker.

Four out of five men and 
women aged 21 -6 4  can 
count on monthly benefits 
in the event of the death of 
the breadwinner.

Disaster Aid To Schools I 
Taxpayers In Rural Areas

The head of Texans for 
Equitable Taxation has is­
sued a call for state offi­
cials to implement a disas­
ter aid plan for hard hit 
rural schools and taxpayers 
in the Panhandle and South 
Plains area.

According to Bill Baker 
of Knox City, State Presi­
dent of TET, school dis­
tricts in the Texas counties 
recently declared an agri­
cultural disaster area are 
faced with abrupt losses in 
both state and local funds.

"In many rural West 
Texas communities,”  said 
Baker, "Cotton gins and 
other agriculture - related 
businesses will be closed 
this year. This means that

it will be difficult, if not 
impossible, for ma.iv of 
these businesses to pay 
property taxes. It also 
means that attendance will 
be down and this in turn 
will reduce state aid to the 
same schools.”

Baker said that TET is 
calling on governor Cle­
ments and the State Board 
of Education to support 
emergency legislation in 
January to help the disas­
ter-struck schools and tax­
payers. He said that, at a 
minimum, the legislature 
should act to guarantee 
that each of the impacted 
districts would receive at 
least as much state aid this 
year as they did last year.

In addition, he called for 
assistance to replace local 
taxes that will be lost due 
to the agricultural devasta­
tion.

"Most of these dis­
tricts,”  he said, “ Will be 
forced to borrow money tq 
stay in operation. Without 
some reassurances from the 
state, our already hard- 
pressed rural banks may be 
unable to make the loans.”

Texans for Equitable 
Taxation, formed in 1975, 
is a statewide coalition of 
rural schools and taxpayers 
concerned mainly with 
property tax and school fi­
nance issues. TET Presi­
dent Baker is the Superin­
tendent of the Knox City- 
O’Brien school district.

When John Oglesbee de­
cided it was time to replace 
the wood single roof on his 
house in San Augustine 
County, he discovered that 
the cost was quite high.

Oglesbee, past chairman 
of the San Augustine 
County Extension Forestry 
Committee, contacted Joe 
Janak. San Augustine 
County Extension agent, 
for assitance. Janak, in 
turn, asked Chuck Stayton, 
Extension forester - wood 
products at the Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Re­
search and Extension Cen­
ter at Overton, to see if it 
was economically feasible 
to treat wood shingles to 
increase their service life.

Recent studies in Hous­
ton showed that the aver­
age life of wood shingle 
roofs has dropped consid­
erably in that area, with 12 
to 15 years expected for

shingles without preserva­
tive treatment. Stayton 
concluded that the added 
cost of pressure treating 
wood shingles with a pre­
servative would probably 
double the expected service 
life of the roof and make 
the investment worthwhile.

Thus, a result demon­
stration was established to 
show how pressure pre­
servative treating wood 
shingles can double their 
service. Wood Protection 
Company, Houston, agreed 
to cooperate in the demon­
stration and treated the 
shingles to be used on the 
Oglesbee home.

Through this cooperative 
effort between the home- 
owner, private industry and 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, citizens 
throughout the area will 
view the demonstration and 
see the value of pressure 
preservative treatment of 
wood shingles. Throughout 
the demonstration, accurate 
records will be kept of ex­
penses and the condition of

Dear Editor:

I ve been thinking about 
the proposed Constitutional 
Amendment to prohibit the 
government from having a 
deficit.

As I understand it, if the 
Amendment were ratified 
by the states, it’d thereaf­
ter be Unconstitutional for 
Washington to spend more 
than it takes in.

However, there’s a catch 
to it. The Amendment says 
the government couldn’t 
spend more than it takes in 
unless three-fifths of Con­
gress says it’s all right this 
time. And this time and 
the next time and the next 
time.

A second previso says 
Congress can over-spend if 
there’s a war on.

This requires some 
thought. For example, the 
Viet Nam conflict lasted for 
years but ther never was a 
formal declaration of war. 
So, before Congress could 
finance such an undertak­
ing, would it be necessary 
to go to the Supreme Court 
to find out if we were at 
war? And what if the Court 
ruled 5 to 4 that we 
weren’ t?

Now as for requiring 
three-fifths of Congress to 
say we need to spend more 
money than we’ve got in 
order to abide by the Con­
stitution, that provision 
needs to be re-worded. It 
should say that the 
Amendment applies only in 
off-years, not in election 
years. In an election year, 
Congress will be allowed to 
spend whatever it takes to 
get re-elected.

Even if the proposed 
Amendment passes Con­
gress and is submitted to 
the states, it’d be three or 
four years at the earliest 
before it could take effect.

In other words, Wash­
ington would have at least

Low-Income Texans Get 
Help With Energy Bills

Some low-income Texans 
may be eligible for help 
with their summer cooling 
bills, if they haven’t al­
ready received a Home En­
ergy Assistance payment, a 
state official said.

"W e need to hear from 
those low - income house­
holds which haven’ t filled 
out the Home Energy As­
sistance program question- 
aire we mailed to them, 
"said commissioner Marlin 
W. Johnston of the Texas 
Department of Human Re­
sources.

Those eligible for the 
cooling payments include 
households which received 
June benefits for Aid to 
Families with Dependent 
Children, food stamps, or 
Supplemental Security In­
come.

Certain Veterans Admin­
istration benefeiciaries also 
may be eligible if they are 
"needs tested" and if their 
gross incomes don’t exceed 
75 percent of the poverty 
level as defined by the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics. 
Potentially eligible veterans 
are those who receive VA 
payments under 415, 521, 
541, or 542 of Title 38 of

RRC Suspends 
Lone Star Gas 
Rate Increase

The Railroad Commission 
has suspended a $90 mil­
lion natural gas Tate in­
crease requested by Lone ■ 
Star Gas Company. The 
proposed increase would af­
fect 451 Texas cities and 
outlying areas and more 
than 1.1 million bill-paying 
customers.

The 120-day suspension 
order signed by Chairman 
Jim Nugent and Commis­
sioners Mack Wallace and 
Buddy Temple will delay 
the effective date of the 
proposed increase while the 
Commission’s Gas Utilities 
Division examines the Lone 
Star request in detail. The 
company had asked that 
rates be increased effective 
August 2.

A hearing on the Lone 
Star application has been 
set for September 14.

The statement of intent 
filed with the Commission 
by Lone Star asks for an 
increase in its city gate 
rate. The city gate is the 
delivery point at which a 
city distribution system re­
ceives gas from its sup­
plier.

In examining the propos­
ed rate increase, the Rail­
road Commission will ana­
lyze Lone Star revenues 
and determine the reason­
ableness of the company’s 
expenses.

House­
holds are eligible if they 
live in privately owned or 
rented housing even if the 
cost of utilities is included 
in the rent payment, or if 
the household pays only a 
portion of its home energy 
costs.

DHR already is process­
ing cooling bill payments 
that average $39 each for 
266,000 households under 
the $12 million program to 
relieve the impact of sum­
mer cooling bills on needy 
Texans.

Clothing Care-How 
Good Is ‘Good Care’

recommends:
Have garments cleaned 

or laundered as soon as 
they are soiled. Fresh spots 
and soil are easier to re­
move than long-time ones. 
Gritty soil is another reason 
why fast action is important 
-  gritty soil acts as an 
abrasive, so if it’s left in a 
garment it will shorten 
wear life.

Avoid direct garment 
contact with solutions con­
taining alcohol. Perfumes 
and lotions can change the 
color of some dyes, so be 
careful about applying 
them after you’ re fully 
dressed.

Also, allow deodorants 
and anti-perspirants to dry 
completely before dressing. 
Both products can stiffen 
and discolor fabrics.

Don’t press stained or 
soiled clothes. Heat will set 
many stains. especially 
those containing sugar. The 
result will be permanent 
spots.

When taking clothes to 
the dry cleaner, be sure to 
point out invisible stains, 
such as soft drinks, since 
they must be removed with 
water before the garment is 
dry cleaned.

Protect clothing from ex­
cessive perspiration. It will 
weaken many fibers. Gar­
ments exposed to heavy 
perspiration should be 
washed or dry cleaned as 
soon as possible to avoid 
fabric damage.

Protect clothes from pro­
longed exposure to direct 
sunlight -- to prevent fad­
ing of colors and weaken­
ing of the fabric.

Keep clothes clean. Store 
them either hanging or 
neatly folded to prevent 
wrinkling.

Strict attention to follow­
ing the above “ good care”  
steps will help you enjoy 
wearing your clothes long­
er, the specialist says.

"A  family that an­
ticipates clothing needs in 
advance can save from 
one-third to one-half by 
shopping during sales,”  
Brown says.

"D on’t forget to compare 
prices. Retailers sometimes 
mark up the initial price, 
making the reduction seem 
greater. Shop around to 
find the garment’s true 
value so you will know how 
much you are really sav­
ing,”  she says.

“ Always study the label 
and examine the garment 
to ensure that you know 
what you are getting. An 
unused bargain is not a 
wise shopping decision," 
Brown warns

Older Adults Assist 
As Natural Helpers

Is it possible to develop 
the ability to be a "natural 
helper?”

Some people are easier 
to turn to than others for 
advice and understanding 
when the going gets tough, 
according to Mrs. Judith 
Warren, family life educa­
tion specialist with the Tex­
as Agricultural extension 
service, Texas A&M Uni­
versity Sytem.

These “ natural helpers" 
are easier to confide in be­
cause they have a genuine 

.concern and an innate un­
derstanding for other peo­
ple, Warren said.

Natural helpers are not 
paid workers or recognized 
volunteers, but the support 
and advice they offer can 
be worth a great deal to 
someone with a problem.

"Older people in a com­
munity assume this role 
frequently," Warren said. 
"They have firm convic­
tions and tend to view 
things in an historical and 
general context. In addition 
they are more relaxed in 
their approach to a given 
situation.”

Older natural helpers are 
good listeners and sound­
ing boards. They may help 
by performing household 
chores or providing trans­
portation. They are also 
likely to offer information 
about the situation or prob­
lem based on past exper­
ience.

Everyone may not be 
able to become a "natural 
helper," but if you are 
genuinely concerned for 
others, you may be able to 
develop that concern into a 
new role for yourself, War­
ren said.

Recognize your helpful 
characteristics and develop 
them by becoming consci­
ous of other people’s need. 
Learn to adapt your "help­
ing style" to the situation. 
Listen when someone needs 
to talk. Give advice when 
someone needs direction.

Remain flexible and re­
laxed and remember that 
every situation is unique. 
What might have worked 
for one person is not ne­
cessarily the answer for an-

-• r-
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other, Warren said. Be 
willing to take action when 
the situation calls for action 
and perhaps being a "nat­
ural helper" will become a 
rewarding new role for 
you!

when the question turns onOn May 20. 1982, U S 

District Judge John Sin­
gleton ruled that the chil­
dren in Aldinc schools,

Civil Liberties Union 
(ACLU) very happy. They 
had been party to the suit, 
claiming that the song vio­
lated constitutional provi­
sions of separation of 
church and state.

On July 3rd. the Su­
preme Court ruled that 
states can indeed ban the 
distribution of child por­
nography. That made 
ACLU very unhappy One 
of their spokesmen was

If this all seems strange 
to you, perhaps it is be­
cause it is strange The 
ACLU is constantly wor­
ried about the “ free 
speech" rights of pornogra-

As the economy of tight 
money, high unemployment 
and o'aer financial press­
ures cause many people to 
seek alternative incomes-or 
„ven "instant wealth,”  
some will fall prey to con 
artists, warns Bonnie Pier- 
not, a family resource 
management specialist.

"In numerous cases, the 
persons offering ‘get-rich- 
quick’ schemes, are, in 
fact, con artists operating 
for personal gain rather 
than to assist others," she 
says.

Piernot is on the home 
economics staff of the Tex­
as Agricultural Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M 
University System.

How do you spot a 
fraudulent scheme -- and 
how can you be sure?

“ Being informed" is the 
most important protection 
against gyps and frauds, 
Piernot stresses.

“ Don’ t confuse 'being 
informed’ with being ed­
ucated," she cautions. 
"Even a well- educated 
person can be deceived by 
the con artist.”

’ DE CODE’ ADS
An informed person is 

one who can read and in­
terpret or “ de-code”  ad­
vertisements and promo­
tional literature. Reading 
the copy, asking questions 
and reading between the 
lines are all important 
here.

For example, if some­
thing is "free,”  there, 
should be no cost at all to 
the consumer- postage, 
handling fee should not 
cost the consumer any­
thing either.

CHECK UP 
ON AD CLAIMS

Advertisements should 
prove--or justify-claims of 
instant wealth, success, so- 
called "big customer de­
mand" f o f  the product and 
product value. Or you 
should be able to check out 
the claims yourself local- 
ly-by contacting local re­
tailers, the Better Business 
Bureau or the Texas Em­
ployment Commission.

In addition, remember 
that if a product or service 
is worthwhile and valuable, 
it still will be available af­
ter you have conducted an 
investigation of the product 
and the seller-so don’t 
rush into the scheme be­
fore you have taken those

precautions, Piernot says. 
ASK QUESTIONS 

This is important when 
considering many of the 
“ get-rich-quick”  schemes.

Everyone should ask 
about the following points:
1) any restrictions of a 
"satisfaction guaranteed or 
your money back”  proced­
ure,
2) service provisions for a 
faulty product in cases of 
starting your own business 
to sell another company’s 
product.
3) availability of customers 
for a home-business
scheme.
4) the company's return po­
licy on merchandise,
5) actual size, value and 
quality of a product,
6) all conditions stated in a 
contract,
7) how long the business 
has existed, and
8) name and address of a 
previously satisified cus­
tomer for you to contact.

INVESTIGATE 
PRODUCT ITSELF 

Finally, a person dream­
ing of "instant wealth" 
should investigate any 
item, product or service of- 
fered--whether it is an in­
vestment deal, new self- 
employment or a member­
ship offer, Piernot advises.

Ask the Better Business 
Bureau and the U.S. Postal 
Service to provide any in­
formation they have on any,, 
scheme or offer. If they 
have no information be 
careful about accepting or 
becoming involved, she 
savs.

The increasing use o f 
smoke detectors spells good 
news to fire safety experts. 
A recent study by the In­
ternational Association o f 
Fire Chiefs concluded that 
smoke detectors can not 
only save lives, but reduce 
property loss, as well.

However, experts agree 
that in most cases, one 
smoke d e te cto r  is not 
enough . Most m ultip le 
death residential fires o c ­
cur between the hours o f 
8:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m.

“ Smoke detectors serve 
as an early warning to fires, 
but arc effective only if 
they can be heard by all , 
family members. Unfortu­
nately, many home designs 
preclude this," said King 
Harris, chairman o f the 
board o f BRK Electronics

For minimum protection, 
each sleeping area should 
have its own smoke detec­
tor. In addition, smokers 
and persons who sleep with 
their door shut should have 
a smoke detector inside 
their bedroom, too. In a 
multi-story house, detectors 
should be located at the 
bottom and top o f  each 
stairway.

“ Basement detectors are 
also important," says Harris.

“ If a furnace malfunction 
starts a fire in the basement, 
it would take some time for 
smoke to reach the first or 
second floor detector. The 
minutes saved by having a 
basement detector sound an 
alarm could mean the dif­
ference between life and 
death. One smoke detector 
is simply not enough,”  
he said.
