Use Microwave Safely

Although the number of
microwave ovens in use is
at an all time high, manv
consumers still question
their safety,

“Yet the microwave oven
is the only product to show
zero incidence of injury
under the feaeral govern-
ment’s National Electronic
Injury  Surveillance  Sys-
tem,’”’ says Bonnie Piernot,
family rescarce manage-
ment specialist. Piernot is
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service. Texas
A&M University System.

Consumer doubt about
microwave safely is most
often due to misunder-

standing about the nature
of microwave radi:tion ver-
sus ionizing radiation or x-
rays, explains Piernot.

Microwaves .are a non-
ionizing form of energy
located between radio

waves and intra-red light in
the elertromagnetic energy
spectrum. We are con-
stantly exposed to low lev-
els of these types of energy
without harm.

The body does not store
microwaves as it does ion-
izing radiation. So  micro-
waves do not cause cum-
ulative damage to the
tissue.

Overexposure to high in-
tensity microwave energy
can be hazardous. But the
Food and Drug Administ-
ration requires manufactur-
ers to meet safety stand-
ards for the amount of
microwaves ‘'hat can leak
from an oven.

According to Piernot, re-
cent research suggests that
consumers should be more
concerned about the haz-
ards resulting from im-
proper use of a microwave
oven. Consumers can,,
however, easily insure safe

use of the appliance by
following these simple
guidelines.

A microwave oven should
not be msed on a two-wire
circuit. Using a three-tq
two-pin converter plug or
cutting off the ground pin
creates the risk of serious
shock.

Only recommended mat-
erials should be used for
cleaning the appliance.
Abrasive plastic and wire
tools can damage the sur-

Since a damaged door
can leak microwave radia-
tion, ail ovens should be
placed where the door can-
not be harmed by falling or
by hitting other things.’
Also, place the oven be-
yond the reach of young
children, because the door
edges are sharp fur design
puiposes.

Do not put chemicals into
the ovewu for experiments at
home or school.

Have only a qualified
technician service the ap-
pliance. Internal filters
need cleaning after 300-500
hours of operation, which
amounts to about 1wo to~
three years of normal home
use. Household handymen
run the risk of injuries
from exposure to high level
microwaves- by attempting
to service or repair an oven
themselves.

When in doubt about a
notential microwave hazard,
Piernot suggests that con-
suniers consult their service
manual.

Top AG Analyst Outlines

Policy Alternatives

President Reagan’s chief
economic analyst for agri-
cultural programs todry
outlined four policy altern-
atives for dealing with the
nation’s agricultural crisis,
saying ‘‘the current level of
federal spending for agri-
culture--more than $18 bil-
lion--can’t be sustained be
cause it’s about equal to
income from agriculture.”’

Dr. Glenn Nelson, who
serves on the President’s

Council of Economic Advi-

sers, said that the overall
economic picture for agri-
culture “‘just doesn’t look
good over the short term’’
(two years or so) during an
address to Texas bankers
at Texas A&M University.
He offered these policy
alternatives:

1. A strong free market
orientatior. This would be
a real ‘“‘shock treatment
and would mean continuing
low farm prices which
would put pressure on for-
eign production.

2. Mandatory controls on
agricultural production with
current or slight increases
in prices. Such controls
might serve a purpose for a
year or two. While man-
datory controls with higher
prices would be more fav-
orable, they would mean
high costs to the govern-
ment and have a detri-
mental effect on exports.

3. Massive export sub-
sidies. These would make
our agricultural products
cheaper for foreign buyers
but again would be costly

4. Evolution of policy.
Developing policy along the
way means a continuation
of the current PIK
(payment-in-kind) program
through the 1984-85 crop
year as a short-term
solution. :

““All of these alternatives
currently have a ‘bad taste’
to them, but one or more
may be necessary for long-
term lmprovement in agri-
culture,”’ Nelson said. ‘“We
badly need programs in the
short-term to bring about
long-term improvement.

‘““How we resolve our
current situation will be
affected by our policies as
well as by world events,”
Nelson pointed out. ‘‘The
export market is highly
volatile, and we need to be
concerned about agricul-
tural production and con-
sumption overseas. Prices
affect production overseas
just as they do in the U.S.
Higher prices overseas
could lead to increased
agricultural production.

“Consumy tion of agri-
cultural products overseas
is affected by population
growth, prices and econo-
mic growth. In the short
run, the world economy
should continue ‘soft,” at
least through 1983, Nel-
son said.

**One of our main thrusts
should be to do everything
we can to help the world
economy to recover,”
Nelson emphasized. ‘‘This
means keeping our borders
open to exports because a
policy of ‘protectionism’
would jeopardize the agri-
cultural sector.

A second major thrust,
according to Nelson, should
be to price our agricultural
products. competitively so
that they can be moved
abroad. “‘If we keep our
price structure competitive,
we should see some pickup
in agricultural exports in
the next few years,’”' he
said.

Some 150 bankers took
part in the annual Farm
and Ranch Credit Confer-
ence sponsored by the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas Agricu-
Itural Experiment Station,
Texas A&M’s College of
Agriculture and the Texas
Bankers Association.

The natural father is in a unique
position, however, because these
rights and duties do not “awaken”
until he either formally legitimates
the child by court order or the
Court declares him the father in
a paternity suit. At that time all
rights and duties (including the
duty to suppori) are enforceable
Until paternity is declared, the
mother has complete control over
who has access to the child, in
cluding the biological father, but
may not expect or demand that he
pay child support

Q: For 17 years | have Been
married to 2 man who beats me.
I finally got the courage to move
out, but now I have no money to
get a divorce. Where can I go for
help?

A: A Battered Women's
Shelter, if one exists in your town,
car advise you on temporary su,
port and can help you find an at-
torney. Texas permits a spouse to
ask for alimony while a divorce is
pending: your husband could be
ordered to pay you and perhaps
your lawyer.

Q: My son and his wife are
divorced. She says that we have to
pay her a certain amount of
money each month if we want to
see our grandsgn. This doesn’t
sound right. What rights do we
have as grandparents?

A: Evidently your former
daughter-in-law has custody —
called managing conservator-
ship—and she can decide what
would best fit the child’s interests
and needs.

Once a managing conservator is
appointed, legislative changes in
effect since 1977 allow grandpar-
ents to apply to the Court for
access to the child. At least one
court has held that grandparent
visitation does not obligate you to
give child support or payments to
the child’s mother.

Consult a family law attorney
in your county to learn how your
courts presently rule on grand-
parent access cases and what steps
will be necessary to begin applica-
ton 1o visit,

appointment, indignation, wound-
ed pride, shame and public humil-
iation.

Q: Can I file for child support
for my son even though I was
never married to the father? e
used to send money up until
recently.

A: You must be able to-show
the parent-child relationship exists
between the man and your son. If
he acknowledges paternity and if
you listed the man on the child’s
birth certificate; or if he has made
payments pursuant to some agree-
ment or court order, you're half-
way there. The Court wiu then
look at the child's needs and the
man's earnings and obligations
and order svpport after you file
your motion and have a hearing.

If o father-child relationship
exists, you have to ask the man to
sign a voluntary acknowledgment
of paternity, or file a paternity
suit. Under present laws, you have
four years after the baby’s birth to
bring the paternity action.
