Social Security News

Want to get that first ~ocul
security on time?

“Everyone does, but not
enough people do anything a-
bout it,” says Ted F. Moeller-
ing, District Manager of the
San Angelo Social Security
Office.

According to Mr. Moellering,
every person who files an ap-
plication for social security
benefits will be asked to pre-
sent certain proofs. Most ap-
plicants will also be asked to
give the exact amount of earn-
ings for the past year and for
the current year.

Most persons do not bother to
find out ahead of time exactly
what they will need. “George
waits until the day he files an
application,” said Mr.
inq. “Then he has to go back
home and dig around for re-
cords, or write letters request-
ing the necessary documents,
causing a delay in the proces-
sing of his claim.

A claim for social security
benefits may be filed as ear-
ly as three months before en-
titlement to benefits.

Mr. Moellering suggests that
claimants get in touch with
the social security office seve-
ral months before this three
month period to find out ahead
of time what proofs and infor-
mation will be needed.

“The satisfied applicant,”
continued Mr. Moellering, “is
the one who does this, and
consequently has all necessary
proofs and information with
him. The result—everything is
completely taken care of dur-
ng this one visit at the social
security office, and he gets that
first check right on time.”

“Social security relies to a
great extent on each benefic-
iary’s ability to report events
which will affect his monthly
payments” ,said Ted I'. Moel-
lering, Social Security District

\Ianugcr. Among those events
'that the beneficiary should re-
port are changes of address,
stopping or starting work,

changes in estimated ecarnings
during the year, and a bene-
ficiary’s death, marriage, di-
vorce, or annulment,

Each beneficiary receives a
special card to fill out and
send to his local social secur-
ity office when a report must
be made. Reports are relayed
to the paying office by elec-
tronic means to avoid deleys
in updating records.

Those needing 1o report a
change should request form
SSA-1425 from the Social Se-
curity Office at 3000 West
Harris in San Angelo, Texas,
or see the representative when
he is in your area. Any of
our representatives will be
lad to give you the necessary
forms.

Social Security

A number of widows and
surviving children of de-
ceased workers in this area
could be missing out on so-
cial security money due them,
according to Ted F. Moeller-
ing, district manager of the
Many

recent years concerning bene-
fits for widows and children.
Some who would be eligible
do not know about the new
rules, Mr. Moellering said. Mr.
{Moellering further noted that
at present there are over
three million young widows
an d children receiving a
monthly social security check.|

A widow who is completely
disabled and over age 50 can
receive reduced widow’s bene-
fit if she becomes disabled
within seven years of her
husband’s death or the time
she last had a child entitled
to benefits in her care. Also,
widows who remarry after|
age 60 may retain a part of'
the widow's benefit.

Children who would be
|otherwise entitled because of
or re-
tirement of a parent except
for being over age 18, can
now receive student benefits
!if they are in full-time school
attendance, unmarried, and
‘under age 22.

Children also have full pro-
jtection now on their mother’s
account under the same rules
that apply to a father’'s ac-
count. This present law will
result in a number of children
being able to receive social
security benefits when their
mother dies or becomes dis-
abled ,including some who
were previously turned down
under the old law, Mr. Moel-
lering said.

Anyone knowing someone
who might qualify for bene-
fits under these provisions is
urged to have them get in
touch with their Social Se-
jcurity  Office at 300 West
‘Harris Avenue in San Angelo,
‘Texas, or see the representa-
tive when he is in your area.
