Beef cattle need help in get­
ting required minerals when 
grazing conditions ai-e well be­
low normal. In some areas, 
ranges have greened up as a 
result of the scattered rains 
but the long hot. dry summer 
has taken its toll.

The major mineral problem 
is the lack of phosphorus while 
vitamin A is the main one in 
the vitamin field. Both of 
these are readily available in 
green forage but decline rap­
idly when the forage turns 
brown.

The cattleman cannot solve 
all of his nutrition problems 
by buying and feeding all of 
the vitamins and minerals 
which are available. He must 
decide which are needed and 
then make these available.The 
two named above are major 
ones should be considered 
when ordering feed for the 
coming winter. Phosphorus 
can be supplied in bonemeal 
and the most practical way of 
supplying it is to keep a sup­
plying it is to keep a supply 
of bonemeal available year— 
round; if this is done, it is 
not necessary to add bon 
meal to the winter feed. Vita­
min A is available in several 
forms now, both in the natu 
ral state and in a synthesized 
form. Feed dealers can help 
in deciding on how it is to 
be supplied.

Trace minerals usually are 
not a problem. Small amounts 
of sulfur, copper, and cobalt 
are recognized as essential and 
these are available in the 
feeds which cattle consume.

DISABLED WIDOWS BENE­
FITS

’ Two years have passed and 
many persons are still not 
aware of the change in the 
social security law which pro­
vides monthly benefits for dis­
abled widows at age 50,” said 
J. M. Talbot, social security 
manager.

Since the law became effec­
tive in February, 1968, more 
than 32,000 disabled widows 
have qualified for monthly 
payments, Mr. Talbot estimated 
however that another 30,000 
widows who might qualify 
for these benefits have never 
applied.

“The requiremenUs for dis­
abled widows’ benefits are ap­
parently not as well known 
as those for the more familiar 
widows’ benefits at age 62, or 
reduced widows’ benefits at 
age 60,” Mr. Talbot continued.

To qualify for benefits a wi­
dow, age 50 to 60, must have 
an impairment so severe that 
It keeps her from engaging 
in any work. ’The condition 
must also be expected to last 
for at least twelve months.

The widow’s disability must 
have begun before her hus­
band’s death or not later than 
seven years after his death. 
A  widow' who has previously 
been entitled to benefits if 
he becomes disabled before 

payments to the childien end 
or w'ithin seven years after 
they end.

Are you a social security 

beneficiary receiving his mon­
thly check a few days late? 
.Acording to J.M. Talbot, so­
cial security manager, it may 
be because you did not report 
a change of address.

When a beneficiary changes 
his address, he should notify 
the social security office in 
writing or in person. Reports 
should include the name of 
the person or persons moving, 
the social security claim num­
ber, and the old and new ad­
dress.

Mr. Talbot said that notify 
ing the Post Office alone is 
not sufficient. Even if the Post 
Office has a currennnt address 
a delay still occure because the 
check must be forwarded from 
one address to another.

Temporary financial hard 
ship often results when checks 
are a few days late, particular­
ly w'hen social security benne- 
fits are the only source of in 
come for a worker or his fam­
ily. Beneficiaries can insure 
timely benefit payments only 
by keeping their address cur­
rent.

Changes of address which 
have not already been report­
ed to the Soial Security Ad­
ministration should be report­
ed without further delay. Be­
neficiaries may report changes 
of adress to the Social Security 
Office at 3000 West Harris Ave. 
(P.O. Box 3808) in San Ange­
lo, Texas, or see the represen­
tative when he is in your area.

“If I apply for disability 
benefits, do I have to be ex­
amined by a social security 
doctor before I can get any 
checks?" This is a question 
frequently asked when dis­
abled workers claim social sec­
urity disability insurance be­
nefits.

J. M. Talbot, social security 
manager, says the social secur­
ity law requires the applicant 
to supply the medical records 
on his condition. When you 
apply for benefits, you must 
provide a report from your 
attending doctor or hospital.

Information from the attend­
ing doctor and the hospital is 
generally all that is needed. 
However, in some instances, 
a specialist’s report may be 
necessary to clarify a question 
or resolve a borderline situa­
tion. You may then be asked 
to go for a special examina 
tion to help provide the extra 
information.

If such a special examination 
is required, Mr. Talbot added, 
the Social Security Adminis­
tration will pay for it. He 
stressed, however, that this is 
done only to supplement or 
clarify the initial information 
you have already provided.

When you apply for disa­
bility benefits, be ready to 
give the names and addresses 
of all your sourses of medical 
treatment for your disabling 
condition. Contact the Social 
Security Office at 3000 West

see the representative when he 
is in your area.

Have you lost your Medicare 
card?

Your Medicare card should 
be in your possession at all 
times,J.M.Talbot, social secur­
ity manager, said today. It is 
your proof to your doctor and 
to the hospital that Medicare 
will help pay your medical 
bills. The doctor or hospital 
can tell at what point you 
became entitled to Medicare 
benefits, and whether you are 
entitled to payment for both 
your hospital and your doctor 
bills—if you show him the 
Medicare card.

Perhaps the most important 
function of your Medicare card 
is that it furnishes your own 
claim number to the doctor 
and to the hospital. Any claims 
for payment on your behalf 
must contain this complete 
number in order for Medicare 
to assist with the payment of 
the bills

If you do lose your card, call 
or visit your nearest social se­
curity office, and a free dup­
licate card will be obtained 
for you. However, it will take 
about three weeks to get this 
duplicate, so make your re­
quest as soon as you realize 
that you have lost your 
original. The hospital can, if 
necessary, admit you without 
your Medicare card; but, you 
can avoid considerable diffi­
culty if you secure a new card 
before you become ill and need 
it.

AS IT LOOKS 
FROM HERE

By Omar Burlestin, Member
of Congress, ITlh District
Wa-ihington. D. C.—Almost 

four months ago, on June 11 
to be axact, we called atten­
tion to the Soviet Union’s ap­
parent build-up of mibtary 
potential around Cuba.

The administration has now 
officially revealed the infor­
mation referred to at that 
time. On Friday, September 
25, both the White House and 
the Defense Department re­
sponded to news inquiry about 
what appearrs to be a Russian 
intent to build a submarine 
base at Cienfuegos on Cuba’s 
south shore. The Pentagon |
confirmed to news sourc'e-» 
that three Soviet ships had, 
moved heavy barges and oth­
er equipment mto Cienfuegos’ 
harbor in the past f ?w weeks. 
Actually, the last few weeks 
go back to eaily June.

Questionc“d at the White 
House, a spokesman was quot­
ed as saymg, ‘ the Soviet Un­
ion can be under no doubt that 
we would view the establish­
ment of a strategic base in the 
Caribbean with the utmost 
senousncs.d’’ At that time
the White House spokesman 
quoted President Kennedy’s 
statement that there would be 
peace in the Carribean ”If 
all offensive weapons are re­
moved from Cuba and kept 
out of the Hemisphere in the 
future.”

Almost lost in the Middle 
East crisis was the warning 
to the Russians about the p>os- 
sible constructiiin of their 
strategic base.

For a century and a half the 
United States has held fast to 
the doctrine that no European 
nation should bo allowed to 
establish a miLtaiy foothold 
anywhere in the Western Hem­
isphere. The Monroe Doctrine 
has been a living declaration 
for all this time.

Today, as nuclear-packed 
submarmes are able to cruise 
underwater and sneak up to 
the coast lines of any coun­
try', reconnaissance planes 
constantly survey the sea ap­
proaches. A Soviet submarine 
base in Cuba, capable of firing 
missiles mto the populous ar­
eas of the United States would 
constitute a grave threat.

As was mentioned in this 
column of June 11, those w'ho 
are willing to tiust the Rus­
sian leaders will doubtless say 
that if they have the capabil­
ity of launching missiles from 
Russian soil, why would they 
seek bases within 90 miles of 
our .shore. The answer is sim­
ple enough; there remain.s 
some doubt as to the accuracy 
of missiles fired from 6,000 
to 8,000 miles aw’ay, but little 
doubt of pinpoint certainty 
fired from a distance no far­
ther away than the Caribbean.

It is reasonable that the 
construction of a strategic 
submarine base in Cuba would 
be in keeping with the Sov­
iet’s intent of sh'fting the 
world balance of power away 
from the United States. This 
sort of action, coupled with 
Soviet military activity in the 
middle east and in Indochina 
seems to support a conclusion 
that they are now engaged in 
a bold Did for superior mili­
tary strength in the West, 
which essentially means the 
United States of America.

It is entirely possible that

to establish a nuclear w’eap- 
ons capability at Cienfuegos. 
He is so dependent on the So­
viets for financial aid that he 
is likely no longer in author- 
ty insofar as these actions are 
oncerned.

Central, 
and South America should 
make it clear that strict sanc­

tions of all trade and com- 
jmerce will be imposed against 
Cuba if plans believed to be 
in the making are not immed­
iately abandoned.

Congressman Omar 
Burleson Honored

Washington, D.C. — Cong­
ressman Omar Burleson was 
presented today the "The 
Watchdog of the Treasury 
Award”, of the National Asso­
ciated Businessmen. Inc The 
awrd was made in recognition 
of Burleson’s voting for econ­
omy and against inflation.

The prospects 
are for more deficits and more 
borixiwing.” “ In addition the 
Federal Government is engag­
ing in costly pixigrams for 
which it was never designed, 
which ends in failure and in 
waste. , There is enough ex­
pense of Gevemment without 
doing so many things of 
doubtful value.”

In accepting the recognition 
Burleson expressed his appre­
ciation for the encouragement 
it gave him to continue efforts 
to keep the country’s financial 
position strong and at the 
same time restrain the infla­
tionary pressures eroding the 
value of the dollar.

"In the face of all demands 
for more Federal money, re­
straints have got to be im­
posed if inflation is to be 
curbed. I question no man’s 
sincerity, but I do question 
judgments. The symbol of the 
bulldog as watching the Treas­
ury is good but sometimes I 
feel he is surrounded and out­
numbered by the pack,” the 
Congressman commented on 
the occasion of receiving the 
award.
