For Social Security
Did you know that if you 

operate any type of agricul­
tural business, the hired work­
ers you have in that business 
may be covered by social se­
curity?" J. M. Talbot, social 
security manager, asks.

Any employee who works 
and earns $150 or more for 
one employer during any year 
or works at least 20 days on 
a time basis for an agriculture 
business, is covered by social 
security. Even part-time em­
ployees could meet the ear­
nings or work test. You, as 
their employer, would be 
liable to withhold social secur­
ity tax from the employee’s 
check, match that tax your­
self, and report the earnings 
at the end o f the year.
The report o f agricultural em­
ployees must be filed witii 
the Internal Revenue Service 
by January 31 of the fol­
lowing year. Reports should 
be on Internal Revenue Ser­
vice Form 943~showing each 
employee’s name, social secur­
ity number, and amount paid. 
The report should be accom­
panied by tax withheld from 
employee’s pay and matched 
by employer.

To be sure which employees 
to report, Mr. Talbot recom­
mends keeping records on 
anyone working for you in 
your agricultural business.

Section 1. That Article III 

of the Constitution o f the 
State of Texas be amended 
by adding thereto a new Sec­
tion 49-d-l to read as follows:

CHECK YOUR SOCIAL 
SECURITY RECORD

” How do I know my work 
under social security is being 
credited to my record, and 
how do I find out about it? 
This is one of the questions 
most frequently asked," says J. 
M. Talbot, social security man­
ager.

In explaining the process in­
volved in reporting social sec- 
curity, Mr. Talbot said, -'When 
you work for wages, your em ­
ployer deducts social security 
tax from your paycheck each 
pay day. At the end of each 
calendar quarter, he submits 
your name and number with 
payment for these taxes to 
Internal Revenue. Internal 
Revenue forwards copies to 
social security’s main office in 
Baltimore, Maryland. Your 
wages are then posted to your 
record. The same process is 
followed for a self-employed 
person except that his earnings 
are recorded yearly.’*

Mr. Talbot states that the 
possibility of an error being 
made in the process does ex­
ist. He recommends that you 
request a statement o f your 
earnings at least every three 
years.

All you have to do to secure 
the statement is to send a post 
card request available at your 
social security office to Balt­
imore, Maryland. If the reply 
you receive is incorrect in any 
way, contact the Social Sec­
urity Office at 3000 West Har­
ris Avenue (P. O. Box 3808) 
in San Angelo, Texas, or see 
the representative when he is 
in your area.

"(2 ) Needy individuals who 
are totally and permanently 
disabled by reason of a mental 
or physical handicap or a 
combination o f physical and 
mental handicaps;

“ (3) Needy blind persons; 
“ (4) Needy dependent chil­

dren and the caretakers of 
such children.

"The Legi.slature may pre­
scribe such other eligibility re­
quirements for participation

in these programs as it deems 
appropriate.

“ The Legislature shall have 
authority to enact appropriate 
legislation which will enable 
the State of Texas to co­
operate with the Government 
of the United States in pro­
viding assistance to and/or 
medical care on behalf of 
needy persons, in providing re­
habilitation and any other 
services included in the fed­
eral laws making matching 
funds available to help such 
families and individuals attain 
or retain capability for inde­
pendence or self-care, to accept 
and expend funds from the 
Government of the United 
States for such purposes in 
accordance with the laws of 
the United States as they now 
are or as they may hereafter 
he amended, and to make ap­
propriations out of State funds 
ifor such purposes; provided 
that the maximum amount

‘Nothing in this section 
shall be construed to amend, 
modify or repeal Section 31

of drugs, for the purpose of 
ascertaining and measuring 
the powers of vision of the 
human eye, and fitting lensqa 
or prisms to correct or remedy 
any defect or abnormal con 
dition of vision. Nothing here­
in shall be construed to permit 
optometrists to treat the eyes 
for any defect whatsoever in 
any manner nor to administer 
nor to prescribe any drug or 
physical treatment whatsoever, 
unless such optometrist is a 
regularly licensed physician 
or surgeon under the laws of 
this State."

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE

(1) ’The State 
Ethics Commission is created 
as an agency of the State. ’The 
commission consists of nine 
members. ’Three members 
shall be appointed by the Chief 
Justice of the Supreme Court 
of Texas with the advice and 
consent of the Associate 
Justices serving on the Court, 
three members shall be ap- 
^inted by the Presiding 
Judge of the Court of Criminal 
Appeals of Texas with the 
advice and consent of the other 
Judges serving on the Court, 
and three members shall be 
appointed by the Chairman of 
the State Judicial Qualifica­
tions Commission with the 
advice and consent of the 
other members of the commis­
sion, of each group of three 
appointees no more than two 
shall be attorneys engaged in 
the active practice o f  law. 
In addition thereto there shall 
be two ex officio members, 
one from the House of Repre­
sentatives and one from the 
Senate to be elected on the 
first day of each Regular Ses­
sion of the Legislature by a 
majority of the membership 
of each House for a term 
ending on the first day of the 
next Regular Session.

"(2 ) With the exception of 
the initial appointees, each 
member shall hold office for 
a term of six (6) years and 
until his successor is appointed 
and has qualified. In making 
the initial appointments, each 
appointing officer shall desig­
nate one (1) appointee to 
serve a term of two (2) years, 
one (1) appointee to serve a 
term of four (4) years, and 
one (1) appointee to serve a 
term of six (6) years. Interim 
vacancies shall be filled in the 
same manner as vacancies due 
to expiration of a full term, 
but only for the unexpired 
portion of the term in ques­
tion. The membership shall 
designate one of its members 
to serve as chairman for a 
period of two (2) years.

"(3 ) 'The members of the 
commission shall be reim­
bursed for actual and neces­
sary expenses incurred in the 
performance of their duties.

"(4 ) The commission shall 
recommend the compensation, 
per diem, and mileave allow­
ance of members of the I^egis- 
lature, and may recommend 
the salary of the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
and the Lieutenant Governor

I at an amount higher than that 
! of other members notwith­
standing any provisions to the 
contrary of Article IV, Section 
17, of the Texas Constitution.

“ (5) 'The commission shall 
promulgate rules of ethics to 
govern the conduct of all 
legislators, legislative officers 
and all officeholders, appoin­
tive or elective, of any office, 
department, district agency, 
commission, board or any gov­
ernmental unit or branch 
established by or under the 
authority of the constitution 
and laws of the State of Texas 
and all persons who shall use 
any privilege of the floor in 
either House of the Legisla­
ture The Texas State Ethics 
Commission shall further pro­
mulgate rules providing that 
each member of the Legisla­
ture and each of the herein­
above named officeholders 
upon election and any ap­
pointee to any of these offices 
shall file with the State Ethics 
Commission a statement under 
oath setting out a complete 
financial statement in detail 
within 10 days after being 
elected or receiving an ap­
pointment. This information 
shall be privileged information 
to the State Ethics Commis­
sion to be used only by them 
to determine if there exists a 
conflict of interests or if there 
is or has been a violation of 
any of the rules of ethics pro­
mulgated by the Texas State 
Ethics Commission or any 
laws of the State of Texas. 
The Legislature shall enact 
statutes dealing with un­
authorized disclosure or mis­
use of said privileged informa­
tion.

“ (6) The commission may 
hold its meetings, hearings 
and other proceedings at such 
times and places as it shall 
determine but shall meet in 
Austin at least once each year 
to review existing rules of 
ethics.

"(7 ) All rules of ethics, 
compen.sation rates, mileage 
allowances or per diem rates 
currently in force, as well as 
all changes and recommenda­
tions by the State Ethics Com
mission shall be promulnted 
before the convening of any 
session of the Legislature by
filing a certified copy of the 
proclamation with the Secre­
tary of State.

(a) Each rule of ethics or 
change thereof made by the 
commission shall take effect 
on the 15th day of the legis­

(b) All rates of compen­
sation, mileage allowances or 
per diem rates and all changes 
and recommendations made 
by the commission thereof 
shall not take effect until ap­
proved section by section by 
resolution of both Houses of 
the Legislature.
