Social Security Tips
“Processing time can be cut 

in half if people are prepared 
when the time comes to apply 
for social security benefits," 
says J. M. Talbot, social secur­
ity manager.

Being prepared is not as 
difficult as many people be­
lieve. Remember to take along 
your social security card or 
the card of the person on whose 
record you are filing. For a 
widow, this would be the so­
cial security card of her late 
husband. This may sound hard 
to believe, but many people 
do come in to file their appli­
cation and leave their number 
at home.

The next most important 
document to take with you is 
your birth certificae, if avail­
able. Proof of age is needed to 
qualify for nearly all social 
security benefits. If your birth 
was recorded when you were 
born or if you were baptized 
before age five, you w'ill need 
one of these documents. If you 
don’t have a copy, make ar­
rangements now to get one, 
Mr. Talbot advises.

If you birth was not record­
ed and you were not baptized 
before age five, there are 
other documents you can use. 
In most cases, the earlier the 
record was made the better 
it is for helping to establish 
your date of birth.

The third thing that is need­
ed in all claims is evidence 
of the worker’s last year’s 
earnings and an e.stimate of 
this year’s earnings. Your W- 
2 Form or tax return for last 
year will give the information 
for last year. Be sure to bring 
these with you.

”If I apply for disability 

benefits, do I have to be ex­
amined by a social security 
doctor before I can get any 
checks?” This is a question 
frequently asked when dis­
abled workers claim social sec­
urity disability insurance be­
nefits.

J. M. Talbot, social security 
manager, says the social secur­
ity law requires the applicant 
to supply the medical records 
on his condition. When you 
apply for benefits, you must 
provide a report from your 
attending doctor or hospital.

Information from the attend­
ing doctor and the hospital Ls 
generally all thaf ŝ needed 
However, in some instances, 
a specialist’s report may be 
necessary to clarify a ques^iqn 
or rfsolye q Lorderline situa- 
(ion. you may then be asked 
(o go for a special examina­
tion to help provide (lie extra 
ptforpiatiqn.

When you apply for disa 
bility benefits, be ready to 
gjve the names and addresses 
of all your sourses of medical 
treatment for your disabling 
condition.

WHO MUST FILE SOCIAL 
SECURITY EARNINGS 
REPORT

Most social security benefi­
ciaries who earned over $1680 
in 1970 grg t'qqujred to file a 
leport of their earnings with 
the Social Security Admini.s- 
tration by April *5, 1071. This 
report Is iq addition to any 
Federal or State tax return, 
and it must be filed with the 
Social Security Administra­
tion, according to J. M. Talbot, 
social security manager,

Btjnefirtarles who were 72 
years old in all months of last 
year are not required te file 
the annual report of earnings, 
Disabled beneficiaries should 
report immediately they be, 
come self.employed or take a 
Job. All other beneficiaries, in­
cluding families of disabled 
persons, are under the retire, 
ment test and must report their 
earnings annually.

The purpo*e of social secur. 
ity benefits Is to replace earn, 
ings lost due to retirement, 
death, or disability. If an in. 
dividual continues to earn a 
substantial amount — $1680 or 
more — some adjustment is 
made in the amount of his 
benefits.
