Living Longer

The latest estimates of
life expectancy in the U.S.
lengthen prospects for
Americans. Until a few
years ago, male life ex-
pectancy was 70, femaie
expectancy 78.

In 1981, expectancy
had risen to 73 and 81.

Now, according to a
recent study, age pros-
pects are still climbing; in
another fifteen years or so
they will likely be 74 plus
and 86.
