Many people will be hunting 
during the holiday season with 
new guns received as Christ­
mas presents. Safety in hand­
ling these weapons as well as 
old ones is vital. Recently, 
there have been several acci­
dents in this area involving 
guns.

Several days ago, a 4-H Club 
member in another county was 
target shooting with a 22 pis­
tol. He loaded the pistol, 
whirled it around his trigger 
finger in preparation to firing 
it, and fatally shot himself.

Be careful in handling all 
types of guns. Don’t ruin the 
holidays, or any other days for 
that matter, by shooting your­
self or someone else. Always 
carefully unload your weapon 
before putting it in a vehicle 
or taking it in the house. Re­
member—‘an awful lot of peo­
ple are shot with so-called un­
loaded weapons; make sure
yours is actually UNLOADED.

tural business, the hired work­
ers you have in that business 
may be covered by social se­
curity?" J. M. Talbot, social 
security manager, asks.

Any employee who works 
and earns $150 or more for 
one employer during any year 
or works at least 20 days on 
a time basis for an agriculture 
business, is covered by social 
security. Even part-time em­
ployees could meet the ear­
nings or work test. You, as 
their employer, would be 
liable to withhold social secur­
ity tax from the employee's 
heck, match that tax your­

self, and report the earnings 
at the end of the year.

"How do I know my work 
under social security is being 
credited to my record, and 
how do I find out about it? 
This is one of the questions 
most frequently asked," says J. 
M. Talbot, social security man­
ager.

In explaining the process in­
volved in reporting rociai sec- 
curity, Mr. Talbot said, -'When 
you work for wages, your em­
ployer deducts social security 
lax from your paycheck each 
pay day. At the end of each 
calendar quarter, he submits 
your name and number with 
payment for these taxes to 
Internal Revenue. Internal 
Revenue forwards copies to 
social security’s main office in 
Baltimore, Maryland.

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Social Secnrily Tips
“Processing time can be cut 

in hall il people are prepared 
when the time comes to apply 
for social siecurity benefits,” 
says J. M. Talbot, social secur­
ity manager.

Being prepared is not as 
difficult as many people be­
lieve. Remember to take along 
your social security card or 
the card of the person on whose 
record you are filing. For a 
widow, this would be the so 
cial security card of her late 
husband. This may sound hard 
to believe, but many people

do come in to file their appli­
cation and leave their number 
at home.

The third thing that is need­
ed in all claims is evidence 
of the worker’s last year’s 
earnings and an estimate of 
this year's earnings. Your W- 
2 Form or tax return for last 
year will give the mfonnation 
for last year. Be sure to bring 
these with you.

The next most important 
document to take witlr you is 
your birth certificae, if avail 
'able. Proof of age is needed to 
c|ualify for nearly all social
security benefits. If your birth

Each calendar quarter, the 

Social Security Administra­
tion receives employer reports 
of earnings showing incorrect 
iocial security numbers of 
employees, according to J.M. 
Talbot, social security mana­
ger. These incorrect reports, 
in many cases, happen when 
j  girl has married but does 
not have her name changed on 
.ocial security records.

Mr. Talbot stated that when 
a girl marries, she should com­
plete a 'Request for Change 
in Social Security Record’ 
form. After completing the 
form and returning it to the 
social security office with her 
old card, she will be issued 
a new social security card with 
the same number but showing 
the new name.

If the name and number re­
ported by an employer do not 
match the name and number 
on file with the Social Secur­
ity Administration, the earn­
ings might not get to the 
proper account. This could re­
sult in a later loss of social 
security benefits or in a 
smaller benefit being paid.
