The Texas State Department 
of Health it soliciting aid in the 
location and collection of saddle 
pads suspected of being contami- 
niated with bacteria that can 
produce Anthrax in animals and 
humans. The specific pad is 
known as an ALASKAN 'HAIR 
PAD. This is the pad which has 
been the subject of news on the 
radio, television, and newspap­
ers recently. Horse meat infected 
with anthrax caused an outbreak 
on a game farm in the state of 
Washington. Investigation re­
vealed that the horse had prob­
ably acquired the infection from 
a contaminated saddle pad pur­
chased in a local retail oudet. 
Cultures run on goat hair in 
the pads as well as raw goat 
hair used in the manufacturing 
were positive for the anthrax.

'The Sute Health Department 
states that the manufacurer has 
agreed to refund the. purchase 
price upon presentation of the 
style label to the dealer where 
purchased. After removing the 
label for the refund, seal the 
pad in a double plastic bag— 
two twenty gallon plastic garbage 
can liners made ideal containers. 
The sealed containers' with the 
hair pads should be brought to. 
the county agent’s office. Then, 
the Health Department will be 
notified. They will pick up the 
pads and take them to a disposal 
site for destructiem by burning.

Anyone here who has recendy 
purchased a saddle pad that they 
fed may be of this particular 
type can contact the county ex­
tension office here for more spe­
cific identification procedures. 
The information is available in 
the office here.

Once I practically closed the 
Star and joined the U.S. Air 
Forces. They let me out in a 
long week, and I went right 
back to Mertzon and resumed 
publishing the Star.

I moved here in February ’44 
and have been here ever since.

The town of Sterling became 
a CITY (incorporated) in the 
50s and lots has changed in 
Sterling. There are a lot fewer 
businesses and less people. The 
school was rebuilt, the hospital 
and nursing home was built, the 
quality of homes built here got 
a lot better, the paving of U.S. 
87 was highly improved and the 
highways to Barnhart, Robert 
Lee and Colorado City were paved 
and the city streets were paved. 
A fire department was added— 
and modernized, and a county 
ambulance service set up.

The bank was remodelled and 
a city water tower can be seen 
by persons passing through. A 
golf course was put in last year 
and now the school is being ad­
ded to. The little league park 
was built and a night football 
field put up at the school.

The county has passed its 
diamond (75th) anniversary and 
time marches on.

The railroad pulled out and 
the next step in that direction 
would of course be a small air 
field. Lots of irrigation has been 
put into use on fields and the 
cedar, prickly pear and mesquite 
have been eradicated in and on 
many ranches—completely chang­
ing the look of the country side.

Lots of oil wells have been 
drilled in. past years, but never 
so many as is now being drilled 
and being completed. There’s oil 
and gas in commercial quantities 
here.

The Sterling County Livestock 
Show Association it sponsoring 
a barbecue supper Saturday night 
January 4, in the community 
center. Purpose of the supper is 
to raise funds for the County- 
Show to be held on Monday, 
January 20. TTie public is in­
vited to the supper which will be 
served at 6:00 P.M. at the cen­
ter by the association members.

'The barbecue will be preceded 
by the livestock showmanship 
training program and contests in 
the show barn beginning at 2 
P.M. Purpose of the program is 
to provide the 4-H Qub and 
FFA members with training in 
preparation for the County 
Show and the other shows they 
will participate in during the 
coming months.

Showmanship is an important 
part of presenting an animal to 
a judge at the livestock shows. 
It can mean the difference in 
placing an animal or not. Ani­
mals of similiar quality presented 
to a judge that are shown to the 
best advantage will out place 
one not presented to the be^ of 
the. exhibitor’s ability. Show­
manship consists of the exhibi- 
or’s recognition of his animals 
good points and emphasizing 
those qualities as the animal is 
presented to the judge in the 
show ring. Likewise, a good 
showman can de-emphasize an 
animal’s less desirable points 
many times as the animal is 
shown in the ring.

Each livestock feeder in the 
two youth organizations is to 
bring their own animal for the 
contests. The youngsters will be 
divided into age groups for the 
contests for both lambs and 
sers. The top showman in each 
class will receive a grooming 
aid for that animal. Ribbons will 
be awarded to the top five in 
each group and all others will 
receive a participant ribbon.

Training in fitting the two 
classes of livestock will be pre­
sented through the means of 
slide pictures in the community 
center following the supper. The 
top showmen will also be pre­
sented their awards following 
the supper.

Training for the fitting and 
showmanship will be given by 
two specialists with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
Dr. Tom Woodward, Area Live­
stock Specialist at the San An­
gelo Texas ^&M Agricultural 
Research and Extension Center, 
will give the training on stpers. 
The sheep portion of the train­
ing will be given by Dr. George 
Ahlschwede, Exension Sheep 
Specialist also at the San Angelo 
Center.

Pursuant to a recent Act of Congress which was signed by President Ford on October 28, 1974, the general limit 
on federal deposit insurance has been raised from $20,000 to $40,000 for each depositor in banks insured by the 
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, a U.S. Government agency.

Q. When is this increase effective?
A. It is effective Wednesday, November 27, 
1974, at all FD IC  insured banks.

Q. How can I tell whether my deposit is insured by 
FD IC ?
A. Each of the 14,500 FD IC  insured banks in the 
United States has an official sign at each teller's 
window using the FD IC  logo that appears at the 
bottom of this ad.

Q. Can I get more than $40,000 insurance at the 
same bank?
A. Yes, if you hold accounts in different legal 
ownership capacities. For example, if you are 
married, you can have an account in your name 
insured up to $40,000; your spouse qan have an 
account in his or her name insured up to $40,000; 
and you and your spouse can have a joint account 
insured up to $40,000. If you hold several ac­
counts in the same ownership capacity, however, 
the maximum insurance to which you are entitled 
is $40,000-even if the total amount in all of the 
accounts is more. The new law has not changed 
the rules-only the dollar amount of insurance has 
been changed.

Q. How frequently do FD IC  insured banks fail?
A. In the past ten years, five or six FD IC  insured 
banks on the average have failed each year-about 
four-one hundredths of one percent of all insured 
banks in the country. The year 1974 will proba­
bly be no different in this respect than past years.

Q. What is the record of depositor protection for 
insured banks that have failed?
A. To date, in all failed banks insured by FDIC, 
over 99 percent of all deposits, insured and un­
insured combined, have been paid or made avail­
able to their owners. (

Q. If an FDIC-insured bank fails, when and how will 
I get my deposit back?
A. If an FD IC  insured bank is closed and liqui­
dated, FD IC  will start to pay insured depositors 
up to the statutory limit within ten days after the 
closing. As the bank's assets are liquidated, own­
ers of claims in excess of the $40,000 insurance 
limit will share in the proceeds with other general 
creditors. In cases where the deposit liabilities of 
a failed bank are taken over by another sound 
bank with financial assistance from the FDIC, 
depositors have the use of all their funds to the 
same extent they had in the failed bank before it 
closed.

Q. How good is FD IC  insurance?
A. Since its creation in 1933, the FDIC has never 
failed to honor its deposit insurance commitment.

The federal deposit insurance fund, which has 
been built up from insurance premiums paid by 
FD IC  insured banks and the investment income 
on such premiums, now stands at more than $6 
billion, and is increasing each year by about $400 
million. In addition, the FDIC, by law, can bor­
row from the United States Treasury an addition­
al $3 billion if it finds this necessary for deposit 
insurance purposes. The FD IC  has never found it 
necessary to borrow any money from the Trea­
sury, however. In fact, although the deposit insur­
ance fund has never been much larger than 1%of 
all insured deposits in the country, the FD IC  has 
never had to use more than a small amount of the 
fund at any one time, even when very large banks 
have failed.

How large have the insurance losses of FD IC  been 
over the years?
A. Putting to one side for the moment the na­
tion's two largest bank failures (United States 
National Bank, San Diego, in 1973 and Franklin 
National Bank, New York, last month) the 
FD IC 's net loss in 50fe bank failures since 1933 
has been approximately $75 million.

Most of those must have been very small banks. 
What about the $1 billion United States National 
Bank and the $3.6 billion Franklin National 
Bank?
A. The FD IC  laid out about $370 million in con­
nection with the failure of United States National 
Bank, but it expects to recover a substantial por­
tion of this amount as the receivership of that 
bank progresses. In the case of Franklin National 
Bank, the FD IC 's only outlay so far has been 
$100 million for a capital note of European- 
American Bank & Trust Company and a small 
amount for initial liquidation expenses (since re­
paid). Further outlays are possible, but the 
FD IC 's net loss, if any, will probably be very 
small. No depositor, of course, lost a nickel in 
either failure.

I thought the FDIC agreed to pay $1.7 billion to 
the Federal Reserve System to retire the liquidity 
loan Franklin needed before it closed,
A. It did, but it has the right to collect assets 
carried on Franklin's books at more than $2 bil­
lion in order to pay off this loan.
