Loan Program

Re-instated

Although no news has
'been received locally in the
Bailey County FmHa office,
a recent news release from
Secretary of Agriculture
John Block has indicated
that the $600 million dollars
witich could have been made
available to farmers on the
brink of disaster in 1982, is
scheduled to be put in cir-
culation via a loan program
operated by the Farmers
Home Administration. Of-
ficials say that the program
will be in effect by Christ-
mas after being halted for
more than two years by
Reagan administration farm
officials.

The program, which is the
Economic Emergency Loan
Program was authorized in
1978 and expired in
September of 1981 and pro-
vided over 100,000 loans

totaling $6.6 billion. How- .

ever, the decision by
Reagan farm officials put an
end to the program although
$600 million had been
authorized by Congress for
the 1981-82 fiscal year.
Much pressure  was
brought to bear on Secretary
Block during the 1982 year
to release the funds and at
one time at a town hall

Cotton Ginning Off
To Slow Start

A late planting season,
drought, and an early freeze
and October hail and rain
storms have taken their toll
on ginners in the Bailey
County area this fall. Early
predictions of short crops
were updated to even short-
er ones after the hailstorms
in mid-October, and some
ginners don’t expect to gin
very many bales again this
year.,

There is a possibility that
some cotton damaged by the
October storms can be pick-
ed up with a special kind of
machinery, however, most
gin officials report that the
weather will have to clear up
and the cotton dry out be-
fore this can even be tried.
There still remains the
doubtfulness of the quality
of the crop after laying on
the ground that long.

On October 12, Bailey
County Electric Cooperative
Association which services
about 25 gins in the Mule-
shoe-Lazbuddie-Morton area
reported nine gins of the 25
that have not ginned any
cotton as yet - ‘‘Although
their power is on, some have

not yet begun any activity,”’
a spokeswoman for the Co-
operative said.

At least one gin that was

surveyed by the Journal will
not open at all this year.
Mrs. Jerry Beasley at the
West Camp Gin told the
Journal that they “‘will not
open this year -- there's just
nothing left out here for our
customers to bring in to
gin"’
The Muleshoe Co-op Gin
reported ginning about 280
bales so far. They expect to
gin somewhere between 6
and 7 thousand bales. Much
of their cotton comes from
the north of Muleshoe.

Calvin Meisner, owner of
the Lariat Gin reported to
the Journal that he had not
ginned any cotton as yet,
but expects to begin within
the next couple of days if
the weather holds good.
Meisner hopes to gin 1500-
1600 bales by the end of the
season. “It's hard to tell
right now what we will
have,”" he stated.

Claunch Gin at Bula has
ginned a total of 109 bales,

but they do not expect to gin
too much more. ‘“The cotton
crop in our area is really
short this year,”” a spokes-
woman for the gin stated.

“In a good year, we can
gin as many as 8,000
bales,” said an employee
for the North Lazbuddie
Gin. However, weather and
related problems have
downed that estimate by at
least half this year. So far,
the North Lazbuddie Gin has
ginned 275 bales of cotton
and expect to gin about 3500
total.

The Farmer's Co-op Gin
at Enochs has ginned about
500 bales to date, and ac-
cording to Mr. Newton,
manager, ‘‘we might be
able to gin some more if the
cotton can be picked up out
of the rows. We had a lot of
cotton get hurt by the Octo-
ber storms and it hasn’t
dried out enough yet to do
anything with it,”” Newton
said. If farmers in that area
can pick the cotton up, the
Co-op Gin estimates they
might gin another 2 to 3,000
bales - if not, ‘‘we are about
through,”” Newton predict-
ed.

Employees at the Maple
Co-op Gin report 550 bales
ginned as of Tuesday. An
employee there said that the
estimate of total bales was
not possible due to the same

‘A lot of our farm-
ers have not yet been able to
tell whether the cotton can
be harvested, or if the cost
will allow them to.” In a
good year, Maple Co-op will
gin from 14 to 17,000 bales.

The Needmore Co-op Gin
has ginned about 100 bales
so far, and expects to gin
close to 2500 before the
season ends. ‘‘Crops in this
area were not so badly dam-
aged as those in some areas,
and we've got a little more
cotton here,”’ a spokeswom-
an said.

Several other area gins
have also reported some act-
ivity, but as a general rule,
harvesting is just beginning
to get underway. Several
weeks of cool, damp wea-
ther following the rain and
hail has slowed area harvest
considerably. If the weather
dries out and holds good,
most gin operators say they
could be through before the
first of the year.

to farmers in 1982

Following the halt of the

loans, farmers in many
filed suits in attempts to
force the USDA to resume
the program. In a U.S.
District Court ruling two
months ago, a judge said
that Block should not have
ended the program.

The FmHa is the USDA’s
rural credit outlet and
makes loans to rural people
and communities that are
unable to obtain credit from
private sources.

“Economic  emergency
loans are authorized for
farmers and ranchers who
are primarily and directly
engaged in and expect to
continue in agricultural pro-
duction.  Besides other
qualificaitons, those who
apply must have a need for

credit to maintain viable
farming operatins.

The resumed loan pro-
gram plans include both

guaranteed and direct loans.
The new-loans can be used
mostly to finance 1984 crop
production; purchase live-
stock, feed and equipment;
pay family living and farm
production debts and pay
delinquent installments if a
determination is made that

the lender is demanding
payment of such install-

[ ment.

Humudity Hampers Harvesting

High Plains cotton har-
vesting remained in low
gear all week. Overcast
skies kept humidity high
and daily doses of heavy
dew and fog allowed only
limited drying for agricul-
tural purposes.

Equipment could be sup-
ported only in quick drying
sandy areas, according to
Mack Bennett, Area Direc-
tor at USDA’s Marketing
Services office at Lubbock.
Many areas remain too wet
from heavy October rains.

This harvest lull has
allowed farmers to sell some

of their limited new crop
supplies. Prices improved
some this week. Growers
sold small mixed lots of
mostly grades 42 and better,
staples 30-32, mike 35-49 at
around 1300 to 1425 points
over 1983 Commodity Credit
loan rates. That’s one to one
and one-half cents higher
than last week, Bennett con-
tinued. Gins paid growers
$160 to $175 per ton for
cottonseed, mostly $160 to
$165.

The Lubbock Marketing
Services  office classed
12,800 samples during the

week ended November J.
This brought the season’s
total to 64,400 and compares
with 33,200 classed by the
same date last year.
Predominant grades dur-
ing the week were grade 42
at 19 percent, grade 52 was
18 percent and grades 43
and 53 amounted to 13 per-
cent each.

~ which held its 43rd annual
g lln::;ing in Austin, October

The council voted to place

“ on a referendum ballot pro-
. posals that would raise aca-
- demic credit requirements
‘1and restrict classroom ab-
. senses by those participa-
* ting in golf and tennis. In
.. addition, the council voted
' to allow speech students to

miss no more than 10 days
per year in order to partici-
pate in speech/debate tour-
naments.

Among the proposals slat-
ed for referendum ballot ex-

. amination are:

* An item that -would
require students to be pass-
ing four rather than three

courses, excluding physical

*education, in order to com-
pete in a League contest.

* A proposal that would
prohibit students from miss-
ing a class that they are
failing in order to participate
in a League activity.

* A proposal that would
require students to have
passed four courses rather
than three the preceding
semester in order to com:-
pete. If passed, this item
will not go into effect until
the spring semester, 1985.

* A proposal that would
restrict golf and tennis stu-
dents to 10 days lost per
year for participation in each
activity respectively. For in-
stance, a tennis player may
miss no more than 10 school
days in order to compete in
tennis tournaments.

In addition, the council
voted to place on the refer-
endum ballot proposals that
would relax summer basket-
ball, football and volleyball
camp rules. Summer camps
would be open to athletes
who have not participated in
a varsity contest. Also, stu-
dents may not be coached in
a summer camp by a person
employed by the students’
school.

The council also placed on
the ballot a proposal that
would open the door to
summer basketball leagues.
Summer league play would
be permitted between June
1 and August 1 under the
following guidelines: Stu-
dents may participate in one
league only. Students may
not be coached by a coach
employed by the player's
school. students may not
play more than two games
per week. Students may not
play on a team that has
more than, three players
from one school. School
equipment may not be used.

S

Students may not compete
against a team that has
more than three players
from a single school.

‘‘In both league and camp
situations, the player may
not be coached by a second-
ary coach -- meaning a
seventh through 12th grade
coach -- employed by the
student’s school,”” Marshall
said.

Other major council pro-
posals going on the referen-
dum ballot include:

', Aménding the rules to
allow for parochial and pri-
vate school membership into
the League.

* Studying the concept of
disqualification of coaches
or contest sponsors who
knowingly violate League
rules.

* Revising the UIL spring
meet calendar, with the
combining of boys’ and
girls’ district, regional and
State Meet athletic events.
District meets would be held
either April 1-6 or April
15-20. Regional meets would
be held April 29-May 4. The
State Meet would be held in
Austin, May 9-11.

* Revising the Five-Year
Rule so that a child being
retained in the seventh
grade for competitive pur-
poses would lose the final
year of high school eleigibi-
lity.

', Adding gymnastics and
wrestling as UIL sports for

Conference AAAAA only.

* Placing the amateur re-
strictions on all students be-
ginning in the ninth grade,
regardless of the student’s
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‘ Eliminiating mandatory
penalties in basket ball and
volleyball for players on
teams violating game and
tournament participation re-
strictions. The council re-
commended passage of this
proposal, which would give
the district executive comm-
ittees greater flexibility in
assessing penalties.

* Revising the college
course enrollment regula-
tions so that courses taught
by a high school teacher
during the regular school
day and conforming to Tex-
as  Education Agency
guidelines are not consider-
ed college courses, even
though college credit is giv-
en.

* Changing seasons to
begin on either the first
Monday following certifica-
tion of the district football
chamopion (with the season
to end the last week of
February) or beginning on
January 1 (with the season
ending with the state cham-
pionship tournament, held
the last week of April).

* Allowing athletes to
sign a letter of intent and a
college scholarship agree-
ment that contains the con-
ditions of the scholarship.
provided that the athlete re-
ceived no part of any val-
uable consideration guaran-
teed by that scholarship
until after all UIL eligibility
is completed. If passed, the
item would take effect in
1984-85.

* Revising future basket-
ball starting dates, allowing

* Giving administrators
the choice of keeping the
present outside soccer re-
strictions as is, applying re-
strictions only to players
who have participated in
varsity contests, or abolish-
ing outside participation re-
strictions.
