The next couple of weeks are 
the time to spray pecan trees and 
fruit trees for the control of scale 
with a dormant oil emulsion 

I spray. Scale is a pest of consider­
able importance on these trees, 
particularly in the more arid por- 

I dons of the state. We do qualify 
I here in that respect! And scale is 
I present.

The scale is a covering for a 
I liny insect which sucks sap from 
limbs and branches of these 
trees. Infc-cted limbs die back 
and a heavy infestation over s e v -  

I eral years will kill a tree. The 
scales are usually dark grey in 
color and closely resemble the 
tree's bark. Infected limbs appear 
to be covered by ashes.

The control for scale consists 
. of spraying during the dormant 

season with three and one-half 
gallons of 97% oil emulsion in 

' one hundred gallons of water. 
The endre scaffolding of the tree
—trunk, limbo, and branches------
should be well covered with the 
spray. In most instances, one 
spraying during the dormant sea­
son of the year will provide con­
trol; in severe infestations another 
ueatment in thirty days is neces­
sary. The oil emulsion should not 
be applied after the leaf buds 
have begun to form.

I staned school at the old North 
Ward (John H. Reagan Ward 
School) in North San Angelo. It 
was closest to our house and that 
determined where you went.

Miss Mary Whitfield was the 
principal when I started and for 
many years after 1 got completely 
out of school and had begun work.

The bells were rung by Miss 
Whitfield. She had one that she 
would step out on the playground 
and heave up and down, making 
a noise that the kids could hear. 
The boys and had had very much 
separate playground. .̂ One was 
on one side of the building and 
the other opposite. There was a 
long red outhouse for each side 
of the playground out toward the 
back. They were painted a barn 
red color. There was a long prom­
enade thing leading in and our 
so you had time to look decent 
coming out.

(S.J.K . No. 3)

Repealing Sections 48a, 
48b, 51e, and 51f of Article 
III  and Sections 62 and 63 
of Article XVI of the Texas 
Constitution, Article XVI of 
the Texas Constitution is 
amended to:

Provide for the revision 
and consolidation of pro­
visions relating to state and 
local retirement systems 
and programs and to pro­
vide that all general laws 
that have established retire­
ment systems and optional 
retirement programs for 
public employees and offi­
cers in effect at the time 
of the adoption of this con­
stitutional amendment will 
remain in effect, subject to 
the general powers of the 
Legislature.

Provide that the amount 
a participating officer or 
employee contributes to the 
employee retirement sys­
tem or the teacher retire­
ment system shall be estab­
lished by the Legislature 
but may not be less than 
6% of current compensa­
tion and providing further 
that the amount contributed 
by the state may not be less 
than 6 nor more than 10% 
of the aggregate compensa­
tion paid to participating 
persons, except that in an 
emergency, as determined 
by the Governor, the Legis­
lature may contribute more 
than 10% of the aggregate 
compensation paid to per­
sons participating in state 
retirement systems.

Provide that the Legisla­
ture shall provide for local 
retirement systems created 
by any city or county for 
its officers and employees 
and shall further provide 
for. a state-wide system of 
benefits for* officers and 
employees of counties or

state-wide system of bene­
fits shall be provided for 
officers and employees of 
cities which may voluntar­
ily participate.
