In order to qualify as a Cer­
tified Bovine Drucellosis-frec 
Area all herds of cattle must be 
tested and found negative or at 
latest ten per cent of all breed­
ing cattle in the county two 
years of age and older must be 
blood tested each year when 
shipped to market or at time of 
slauhter with follow-up testing 
of herd of origin of all reactors 
disclosed.
