County Records to be
Invenioried

An inventory of the county
records in the Sterling County
Courthouse is scheduled to be-
gin this week of August 4, ac-
cording to Sterling County Judge
Roland L. Lowe.

Dr. Escal F. Duke and Dr.
James W. Ward, both professors
of history at Angelo State Uni-
versity are regional supervisors
for the project. Dr. Jack Bates,
also a history professor at An-
gelo -State University, and Roten
F. Quinn, a retired Internal
Revenue Service agent in  San
Angelo who is volunteering his
assistance, ' will actually make
the inventory.

The inventory is part of a
state-wide project designed to
determine the kinds and condi-
tions of records in the county
courthouses in Texas. It is being
conducted by North Texas State
University in cooperation with
the Texas State Library.

The North Texas State Uni-
versity inventory publications
are following the format of the
pilot inventory of Ectoer County
made and published by the Re-
gional Historical Resource De-
pository Program, the local rec-
ords program of the Archives
Division of the Texas State Li-
brary.

Angelo State University serves
as one of the regional depositories
in the state--wide system. ASU
is the depository for the 21
counties, including Sterling, mak-
ing up the vast 21 million acre
Fdwards Plateau region of West
Texas.

The project workers have com-
pleted inventories in Irion and
Coke Counties and they will
complete the inventory in Sch-
leicher County before moving on
to Sterling County. Workers are
also working on Tom Green
County and Runagels County.
The basic goals of the deposit
ory system will be that of pre
venting further destruction of
valuable historical materials, or-
ganizing them into usable con-
dition, and providing researchers
with information as to their
content amd location,
