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Heavy Voting Expected Saturday 
On Sale of Alcoholic Beverages

Baird voters will go to the 
polls Saturday to cast their bal­
lots on the question of legalizing 
the sale of all alcoholic bever­
ages with in the confines of the 
city limits, and Indications are 
that a large turnout can be ex­
pected.

It will be the first time since 
the mid 1940s, when the entire 
county voted to ban the sale of 
beer, that Baird residents have 
been faced with such a choice.

The petition which requested 
the election contained 161 
names, 11 more than the 150 re­
quired by law to allow the coun­
ty commissioners court to set 
the date. The ballot will call for 
the voting for or against the 
legalizing of the sale of all alco­
holic beverages for o ff premises 
consumption in the City of 
Baird.

Polls will open at the Ameri­
can Legion hall at 8 o’clock Sat­
urday and will remain open un­
til 7 p.m. The outcome of the 
election should be known soon 
after the polls close.

The young people of Baird 
and Callahan County staged a 
parade In downtown Baird Sat­
urday urging the defeat of the 
Issue. Some 15 cars and floats 
were entered In the parade, some 
showing the evils of drinking, 
and all displaying placards urg­
ing people to vote dry.

A "get out the vote” campaign 
Is expected to develop, as those 
on both sides of the issue ex­
pressed a feeling that they have 
a better chance of winning with 
a large vote.

Those voters of Baird who 
have lived In the city Limits for 
six months or more, who hold a 
valid poll tax or exemption, will 
be allowed to vote, according to 
Jon Ilardwick, election Judge.

The town was divided as to 
the effect the opening of liquor 
stores In Impact would have on 
the local election. Those In op­
position to the legalizing of the 
sale expressed the feeling that 
the Impact opening would lessen 
the effect of the “ financial gain 
for Baird" Issue. Those for the 
legalization say “ this Is not so.”

It has been a relatively quiet 
campaign which will be finally 
determined by Baird residents 
Saturday.

Miss Reynolds was elected 
without opposition while Mr. 
Cash defeated Republican can­
didate Harold Oarrett of Cross 
Plains.

County Judge Byron Richard­
son chose to wait until January 
1 to be officially sworn into of­
fice. He replaces J. L. Farmer 
who was not a candidate for re- 
election. Richardson won the 
judgeship over Lowell Boyd of 
Baird and C. Lee Smith of Eula. 
A resident of Cross Plains, Judge 
Richardson plans to make his 
home In Baird as soon as possi­
ble.

Work Starts On 
Sewer Plant
Work has started on Baird’s 

new Sewage Disposal Plant, It 
was announced by Shlflet bro­
thers, of Abilene, contractors 
who were awarded the contract 
Dec. 12, 1962. They have already 
started excavations at the site 
located below the old TP. Lake, 
now owned by the City.

The estimated cost of the pro­
posed sewage disposal plant and 
intercepter or trunk line to 
serve the west and northwest 
part of Baird was $121,250.00 
but when the bids were received 
all bids were coasiderable high­
er than the original estimate 
ranging from combined bids of 
$135,664.48 to $174,858.10. Since 
the bids were much higher than 
funds available It was necessary 
to make some minor changes In 
the plans and for the City to 
undertake the laying of the In­
tercepter or trunk line with reg­
ular employees In order that the 
original project could be com­
pleted with funds available.

The final cost will be approx­
imately $131,000.00 of which the 
city expects to get some $36,750.- 
00 Federal Grant (based on the 
original estimate) and with the 
$88,000.00 from bonds recently 
voted for new construction a 
balance of some $6,250.00 will be 
required from other funds.

The contract called for con­
struction to start not later than 
Dec. 23, 1962, and to be com­
pleted within 180 calendar days. 
The englners on this prlject, 
empolyed by the City, are Fow­
led & Grafe Inc., of Dallas and 
Mr. Dick Pierce of the firm will 
be in charge of supervision.

Aliens to Register 
During January
Mr. J. W. Holland of the Im­

migration and Naturalization 
Service stated that aliens in the 
United States will be required to 
report their addresses to the At­
torney General within the near 
future.

All aliens, with few exceptions, 
who are in the United States on 
January 1 each year must re­
port their addresses by the end 
of that month. Only the follow­
ing classes of aliens are excused 
from this requirement: (1) Ac­
credited Diplomats; (2) Persons 
accredited to certain interna­
tional organizations; and (3) 
Those admitted temporarily as 
agricultural laborers.

Forms with which to make 
the report can be obtained from 
any Post Office or Immigration 
Office during the month of Jan­
uary.

Mr. J. W. Holland said that 
the law provides severe penal­
ties for failure to comply with 
the reporting requirement.

RAILROAD SAFETY ACT 
SOUGHT — A bill requiring 
trucks that carry inflammable 
materials or explosives to come 
to a complete stop at a grade 
crossing will come before the 
1963 Legislature.

Texas’ Joint Railway - Labor - 
Legislative Board, which repre­
sents eight brotherhoods with 
about 39,000 workers and 40,000 
pensioners, voted to push for 
such a measure.

Board Chairman Billy Cowan 
said his group has been worried 
about truck-train accidents for 
a long time. Three trainmen 
were killed last month in one 
such collision at Chandler. One 
died in a collision with a gaso­
line truck at Slnton in 1957; 
three were burned to death by 
flaming gasoline at Pittsburg in 
1954.

Brotherhoods have urged the 
Legislature to pass this bill be­
fore. But it always died in one 
house or the other.

They’ll also ask the 58th Leg­
islature to pass a bill requiring 
more safety devices at grade 
crossings. In other legislative 
activity they will back repeal of 
the poll tax, an adequate indus­
trial safety act, and a measure 
to move primary elections near­
er to the general election.

HEALTH ACT SUCCESSFUL — 
Joseph F. Lakey, director of th e! 
State Health Department’s di-; 
vision of food and drugs, said 
that passage of the Texas Food 
Drug and Cosmetic A t of 1961 
gave his enforcement officers a 
law with “ teeth” in it.

Lakey, who became director in 
1946, started working for the 
act in 1947 with the support of 
almost every civic club in Tex­
as. It finally was passed last 
year.

It prohibits the manufacture,

sale or delivery of any adult­
erated or misbranded food, 
drug, device or cosmetic.

"Teeth" in the act Include:
1. A clause that says any food 

is adulterated if prepared, held, 
packed or stored under condi­
tions whereby it could be con­
taminated;

2. Labeling restrictions calling 
for a statement of ingredients, 
and the manufacturer's name 
and address; and

3. An embargo provision, 
which allows time for labora­
tory tests of a suspicious pro­
duct before it can be released on 
the market.

Sharpest “ tooth” is a stiff 
penality for a second offense — 
$100 to $1,000 fine, or one year 
in the county jail, in addition to 
destruction of the product.

Lakey stated that in the past 
year about 5,500,000 pounds of 
contaminated food had been 
removed from the market with­
out court action.

COUNTIES CAN SET UP LI­
BRARIES — Attorney General 
Wilson ruled that a county 
commissioner’s court must es­
tablish a free, county library if 
a petition for its establishment 
is signed by a sufficient num­
ber of qualified voters.

It also authorizes commis­
sioner’s courts to set aside tax 
funds to maintain the free, 
county library.

Burton S. Burks Sr., Hood 
County attorney, asked for the 
ruling.

CAPITAL LANDMARK PRE­
SERVED — Money raised by the 
Austin Heritage Society prevent­
ed demollshment of the old and 
historic Lundbery Bakery build­
ing in Austin.

Sufficient funds were raised to 
make a down payment on the 
building, located just across 
from the Capitol grounds.

the 74 -  year -  old State Capi­
tol.

The Heritage Society and the 
Austin Junior League plan to 
restore the Lundberg building 
and make it a tourist informa­
tion center. A coffee bar, a home 
baked goods exchange and a 
crafts and souvenir center will 
provide operating expenses and 
pay off the mortgage.

CITRUS PRODUCTION TO 
DROP — Texas Employment 
Commission predicts a sharp 
cut in Lower Rio Orande Valley 
citrus production for 1962. Pres­
ent estimate is about six per 
cent of last year’s total —
200.000 boxes of grapefruit and
80.000 boxes of oranges.

Drop was caused by a pro­
longed January freeze which 
killed or damaged a large num­
ber of trees.

Commission stated that sea­
sonal agricultural employees in 
October totaled 204.600; a de­
crease of 76,000 from the total 
of harvest workers in October, 
1901.

THE CASE OF THE 
NOSY LANDLORD

Alice was taking an afternoon 
nap. She and her husband Joe 
had spent all last week moving 
Into their new apartment. To­
day, with Joe back at work, Alice 
had been trying to do the iron­
ing while chasing after their 
young son, and she was tired.

A noise from the front room 
woke Alice. She went to investi­
gate and saw a man standing In 
the middle of their living room. 
Alice was about to call the police 
when she recognized the man. It 
was Mr. Irving Snoop, their 
landlord. He explained that he 
had let himself in with his pass 
key to make a routine inspec­
tion.

Alice was quite upset and ask­
ed Mr. Snoop to leave. She said 
that he could come back anoth­
er time, but asked that he get 
permission before entering their 
apartment.

Mr. Snoop informed Alice that 
he owned the apartment build­
ing, and that he needed no one’s 
permission to come and go as he 
please.

Is Mr. Snoop correct? Can he 
enter the apartments of his ten­
ants without their permission?

Mr. Snoop is wrong. A tenant 
has the sole and exclusive right 
to the occupation and control of 
his apartment during the exist­
ence of his term. Therefore, as 
a general rule, a landlord has 
no right to enter the apartment 
of his tenant without tenant’s 
consent, unless the landlord has 
reserved such a right in the 
lease. An unauthorized entry or 
intrusion by a landlord on his 
tenant's premises constitutes a 
trespass to the same extent as 
an entry or Intrusion thereon by 
a stranger.

Some courts have held that a 
landlord has the right, during a 
tenancy to enter and make such 
repairs as are necessary to pre­
vent waste. However, in general, 
the landlord has no right to en­
ter upon the rented premises to 
make alterations and improve | 
ments, to investigate as to the 
need of repairs, or to make even 
necessary repairs, and certainly 
not to "snoop around.”
