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Sudan Battles F or Fire Truck

Approximately 30-35 concern-
ed Sudan citizens met at the
Sudan community building in
an effort to work out a method
to obtain a new pumper truck
for the Sudan Fire Department.

According to a letter received
in Sudan almost a year ago, the
State Board of Insurance has
issued notice that credit for Su-
dan’s 1953 pumper truck will
be ending at the end of 1984.
They further said that Sudan
would be facing a drastic in-
crease in fire insurance rates,
up to more than double their
current rate.

According to the Insurance
Board, the key rate for Sudan
could be going from the current
.34-.37 to .81.

‘““The City Council elected
not to do anything about the
fire truck since receiving the
letter on August 9, 1983,"" ac-
cording to one of the spokes-
persons at the meeting.

It was acknowledged that the
City of Sudan does not have
the funds to purchase a new
fire truck, but the Sudan Fire
Department and Fire Depart-
ment Auxiliary expressed inter-
est in getting donations for a
$13,000 down payment on a
truck and assessing $2 with the
city water bill to be able to
make the yearly $7,430 pay-
ment on a new fire truck.

Sudan Mayor Kenneth Wise-
man and one of the two Sudan
city council members attended
the meeting. When asked if
they would check into the legal-
ities of assessing the $2 per
water meter in Sudan for ge
protection, stated they were not
in favor of such assessment,
but would prefer to see if the
payment could be on a volun-
tary basis.

Appearing reluctant to ap-
¥roach Sudan residents for any

nds for a new truck, Mayor
Wiseman said he did not even
know if such would be legal as
Sudan is currently on a bond
issue for water improvements.

He did agree it would create
a hardship for persons, espec-
ially many of the persons on a
fixed monthly income, to have

““For the past four years, the
hospital and the private pay

personal care items, such as
toothbrushes, toothpaste, shav-

ing apparatus, and other com
parable items, with no increase
in revenue.

Haralson cited the continued
rising costs, and nc additional
income as being the trigger for
the decision to close out the
Medicaid program.

real possibility of higher taxes
to help pay for higher insuran-
ce rates on public buildings,

such as the school, churches
and other buildings.
One of the spokespersons

said it was very likely that mer-
chandise prices would have to
rise to help pay for the much
higher insurance for the city if
a new pumper truck was not
obtained.

With more than 400 water
meters in Sudan, a $2 monthly
assessment would mean addi-
tional income to the city of
more than $9,600 per year, a
figure more than adequate to
make the yearly payment on
the truck.

Dorothy Hill, one of the per-
sons who spoke at the meeting
asked, ‘‘If we are lucky enough
to raise $13,000 for a down
payment, would the city consid-
er assessing the $2 each month
to pay for the truck.’

Mayor Wiseman said ““We're
not against buying a fire truck,
but I still believe that 80 per-

cent of our people prefer to
make volunteer contributions
than have to pay the $2 as-

sessment.’’

due Wednesday (yesterday) and
it would be known at that time
how long the Nursing Home
would have to comply with the
mandated changes. Changes as
mandated by the inspectors are
expected to cost around $75,000
according to the figures releas-
ed during the meeting.

Some of the changes or cor-
rections include firewalls, new
sprinkler systems, the moving
of a utility pole and other cor-
rections to the facility.

“We either have to repair
the existing facility, completely
rebuild the facility, or face clos-
ing the Nursing Home altogeth-
er,”’ said Haralson.
