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Th annual report of Joseph Nimmeo, Jr.,
obief of the burean of statistics, on the for-
vign commerce of the United Btates, i com-
pleted. In regard to our export trade, be
sayw: Five leading articles of export dur,

ing the year ending June 30, 1550, were &8
follows: Bread and breadstufls, $88,036,«
835; cotton unmanufactured, §211,535,905;
provisions, $127,043,242; mineral oils, $36,«
218,625; tobapoo and manufactures thereof,
#185,442,275. The United States, he says,
already surpasses every other country in the
magnitude of its exports of both breadstufls
aod provisions. And it is maintained that
the ket for Amaeri b and
provisions in Europe can be stiil further ex-
tepded, The Upited Kingdow stands first
among the importing coustries with respest
ta thq velde of imports both of breadstuffs
and providons. ‘I'be report shows that the
total tonnage of the United Statcs employed
in the foreign trade feli from 2,379,396 tons
in 1860 to 1,514,462 tons during the year
ending June 30, 1880.
