Still, after all has been said in
favor ofprﬂem modes of treatment of |
| the various diseases of stock, there is no
(Ioum but that a very large percentage
rtion of the medicines administered
dul tle good, if they are not positivel
injurious. Surgical treatment is uonn(
derably in advance of medicinal.

In-many-cases; nature will work a cure
without the aid of medicine or treatment; |
and if the animal has been treated with
neutral or harmless remediu, they get
the credit of effecting a ‘cure. Natural
causes are effected by the changing sea-
sons of the year. Thus, there are cer-
tain specified diseases peculiar to each
period, and the approach and the arrival
of the succeeding seasons, by inducing
contrary vital changes, arrests the
gress of specified diseases, causing tgeh
final disappearance. In the first quar-
ter of the year the vital changes are at
their maximum, continuing onward into
#pring, decreasing on the approach of
summer, when the vital fanctions are at
their minimum, and onwards into au-
tumn, towards the end of which they in-
crease on the approach of winter. Bron-
chitis, pneumonia, apoplexy, epilepsy,
etc., are most preyalent in winter when
the temperature is lowest and the vital
changes are greatest, the approach of
spring, and summer especially effecting
n general cure of these complaints,
which begin to increase in autumn, cul-
minating in the cold season.

For many diseases that now affect |
stock are lmﬂvcmubk being often due t6 |
gross negligence. N.hl however, many
animals have tendencies to certain forms
of disease, which, if developed beyond
a definite lmit by seasonal or other in-
fluences, becomes arent, but while
they keep under this limit the complaint
is latent, and the health is not apprecia-
bly affected.

posite or contrary state. -An animal
with a sound constitution, properly fed,
housed and treated, will enjoy an al-
most perfect immunity from the disease,
while those of ursound bodily condition
will be liable, though the treatment may
be tirst-class; still, however, a striot af-
tention to the rules of health will often
ward off complaints that would other-
wise have broken out,
