MENT.

We share in the general satisfaction
afforded by the gain of fiye members in
the new cong fonal apporti

but we think it an error to increase with
the increasing population the number of
congressional representatives. The pre-
vious house had consisted of 292 mem-
bers, to which were added its territorial
delegates, who, in foo many instances,
were changed for representative fuve-
tionaries. This was a sufficiently un-
wieldy body. The basis of representation
should have been eniarged and
not the number of reprisentatives in-
Under the congressional ap-
portionment of 1770 there was one repre-
sentative to 30,0000 inhabitants, which
gave a house of 65 members—a Mtle,
efficient, tractable body, adapted to
work, and as competent to do it wisely
for 50,000,000 of people as for 3,000,000
and, with seventeen times the stimulus,
more competent. The apportionment
succeeding the last previous census pro-
vided 243 members. We think the in-
crease beyond that pumber a mistake--
we think that number much too large.
1t is & matter of history that intrigue,
corruption, all evil practices, have meas-
urably grown out of such enlargement.
The moral effect of reducing that body
to 160 or even 100 members would be
salutary beyond bellef. In the measure
of its reduction would be its talent, its
reflnement, ite energy and, not its ea-
pacity alone, but its facilities for doing
effective work. It would possess higher
tone, grander mental expression and
foroe, more pride and a keener sense of
responsibility.
