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It Will Pay Farmers 

To Secure an Expert

AN INCREASED YIELD OF BEETS

Mr. W ilhelm  an expert beet 
tjfrower from  Colorado, has been 
engaKtid by the people of the 
v icin ity  o f Artesia to take 
charge o f the experim ents in 
grow in g  beets in this locality. 
There are tw o objects in this 
course. It w ill interest the 
people how to raise beets for a 
factory and it will place the 
data in the hands of the people 
them selves that will surely and 
certainly be the means o f locat­
in g  a factory at Artesia.

R egarding the value of the 
instruction in raising beets 
that we are to receive from 
Mr. W ilhelm  in the next twelve 
m onths, in our opinion and 
from  som e past experience we 
are confident that the average 
farm er will by reason of this 
previous training by an expert 
be able the first year the fac­
tory is here to raise three tons 
pier acre more than he would 
w ithout this training. Sup­
pose each man has 20 acres and 
raises 60 tons more by reason 
o f this know ledge, he has rea- 
lize«l $;100 more the first year 
than he would otherwise, to say 
noth ing of the fact that it is an 
absolute assurance of securing 
a factory in Artesia possibly in 
tim e for the 1913 crop, but 
surely for the 1914 crop.

N ow  can you afford to pa>' 
anything at all for this train­
ing? Is it worth $40 to you?

If you think it will benefit 
you to the extent of $40 then 
sign up to pay $10 each three 
m onths.

The m ode o f this instruction 
w ill be that at least forty farm ­
ers w ill raise a small patch of 
beets under the direct super­
vision o f our instructor, who 
w ill have certain days to meet 
the farmers o f each locality to 
show  and instruct them as just 
how  to prepare the land, how 
deep and when to plant, how 
and when to irrigate, when and 
how  to thin and cultivate, etc. 
This is certainly at opporutnity 

■ that is not available by the av­
erage farm er very often and we 

* should grasp the situation at 
once.

I expect to be a student at 
this school and I hope I may be 

, fortunate enough to be allowed 
to raise one o f the experim ent­
al patches, for aside from  the 
know ledge obtained from  this 
expert teaching, we would 
profit in tw o other w ays—we 
w ould demonstrate the fact 
that our particular land was 
good beet land which would 
add m aterially to the value of 
the land, and the beets raised 
on this experim ental patch w ill 
be worth .ten tim es their cost 
for feed for cows, hogs and 
horses.

T he am ount necessary to de­
fray all these expenses is $5,- 
000. This is a very small

am ount com pared to the great 
am ount of benefit received.

Suppose 12.T men gave $40 
each, that would cover the 
am ount necessary and such an 
amount would not hurt anyone 
and will com e back to you ten 
fold. Hut don ’ t wait to be 
asked, com e in and do it your­
self, for it is for your own ben­
efit.

The mere fact going over 
the country that we are pre­
pairing tor a beet 'factory  is 
worth to the com m unity sever­
al times the cost of these tests.

Fort W orth, Tex., Jan. 13.— 
A. G. B oyce, father of the man 
who was recently arrested in 
W innipeg, Manitoba, charged 
with abducting Mrs. J. B. 
Snead from a hospital in Fort 
W orth, was tonight shot and 
killed by J. B. Snead, a banker 
of Am arillo, Texas, husband of 
the woman with whom 3’oung 
B oyce is said to have eloped.

Bo>’ce who is 70 3’ears old, 
was sitting in the lobb}’ of a 
IcK'al hotel when Snead walked 
in. A ccord ing  to witnesses, 
Snead walked up to the elder 
man. The old man turned and 
looked at Snead and then asked 
him, bystanders declared, “ well 
what are you going  to do about 
it?”

Snead muttered som ething 
in repl3* and then drawing his 
revolver, fired,two shots (juick- 
1>'. He hesitated an instant 
as the old man fell forward and 
then fired three shots into 
Bo>’ce ’ s side. B oyce was d>’- 
ing w’hen others in the lobb3', 
which was filled w'ith people, 
reached him.

Snead immediatl>' left the 
hotel, but w'as arrested a short 
time later as he was retuniing 
to the scene o f the shooting. 
He refused to make a state­
ment tonight. On his death 
bed B oyce made a statement 
declaring that he saw Snead 
once before today in the lobb3’ 
of the hotel and avoided him.

The 3’ounger B oyce was ar­
rested several w'eeks ago in 
W innipeg. Mrs. Snead w’ho 
disappeared from a Fort Worth 
sanitarium, w'as with him and 
was also detained. Mr. and 
Mrs. Snead were reconciled 
som e da>’s ago and returned to 
Texas. A fter the departure of 
Snead and his wife from W in- 
*iiptJff.'Bo3’ce was released from 
custod>’ and today the local in­
dictm ent charging the young 
man wdth abduction w’as order­
ed dism issed b>’ C ount3’ Attor- 
ne3’ Baskin, because o f the in­
sufficient evidence. B oyce still 
is in Canada, it is said

W innipeg, Man., Jan. 13—A. 
G. B o3'ce  w'ho cam e here 
som e tim e ago, with the wife 
o f J. B. Snead, of Fort W orth, 
Tex., and was held by the im ­
m igration officials, was re­
leased Tue8da>' oti a prom ise 
that he would leave Canada. 
H e is supposed to be in North 
Dakota, but at what place is 
not known.

Consul General Jones said 
tonight he believed B oyce had 
gone first to North Dakota, os­
tensibly to visit friends, but 
had im m ediately returned to 
the Canadian side and is now 
in Alberta, where he has said 
he intended to purchase a 
ranch.

B oyce made a statement 
when Mrs. Snead returned to

Texas with her husband to the 
effect that he aud Mrs. Snead 
had been sweathearts frf)tn 
childhood and that Snead came 
between them in their earl>' 
life. He claim ed that in leav­
ing Texas with Mrs. Snead he 
did so to protect her from her 
husband.

W hen B oyce left the deten­
tion station of the im m igration 
department, this week, he said 
he W’as going  to return to T ex ­
as after visiting All)erta and 
would settle with Snead, but in 
what manner he did not state.

Drinking Fountain 8o Arranged That

When tbe bens are abut up In tbe 
house, they are very apt to scratch 
dirt Into the drinking pan and eJso to 
muddy up same, by standing in it 
with their feet. By using about 
twelve 11-lnch lengths of heavy wire, i 
the wire protector shown in illustra-1 
tion can be easily and simply made, j

tom, bent so as to fit into tbe drinking 
water pan and remain upright. This 
leaves ample room for tbe bens to 
reach tbe water to drink, but pae- 
vents their getting into the pan. By 
setting tbe pan on a platform about 
ten inches above tbe floor it will be 
out of tbe way of litter when the 
bens are scratching.

FORCING FOW LS FOR MARKET

Good Judgment and Proper Manage­
ment Essential In Fattening 

Poultry— Keep Pens Dark.

To fatten poultry quickly and prof­
itably requires good judgment and 
proper management in the care of 
the fowls and proper feeding. Tbe 
best foods are bits of fat meat, 
mashes of meal or flne grits made 
from yellow corn, with skim milk; 
boiled potatoes, rice and eatmeal and 
milk. If anything, oatmeal is prefer­
able because of its greater beating 
qualities and its effect on color or fat.

Tbe main point to keep in view is to 
fatten your fowls in the shortest 
time possible. To do this they should 
be in a coop or pen. where they can­
not take much exercise, for by exer­
cise they work off flesh and keep 
down fat. A good way is to confine 
them to small, light coops made of 
lath or wire netting. These may sit 
out in the back yard or barnyard, on 
well-drained ground. In case of rain 
or damp weather cover them with 
oilcloth. Keep the pen dark during 
the daytime, except when tbe fowls 
are eating, lay throwing a thick cov­
ering over the coops, such as old 
carpets, blankets or quilts. This will 
prevent the fowls from stirring about 
betw'een meals. In the morning give 
them boiled potatoes, mashed while 
hot and thickened with corn meal, 
with a little salt and pepper for sea­
soning.

They should be fed three times a 
day, and their bill of fare varied as 
much as possible, but with a large 
proportion ot starchy beat and fat 
producing articles. Very little green 
stuff should b e ' given them, though 
pumpkin or squash may take the 
place of boiled potatoes occasionally.

Fresh bedding should be supplied 
frequently, and the coop and spot it 
occupies should be kept clean. The 
coop should rest on cinders, or on 
gravelly or sandy soil, with a bedding 
of hay or straw. The coop being 
light, it will be easy to move it to 
a new place occasionally by a man 
getting at each end and lifting it an 
inch or so off the ground, gently push­
ing the chickens along inside the 
coop as it is moved, having prepared 
the bed of hay on the new place 
beforehand.

Unless a hen is a very valuable 
breeding fowl it does not pay to keep 
her after she is two years old. They 
should be marketed just before their 
second moulting.

PROPER FORMATION OF TREE 
HEADS IN MODERN ORCHARDS

H ow  to Prune to Get Best Results Both In Sbape and Q u ality  ol 
F r u it—Apples and Pears Now Headed Mucli Lower 

T b s n  F orm erly  to Guard A gainst A n y  
Loss b y  W ind Storm s.

(By L. C. CORBETT.)
Is forming the beads of orchard 

trees, they should be much closer to 
the ground than those of ornamental 
trees. Commercial orchards of ap­
ples and pears are now beaded much 
lower than formerly, three feet being 
a very common height for starting the 
head, while the beads of peach and 
plum trees are started even as low as 
18 or 20 inches from the ground.

The reason is that In certain lo­
calities where windstorms are fre­
quent, a low-headed tree Is less likely 
to be broken, and will lose a smaller 
proportion of fruit, and does not suffer 
so much from sun-scald, aa the low 
head servea to a certain extent as a 
'Oade for the body.

During the early years of both oma- 
nMUtal and fruit trees, they should 
be pruned vigorously, because they 
make much longer, natural growth 
during the first ten years, than later.

With pears and apples, the main 
body branches left at planting time 
Hhould not be more than eight inches 
long. At the close of the first season, 
when pruning time arrives, the growth 
ri that year should again be short-

I treee, these precautions are not so Im­
portant particularly In the after- 

j pruning. At the time of forming the 
I head, however, this Is very Important 

because these trees are much more

ened to at least one foot, and each 
of the main body branches should 
carry not to exceed three subdivisions 
about eight Inches long.

The same operation should be re­
peated the third year, but the num­
ber of branches carried by each sub- 
dlvlalon should be reduced to two.

The arrangement of these branches 
should be based upon the same prin­
ciple as the arrangement of the main 
body of the trees.

One additional precaution 1s neces­
sary with trees which have an up­
right or pyramidal tendency; the ter­
minal bud which Is Intended to form 
the leading branch from any primary 
branch, should be left on the outside 
rather than toward the center of the 
tree. By observing this precaution, 
the plant will have more tendency 
to spread.

On the other hand. If a tree haa a 
tendency to spread and It is des:.*able 
for any reaaon to prune it Into thn 
form of a pyramid, leave the terminal 
bud on the opposite or Inside of the 
branch.

With common peach trees, which 
are shorter-lived than apple or pear

liable to split down with heavy loads 
of fruit, than the apple and pear.

The general rule In the after-prun­
ing of the peach tree Is to shorten 
the yearly growth about one-half. Of 
course this Is not always necessary, 
particularly during seasons of heavy 
crop and sparse rainfall, when the 
natural growth of the plant Is very 
short.

Whenever the normal growth Is 
under eight Inches little additional 
pruning is necessary, but whenever It 
exceeds that amount, beading In will 
be advantageous. This serves the 
double purpose of preserving a com­
pact, symmetrical tree, and at the 

' same time reducing the annual crop 
j of fruit.

Thus, the fruit which Is allowed I  to remain on the tree receives A larger
