Lake Oil Company has two wells on
top of the sand with rigs and loca-
tions for several more. This field will
probably be rapidly developed as soon
as the big pipe line is completed, work
n which is being pushed as fast as
possible,

It is said that plans are on foot
for the drilling of several oil wells in
the northern Reeves county field.
One to be located near Orla, is report-
ed from sources regarded as well in-
formed. It has been contended by
geologists who have studied northern
Reeves County that west of Orla there
is every indication of a dome structure
partly obliterated by erosion, but nev-
ertheless, clearly manifest and that
wells drilled here may be expected to
bring in one of the most prolific pools
of Texas. Still other wells by Califor-
nia interest are expected to be under
way by the first of March. With
these encouraging reports, and the
Wheat well making rapid progress in-
terest in the oil developement in Re-
eves County is reviving. Many leases
are being filed which indicates faith
in the field.—Pecos Enterprise.
