The members of the Chamber of 
Commerce present at the meeting 
last night, enjoyed smokes, sand­
wiches and coffee at the conclusion 
of the business session lasting until 
9 p. m.

In accordance writh the annual 
custom in Artesia, a clean up week 
has been ordered commencing on 
April 20th and continuing until 
April 25th. The city truck will be 
in the service during the week and 
will gather up rubbish and tin cans 
from the residential premises pro­
vided the rubbish is put in a con­
tainer or a box at a convenient place 
iri or near the back alley. It is 
highly important that all necessary 
assistance be given the city and all 
rubbish be collected before the truck 
arrives at your premises. This ser­
vice is preformed free of charge by 
the city and all cooperation possible 
should be given during clean up 
week. Have your rubbish ready for 
the truck driver.

It is also important that .\rtesia 
be made clean from all unsanitary 
conditions which may exist during 
the summer. Living quarters in 
many places are crowded and it is 
an easy matter to start an epidemic. 
We arc'warned by the state health 
department that unless precautious 
measures are taken Artesia may 
have a siege of typhoid fever or a 
disease of similar nature. Fly time 
ia here and diseases can be easily 
spread by this means.

Twin Lakes 3 
Looks Like a 
Winner May 
Lead F ield
First Well to Make a Nat­

ural Flow While Being 
Drilled In— a Fine Sand 
Is Found; Two More Wells 
Near Sand.

A SMALL BLAZE

The fire department received two 
calls today to extinguish a small 
blaxe caught in the wall of the Ma­
jestic Airdome. Part of- the wooden 
wall was damaged.

Good fortune seems to be playing 
in the hands of the Twin Lakes Oil 
Co., a.s they are today completing 
their third well, 650 feet north of 
well No. 2, in the SW corner of Sec. 
28, Twp. 18, Range 28. From all re­
ports this well promises to lead the 
other producers of the field by a 
good margin. 32 feet of the finest 

I sand yet encountered has been found 
at approximately 2000 feet, only a 
few feet deeper than the sand found 
in the No. 2 well. Well No. 3, it 
is said, is the first well to make a 
natural head while being drilled in. 
Oil shot about half way up the der­
rick yesterday. Arrangements are 
under way to shoot the well today. 
It is understood a smaller shot will 
be run than that used in the other 
producers, probably 80 quarts.

The Gilliland well in the SW ^ of 
the NE% of Sec. 29, Twp. 18, Range 
28, may he the next producer 
drilled in, finding the second sand. 
Eight feet of sand was found at 
1975 feet. Oil rose 1200 feet in the 
hole after passing through the 
eight feet of sand found. Drilling 
is now in progress in the lime be­
lieved to be between the two sands.

The California No. 1, A. R. Good- 
ale permit, in the SW of the SE'>4 
of Sec. 30, Twp. 18, Range 28, is 
looking favorable for a producer. 
Six feet of sand was found at 2045 
feet giving o ff considerable gas. 
The log of this well thus far has 
checked with the general formation 
of the other producers and the 
driliJ'TS hope to pick up the sand 
found in other wells around 2000 
feet. Much interest is centered in 
it’s drilling progress as it will mean 
the opening up of a new territory 
and it has been predicted that should 
a producer be found, it will cause the

There ha* been no further spread 
of smallpox reported to the bureau, 
so far. A vaccination campaign has 
lieen conducted in Chaves and Ed<ly 
Counties and in part of I>ea County, 
that should bring results.

It has been the experience of many 
communities that have passe<l 
through a period of sudden expan­
sion, due to commercial or industrial 
developments, such as an oil boom, 
that epidemic diseases were likely 
to make their appearance and spread 
with considerable rapidity. This is 
almost inevitable, unless the local 
health authorities are continuously 
on the alert. The reason lies plainly

C o a ts  That Reveal

The uutstandini; feature of crop 
conditions in New Mexico, as report­
ed to the bureau of agricultural 
economics by the crop correspon­
dents, is the unsatisfactory condition 
of winter wheat following an ex­
tremely dry winter and spring. 
The acreage sown last fall was es­
timated at 128,000, compared to
122.000 in the fall of 1923. The 
condition of this wheat on April 1, 
was reported at only 56 per cent of 
normal, compared to 97 per cent on 
the same date last year. Upon the 
assumption of average abandonment 
and influences on the crop to harvest, 
the present condition of the crop 
forecasts a production of 1,434,000 
bushels, compared to 1,650,000 
bushels last sea.son. If rains do not
on>e in the wheat section during 

.\pril the abandonment will be largo, 
ill tact much has al/oady been blown 
out by winds. For the United States 
a condition on April 1, of 68.7 per 
cent, forecasts a production of 471,- 
S.’iS.OOO bushels, compared with 690,-
037.00 bushels last year.

The production of rye in the 
United States is forecasted at Gl, 
<’32,0000 bushels, compared with
63.446.000 in 1924. New Mexico 
produces very little rye.

Pastures in New Mexico reported 
in 65 per cent of normal condition, 
while on this date last year, the 
condition was 82 per cent. For the 
United States, pastures were 85.5 
per tent of a normal condition.

The Western Union Telegraph Co. 
is also an increased business a- n 
result of the oil activity. A con 
siderable gain even over last month’s 
business is shown, representing the 
greatest gain over a like periotl ever 
established by the .Artesia office. 
In fact business transactions here 
seem to be racing to smash all pre­
vious records and the rapid gain 
in the office receipts of the Western 
Union pretty well lines up with 
other business establishments en­
joying an unusual period at this 
time.

Union paid the Artesia office a call 
last week. Mes.«rs. Ince and Cowan 
who were on an inspection tour of 
this division, expressed pleasure at 
the present business outlo.ok here.

It niight also be added that the 
local office enjoys a rather unusual 
distinction in having the youngest 
manager with an office force the 
size of the Artesia office than any 
ether office in the division. (

Granville Beavers, proprietor of 
the Beavers .Auto Wrecking Com­
pany was found dead in his bed 
early Friday morning. Death was 
apparently caused from heart fail­
ure. Mr. Beavers had been indis­
posed for some time, but wa.s 
thought to have been feeling as well 
as usual on the morning of his death.

Some few months ago he 
purchased u stand west of Allison’s 
store and run an auto wrecking 
station.

The body wa.s shipped to Clovis, 
the former home of Mr. Beavers and 
burial was made in the local cem­
etery Sunday. Mrs. Searly, sister 
of Mr. Beavers, accompanied the 
body to Clovis.

Mrs. Nancy Harris, a pioneer res­
ident of the Artesia community, 
died at the Harris home Monday 
morning about 10 o’clock. Her 
death came as a result of old age, 
although she had been suffering 
from infirmities for the past four 
or five years and had been confined 
to her bed during this time.

.Mrs. Harris came to Artesia from 
Gainsville, Texas in 1903 with her 
children and husband, who passed 
to his reward some ten or twelve 
year.- ago. Since the death of her 
husband she has made her home 
principally with her sons, who live 
here. She returned last fall from 
('alifornin and Arizona and remained 
in .\rte>ia until her death.

Funeral services were held at the
