SHOWINGS FOUND IN
THE W. C. WELLS’ WELL
'WILL ATTRACT OIL MEN

The greatest extension to the lo-
|cal field was registered last Thurs-
day when the W. C. Wells No. 1
test in the center of Sec. 19, Twp.
20, Range 30 picked up a shallow
sand at a depth of 1640 feet. Lo-
almost fifteen miles southeast
!of the present producing area the
| Wells wildeat attracted little atten-
| tion although a nice showing of gas
{was obtained at 1490 feet. Acreage
that could have been purchased at
a reasonable price around the test
was apparently overlooked by the
local buyers as very little changed
hands until the striking of the pay.
The striking of the pay, however,
changed conditions rapidly, hundreds
of acres outside of the Wells block
being purchased within the twenty-
four hours following the report that
the hole was standing 500 feet in
fluid. None of the Wells acreage has
been sold according to‘the latest re-
yort.

; With the bit only six feet in the
sand, no estimate can be made of
the size of the well. The oil appears
to be about 16 gravity and high
in lubricating contents, closely re-
sembling the crude of the coastal
fields of Texas. Tanks will be
erected immediately on the lease.

JOHN A, BECKETT, A

IN ARTESIA THURSDAY

Came To New Mexico In
1884, Settling At Old Sev-
en Rivers—Made A Mast-
er Mason In 1866—Buried
At Hope.

Another old timer has gone. In
recording the principa: events «f the
life of John Allen Beckett. who died
at the home of his son, I1. C. Beck-
ett at Artesia last Thursday after-
noon at 3:30, it may be said that
Mr. Beckett was one of the few
pioneers remaining in the Valley,
who was so closely identified with the
early history of this section. Coming
to the old town of Seven Rivers at
an early date, Mr. Beckett played
an important part in the rapid
trend of developments, which has
made Artesia and the surrounding
country what it is today. An inter-

BATTLE ON INSECTS

In some sections, frult growers find
that the San Jose scale has been In-
creasing in abunduance, during the past
few years, In spite of regular appll-
catlons of the standard lme-sulphur
spray. Many of these growers have |
resorted to the use of oll sprays tu:
secure a thorough cleanup of San Jose
scale, points out Dr. F. H. Lathrop,
chief entomologist at Clemson col-
lege, In discussing the control of this
scale disease.

Oll sprays are more effective for
the destruction of scale Insects than
Is lime-sulphur, but unfortunately,
there Is greater danger of Injury to
the trees when an oll spray Is used, |
and the oll seems to have less fun
gleldal value.

The average license fee per mile of
motorists in this country is one-fifth of

| Origin of Arabian
Horse Never Traced

The early history of the Arablan
horse Is shrouded in that lmpenetrable
vell beyond which investigators have
been unable to discover a satisfactory
path to knowledge.

Recognizing the thoroughbred as a
tixed type of highest quality, resulting
from painstaking and careful mating
to obtalu particular results, many stu-
dents are agreed that the Arablan
might have been originated and per-
petunted in the same way, says the
Natlonal Geographic
the other hand, the Arablan and the
Barb of northern Africa are so allke,
and yet so distinct in every possible
wuay from the ancient horses of the
steppes und of the European areas,
that wdmlrers of the Arablan and Barb
are unwilling to assign them to any
but a distinct classification of thelr
own,

There have been many hundreds of
books written on the horse. A life-
time devoted to the study has brought
the conviction that a large majority
of these writings, as far as examined
by me, contained lrtle original mat-
ter, and that those which may be re-
gurded as authoritative must be con-
sidered In the broad light of recorded
history and of scientific discoveries in

!

order to assign a correct value to
their conclusions.

The preponderance of evidence
favors the belief that the Arablan

horses were obtained through Egypt,
from Libyan tribes of northern Africa,
and that by long and careful mating
the superior type of Arabian horse

has Dbeen malintained through many
centuries.

Tree Toad Changes Color

The tree frogs form
the connecting link between the true
frogs and toads. They live chiefly in
trees which they climb by means of
their claw-shaped toes. They are small
and are more active and brighter in
color than true frogs.

Even though these crea-
tures llve in trees they return to the
water to lay thelir eggs. The hind legs
are long as In ordinary frogs, but
sipce they jJump very little if at all
the muscles of these llmbs are slight-
ly developed.—Pathfinder Magazine,

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POVLTRY

PURE BRED POULTRY
MOST PROFITABLE

It Is often sald that pure bred flocks
are more profitable than mongrels and
there Is every reason to belleve that
they are; but there 18 one provision
that must be taken into conslderation;
namely, pure bred poultry must be
better cared for than are mongrels.
Those who do not Intend to care for
pure breds properly should stiek to
mongrels, but given care and attentlon
pure breds will repay doubly for It as
compared with the mongrels.

There are reasons, says D, H. Hall,
extension poultry husbandman of
Clemson college.

Pure bred poultry will produce a
uniform produet and will bring a
higher price. The eggs from pure
breds are uniform In size, shape and
color. When eggs from pure breds
do vary the varlation Is considerably
less than from mongrels

Pure breds are faster growers and
when grown produce a wore uniform
flock. There 8 not a better advertise-
ment for a farm than a flock of pure
bred chickens, They will attract more
attention than any other form of live
stock.

Pure breds will also lay more eggs
if properly handled. This has been
proved beyond all doubt by wvarlous
experiment staticns,

Pure bred poultry is also more eco
nomical with feed consumption. They
lay more eggs, hence they pay wmore
for thelr feed and give a higher profit

Pure bred stock and eggs can be
sold for breeding purposes. This will
be a good source of Income for the
pure bred breeder. Mongrels and
mongrel eggs can be sold only for mar
ket prices.

Pure breds can be exhibited In
poultry shows and thus compete for
prizes. There Is nothing llke a blue
ribbon from a poultry show., Mongrels
eannot be placed In a show for prizes

Pure breds wlill create Interest In
poultry. Who (s the enthusiast about
poultry In any community? Why, the
farmer with the pure bred, of course
Why are you not enthusiastic about
your poultry? If you have mongrels
that may be the reason. Get pure
breds and be proud of them

Dubbing Used to Avoid
Injury to Hen’s Comb

Dubbing to prevent freezing und suf
fering due to frozen combs has bheen
practiced very successfully In the Pur
due university poultry flocks. Freez-
Ing results in much suffering of the
birds and consequently loss In fertility
of eggs and hatehing results. Dubbing
s not new but a remedy breeders of
fighting birds have always practiced
to prevent Injuring of combs and to
conserve vigor of the males

The operation Is extremely
and a sharp razor Is used first to cut
off the wattles and later to remove
the coml starting at the front end
The wattles are cut quite close and the
comb reasonably close to the head
The blood will flow freely but If a body
fluff feather is held over cut part of
the comb coagulation will soon take
place and the bleeding cease. Seldom
do the birds suffer from the operation
and free bleeding should cause no
worry. A treated bird should not
be placed In an extremely cold room
until the wound has healed nor should
they be placed together.

It is well not to practice the opera-
tion until after the birds have been se
lected for the breeding pen In order to
permit normal appearance of the head
to be a guide In making selectlons

simple

Hen’s ®rinking Water

Preparations advertised as being ef-
fective In ridding hens of lice simply
by placing the preparation In the
drinking water or In the feed are not
generally to be recommended for this
purpose. Such materlal in the drink-
Ing water will cause the hens to drink
only a llmited amount of water and, as
a consequence, egg production will be
reduced, advises J. H. McAdams, ex-
tension poultryman, Kansas State Ag-
ricultural college.

The sure method for killing lice at
this time of year 1s to dust the hens
thoroughly with sodlum fluoride, using
the pinch method. Or blue olntment
may be used, mixed half and half with
vaseline and applying a circle of the
ointment around the vent, says Mc-
Adams.

Use Well-Shaped Eggs

In selecting eggs to place In an In-
cubator only average-sized well-shaped
eggs should be used, as extremely large
or small eggs, or eggs that do not con-
form to normal shape, will hatch a low
percentage of chicks of {rregular slze.
Do not delay the starting of the Incu-
bator for the first hatching beyond
April 1, as the possibllities for profit
are much greater with early-hatched
chicks than with later ones. The early
pullets are the ones that will be fall
and winter layers.

For Setting a Hen

For a sitting hen choose one of
medium welght such as are found In
the American or English breeds. Make
the nest at least six Inches deep and
sixteen Inches square. For a nesting
choose something Ilke oat
straw, wheat straw, or hay. Make the
nest so that the eggs will roll apart
readily when the hen steps upon them,
but not so flat but that they will roll
together of their own accord when the
hen leaves the nest. Choose a cool
place, set from 11 to 15 eggs.

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0L POSSIBILITIES
AS SEEN IN NEW
MEXICO AND UTAH

Editor's note: In a recent is-
sue of the Oil and Gas Journal, we
find a rather interesting discussion
of the oil possibilities of New Mexi-

co and Utah. The article was writ- ™

ten by the editor, James MecIntyre,
widely known as one of the ablest

authorities on the production of -

crude oil within the United States.

It was thought, a few years ago
that when all the great structures in
the Eastern fields, the Mid-Conti-
nent and California had been de-
veloped and the oil industry was
forced to seek new areas to maintain
production the Rocky Mountain re-
gion would supply enough crude oil
to take the place of the declining
fields in other parts of the United
States. Wyoming and Montana es-
pecially held out great promise, while
Colorado, New Mexico and Utah
were confidently expected to take a
prominent part in the business of
supplying the world with oil,

Thus far Wyoming has been far
in advance of the other states named
as an oil region. The Salt Cree}
Field, opened in 1911, its first pro-
duction record having been in Aug-
ust of that year), had produced up to
the end of 1924 a total of 137,789.-
592 bbls., a record that placed it in
the class of Glenn Pool, Cushing.
Burbank and Tonkawa, in Oklahoma;
Burkburnett, in Texas; Bradford, in
Pennsylvania, and other big fields
of high grade oil, but Salt Creek
has been the only field in all the
Rocky Mountains which ranked
among the leaders, and there is no
other field in that region which gives
promise of producing anywhere near
the quantity of oil that Salt Creek
has done.

Very few light oil possibilities
not now definitely known, are left
in Wyoming. It is expected that
most of the wildeats in the future
will be tests of the black oil series.
Salt Creek has possibilities for big
production in the deep horizons
known to produce oil which deep
store-houses are being held back
until such time as needs require
their development.

New Mexico Has a Future.

The State of New Mexico is grad-
ually coming to the front as one of
the major oil producing states of
the Rocky Mountain region. At
present there are four separate oil
fields in that state: The Seven Lakes
Field in McKinley County; the Rat-
tlesnake Pool and Hogback Pool, in
San Juan County and the Artesia
Field in Eddy County. The first three
fields named are located in the ex-
treme northwestern part of the
state, while the Artesia Field is lo
cated in the extreme southeastern
part,

The first producing oil area in the
state was the Seven Lakes Field in
McKinley County. Most of the pro-
duction was developed in Section
18-18n-10w. The oil came from a
very shallow sand and the daily pro-
duction was always small. No pipe
line was ever built into the field and
all the oil was trucked in tank
wagons and sold as fuel in the im
mediate vicinity.

.

The Artesia Field in Eddy County
is the most promising field in New
Mexico. The center of the thus far
producing area is located about 18
miles north of Carlsbad, and in Sec-
tion 28, 29, and 32, in Townships
18-28. Up to this time the pro-
ducing wells have varied in initial
production from less than 25 bbls. to
300 bbls. The oil is found in a
sandy lime formation at a depth of
about 2,000 feet, but there is a sand
about 435 feet in depth that has
shown small production. Ideal
drilling conditions prevail in that
field and no water troubles are en-
countered while only two strings of
casing are needed to complete the
wells, The oil is of a greenish color
and tests 38 gravity. The Artesia
Field is moving out.

* w * - K * * 4 e * -
Will Cover Large Area.

The Artesia Field is expected to
cover a very large area. While now
and then a comparatively large ini-
tial producer may be expected in the
field, most of the completions are
expected to be small and the well
to decline rapidly in output. The
logs of all of the wells in the feld
are easily correlated and show a
