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Ev e r y  l i t t l e  g i r l 
deserves to be a princess. 
However, for some little 
girls, the dream is delayed 
somewhat.

Such was the case 
for Jayci Nickels —  the 
daughter of Guy and 
Kimberly Nickels — who 
at the tender age of 14 
months was diagnosed 
with a life-threatening 
form of cancer called 
Neuroblastoma.

In her description of 

her daughter’s illness, 
K i m b e r ly  s a id  t h e 
mass growing behind 
Jayci’s right lung was 
so large it kept the lung 
f rom in f lat ing ,  and 
was pushing her heart, 
esophagus and trachea to 
the side. The operation of 
Jayci’s left lung was also 
diminished.

Kimberly talked about 
how her daughter went 
into cardiac arrest at one 
point during her hospital 
stay, and told of the time 
her physician walked 

into the hospital room 
and said, “The time for 
medicine is over… now is 
the time for miracles.”

The family began to 
pray, joined in by friends, 
and area communities. 
K i m b e r l y  r e c a l l e d 
especially how the people 
of Muleshoe gave during 
a benefit held for Jayci, 
and how touched they 
were by the community 
effort.

…And Jayci got better. 
Her chemotherapy was 
shrinking the tumor, 

and the cardiac arrest 
Jayci experienced when 
she was accidentally 
d e i n t u b a t e d  h a d 
apparently left no brain 
damage in its wake.

“We knew her only 
h o p e  wa s  p raye r,” 
K i m b e r l y  w r o t e 
following the terrible 
ordeal. “We called on 
our family, friends and 
even strangers to serve as 
prayer warriors to help 
our baby girl win this 
battle.”

The Muleshoe Area 
Hospital District’s board 
of directors approved a 
contract to renovate part 
of its critical access rooms 
for a geriatric behavioral 
unit during a special 
meeting Friday, but is 
also faced with changing 
the district’s fiscal year as 
part of the effort to put 
the unit into use.

At  Fr iday ’s  no on 
meet i ng ,  t he  boa rd 
members approved a 
$176,500 bid received from 
Lueras Construction, 
with an $11,000 option 
for air conditioning duct 
work.

Only two bids were 
received on the project, 
the second being from 
Minnix Commercial of 
Lubbock at $322,800 for 
the base bid and $11,000 
for the duct work.

However, the bidding 
company’s proposed start 
and completion dates 
were also important in the 
hospital board’s decision, 
as the work would have 
to be completed before 
the district’s Oct. 1, 2009, 
fiscal year for the facility 
to receive Medicare 
dollars.

If the project wasn’t 
open for business by 
Oct. 1, Jason Anglin, the 
MAHD chief executive 
officer, explained the 
hospital wouldn’t be 
able to receive Medicare 
reimbursement for the 
unit’s in-house patients 
until the following fiscal 
year.

The solution… request 
Medicare to allow the 
hospital district to change 
its fiscal year, possibly to 
the calendar year.

Lueras Construction 

projected an Aug. 10 
starting date, and an Oct. 
16 completion date.

Minnix Commercial 
projected an Aug. 15 
starting date, and a Nov. 
25 completion date.

While changing the 
fiscal date, if allowed by 
Medicare officials, could 
allow for the opening of 
the behavioral clinic in 
2009, it was pointed out 
the action would require 
a second cost report to be 
prepared by the hospital 
district’s auditors, which 
was descr ibed as  a 

•  Noted  t hat  t he 
district’s effective tax 
rate for the upcoming 
fiscal year is .3884 cents 
per hundred dollars of 
valuation. The board 
members set the proposed 
tax rate at .40 cents, the 
district’s existing rate 
cap, which will require 
the board to conduct 
two public hearings.

Muleshoe High School received black mark for Pep completion rate

T h e  M u l e s h o e 
Independent  School 
District has had a great 
year academically, but 
you wouldn’t know it if 
you listen to the Texas 
Education Agency, which 
recent ly slapped an 

“unacceptable” label on 
its campus at Pep.

Although the school 
district improved its  
Texas Assessment of 
Knowledge and Skills 
(TAKS) scores for the 
2008-09 school year from 
20 to 41 percent, — in 
every grade, subject and 

sub-population — the 
district’s “completion 
rate” at the Pep alternative 
campus for the 2007-08 
school year has placed 
the district on dangerous 
ground.

Accord i ng  to  t he 
Texas Education Agency, 
Dillman and DeShazo 

Elementary received 
“recognized” ratings, 
while Watson Junior 
High and Muleshoe 
High School received 
“acceptable” ratings. 
However, the ratings at 
the PEP campus directly 
affects the main high 
school campus also.

Dr. Gene Sheets, the 
MISD superintendent, 
explained Tuesday that 
while the state looks 
at the most recent year 
i n  de t e r m i n i ng  i t s 
accountability rate, the 
numbers determining 
the completion rate are 
from the previous school 

year. That means a school 
district’s accountability 
rate for next year can 
actually be affected by 
the decision of a few 
students two years ago.

“They try to be fair, 
in case the student who 
dropped out returns,”

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Sheets said.
If too many students 

start their freshman year, 
but fail to complete their 
four years of high school, 
their decision to drop out 
can seriously impact the 
school district, Sheets 
said.

Apparently, after three 
years of unacceptable 
ratings, the state can 
take direct control of 
the district, and with 
a fourth unacceptable 
rating the state can close 
down the school district, 

Sheets said.
“This can get serious 

in a hurry,” he said.
In the case of the 

MISD Pep campus, it 
is thought the decision 
of two students to drop 
out is what resulted 
in t he academical ly 
unacceptable rat ing. 
That’s two too many. In 
all, the district reported 
10 dropouts, according to 
TEA records, a figure the 
superintendent says may 
be incorrect.

The dist r ic t  plans 

to appeal the recently 
released rating, and is 
currently attempting to 
verify the numbers.

“We think we have a 
very good case,” Sheets 
said. If a student left the 
district and moved to 
another school district 
without informing MISD 
officials, it is possible 
for  t he  nu mbers  to 
become skewed, Sheets 
explained.

S t i l l ,  t h e 
superintendent admits 
the district has “too low 

of a completion rate.” 
“We’re t rying to do 
something about it,” he 
said.

In response to the 
recent rating, the school 
district will have to 
prepare a written plan to 
address the problem for 
state approval. It means 
school district officials 
and faculty will have to 
work harder, but even 
that doesn’t necessarily 
mean the problem will 
be resolved.

At least a port ion 

of the problem can be 
attributed to a conflict in 
state law and education 
regulations. While state 
law says a student may 
legally decide not to attend 
school after reaching 
the age of 17, the state’s 
education regulations 
require completion of 
high school.

I n  o t h e r  w o r d s , 
Muleshoe’s school district 
is being penalized for the 
actions of students who 
legally aren’t required 
to attend school… a hard 
pill for any school district 
to swallow.

In many instances, the 
student may decide to 
quit due to pregnancy 
or the birth of a child, or 
the need to help support 

t hei r  fami ly dur ing 
tough economic times, 
Sheets said, or maybe the 
student gets so far behind 
in his or her course work 
that the student reaches a 
decision not to continue.

It’s a serious problem, 
the superintendent said, 
and it’s a decision the 
entire school district is 
going to have to work 
on.

Still, even with the 
recent news, Sheets wants 
to remind the students, 
faculty and parents of 
MISD that last school 
year was full of academic 
success.

“I’m proud of what our 
teachers and students 
d id  la s t  yea r,”  t he 
superintendent said.

In the fading twilight of life… Part 7
Where there is two sets 

of children: it might be 
a couple, each of whom 
has had a  prev ious 
relationship, marriage, 
or otherwise.

And each one has had 
one or more children 
of that relationship. But 
now they are married to 
each other, they relate 
well and work together 
good.

They have made money 
and created a nice estate. 
I’m sure we all know 
of families like that for 
they exist in almost every 
community.

Now and then we see 
one that, not only has 
children of their own, 
but they have children 
bet ween t he t wo of 
them. 

In a case of that kind 
we speak of three sets 
of children, and that, 
I would say, holds the 
potential for a bit of 
confusion — in the event 
one of them should die.

So I do believe that, 
in a situation like that, 
they should all sit down 
together and work out 
an agreement as to the 
division of his interest 

in their property — and 
do so now, before hand 
while they can have a 
mind to do it.

R e m e m b e r ,  t h e 
deceased’s half interest 
goes to his children, and 
in the final analysis, the 
property will have to be 
divided. And either they 
do it or the court will.

My older brother told 
me of a situation that 
was even more mixed up 
than this.

He spoke of “an old 
country couple that 
didn’t know much.” And 
he said they got married. 
He already had a baby 
girl, and soon after the 
marriage they had a little 
boy.

“Well,” so he said, “ 
time went on, and as the 
children grew up they 
fell in love and wanted to 
get married. They spoke 
to their father about it, 
but he told them. “You 
can’t do that. You are too 
close kin. It won’t work. 
You can’t marry each 
other.”

But that didn’t settle 
it. They still wanted to 
get married. So the boy 
spoke to his mother 

about it — how he loved 
the girl and still wanted 
to marry her. So his 
mother told him, “If you 
want to marry that girl 
you go ahead and marry 
her. That man ain’t your 
Daddy no how.”

Of course he told that 
for a joke, but I don’t doubt 
situations like that might 
exist, in which event they 
would definitely need an 
attorney to help decide 
who gets what, and why, 
if one of them should 
pass away.

But, as I’ve said before, 
I think, in most cases, it’s 
best for people to employ 
an attorney to assist them 
and guide them in their 
time of need.

In the law of descent 
and distribution the first 
in line to inherit from 
either parent is a child 
or children. That must be 
respected, “for that’s the 
law.” And they inherit 
equally, share and share 
alike.

But that wasn’t true 
under the Old Testament. 
For the ancient and 
outmoded law of Moses 
provided that the first or 
oldest child was the first 
in line to inherit. 

Thus the promises 
and blessings that God 
made to Abraham passed 
down to Isaac, his first 
born son, and from Isaac 
to Easu, the first born of 
Isaac, and the oldest of 
twins born to Isaac and 
Rebekah.

Now we know how 
that Jacob, the younger 
of the twins cheated Esau 
out of his inheritance — 
the birthright.

A birthright is not a 
matter of grace, Esau had 
a right to that inheritance. 
What was the inheritance? 
It was the entire Land of 
Canaan, approximately 
11,500 square miles of 
some of the finest land on 
earth. He sold it to Jacob 
for a mess of potage.

And the blessing? It 

was a matter of grace, of 
spiritual nature. And it 
was bestowed on Jacob 
by Isaac, the father of the 
twins. Here it is:

God give thee of the 
dew of heaven, and the 
fatness of the earth, 
and plenty of corn and 
wine.”

“Let people serve thee 
and nations bow down 
to thee; be Lord over 
thy brethern and let thy 
mother’s sons bow down 
to thee. Curseth be every 
one that curseth thee, 

and blesseth be he that 
blesseth thee.”

That, as you know, is 
a development of some 
of the promises God 
had made to Abraham 
approximately 160 years 
before then.

So, as we view them 
today, it is easy to see 
that we have access to 
the better one — the 
New Covenant. And, 
in these United States, 
we have the freedom to 
enjoy it. Shall we keep it 
that way?

‘Bargain’ gambles with Texans’ health care
An intense debate on 

how to reform our health 
care system is unfolding 
in the nation’s Capitol.

It is important that 
Texans be aware of the 
devastating impact the 
proposed reforms could 
have on hospital systems 
throughout our state for 
both rural and big city 
hospitals.

 Imagine a patient goes 
to the hospital for surgery 
to have a stent placed in 
his heart. Once there, he 
is told that the surgery 
will not occur unless he 
first donates a kidney.

As shocking as this 
scenario is, it is not unlike 
the position many of 
Texas’ hospitals will be 
placed in if the Obama 
Administration has its 
way.

R e c e n t l y ,  t h e 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n 
announced that it struck 
a bargain to pay for 
health care reform, in 
part, by slashing federal 
r e i m b u r s e me nt s  t o 
hospitals.

Wit hout quest ion, 
Texans want to see health 
care reform legislation 
enacted to improve access 
to health insurance and 
restrain runaway health 
care costs, but many of 
our hospitals are already 
on life support.

S i p h o n i n g  t h e i r 
f u n d i n g  wo u l d  b e 
d i s a s t r o u s  f o r  t h e 
millions of patients who 
rely on these facilities 
for care each year, and it 
could sink the hospitals 
to new and dangerous 
fiscal lows.

 Our hospitals currently 
bear the financial burden 

of having to keep pace 
w i t h  i n c r e a s i n g l y 
expensive technological 
a d v a n c e m e n t s ; 
meanwhile, their federal 
reimbursements  are 
shrinking at an alarming 
pace.

F u r t h e r ,  m a n y 
hospitals are required 
to provide millions of 
dollars in uncompensated 
care to Texas’ 6 million 
uninsured residents.

Despite this untenable 
financial dilemma facing 
our hospitals, the Obama 
Administration expects 
them to take further 
cuts in reimbursements 
on the hopes that the 
proposed government-
run insurance provider 
would eventually lessen 
the number of Americans 
w i t h o u t  i n s u r a n c e 
coverage.

I n  s h o r t ,  t h e 
administration asked for 
an upfront investment by 
the hospitals and offered 
an IOU in return.

B u t  w h a t  t h e 
administration is calling 
a “bargain” is actually a 
gamble with very high 
stakes — the health of 
entire communities. They 
are essentially gambling 

away health care access 
to achieve health care 
coverage.

  T h e i r  s o - c a l l e d 
“bargain” ignores the 
unique challenges facing 
rural hospitals, which 
due to the low number 
of  pat ients,  operate 
with little to no profit 
margin.

L o w e r i n g  t h e s e 
hospitals’ badly needed 
federal reimbursements 
could result in reduced 
services, or even worse, 
the closure of entire 
facilities.

Even the head of the 
Texas Organization of 
Rural & Community 
H o s p i t a l s ,  D a v i d 
Pearson, recently said, 
“Significant cutbacks for 
many of these hospitals 
could jeopardize access 
to health care in rural 

Texas.”
  A n o t h e r  c o s t l y 

problem that has been 
entirely ignored by the 
Obama Administration is 
the uncompensated care 
Texas hospitals provide 
to illegal immigrants 
each year.  

Last year, 6,540 visits 
f rom undocumented 
immigrants cost Parkland 
Hospital System in Dallas 
$7 million, and Memorial 
Hermann in Houston 
incurred over $4 million 
in cost for their care.

I have consistently 
championed federa l 
efforts to offset these 
costs to hospitals and to 
prevent local property 
taxpayers from having to 
shoulder the burden. 

However, the program 
has expired and the

ad m i n ist rat ion  a nd 
the Majority Leaders 
in Congress refuse to 
address this problem 
in health care reform. It 
will be impossible for 
some hospitals in Texas 
to remain operational if 
they are asked to carry 
an even heavier financial 
burden. 

  Patients should also 
be concerned that the 
cost of these proposed 
reimbursement cuts may 
actually be transferred 
to them.

Hospita ls  may be 
forced to pass on these 
cuts to patients with 
p r i v a t e  i n s u r a n c e , 
ultimately resulting in 
even higher premiums.  
A shrinking hospital 
budget must be filled in 
some way if the hospital 
is going to survive. 

If our hospitals are 
placed in such peril that 
they can no longer afford 
to keep their doors open, 
who do you think will 
have to rescue them? 
Ultimately, this proposal 
leads us one step closer to 

a government takeover of 
the health care system.
