DIES IN HOSPITAL AT
SAN ANGELO TUESDAY

Lee DeAutremont, age about 22
years, a former resident of Lake-
wood, died in a hospital at San An-
gelo, Texas, Tuesday morning as a
result of a bullet wound received at
Crossett, Texas, Friday afternoon
at a late hour, Details surrounding
the tragedy are not fully known,
however, it is understood that the
shooting was accidental.

Friday by President Coolidge, killing

the last hope of general farm legisla-
on at this session of congress,

The president found the bill ob-

opinion by the attorney-general hold-
ing that the measure also was un-
constitutional on several counts.

It was asserted by the chief exe-
cutive that the bill's equalization fee
on cotton, corn, wheat, rice, hogs and
tobacco amounted to discrimination

The president said in a special
message to the senate that he had
declined to approve the bill because

“The bill singles out a few pro-
ducts, chiefly sectional,” he said,
“and proposes to raise the prices of
those regardless of the fact that
thousands of other farmers would be
directly penalized.”

Upholding the findings of the cir-

cuit court, the supreme court, in an |19
~ unanimous decision, held that theue“f-_‘
leases not only were illegal, but were | <<

obtained by “fraud and corruption.”

‘Lhe victory was sweeping for the
government, confirming in every de-
position taken by special
counsel appointed after a senate com-
mittee had completed an investiga-
tion of the naval oil reserves.

The opinion, delivered by Justice
Butler, held that it was the estab-
lished policy of congress and of
(the government to maintain the re-
serve of fuel supply of the navy
under ground and that the general
leasing act of 1920 carried no au-
thority for leasing the naval oil re-
seves,

lhe court sustained the circuit
court in Califorina in cancelling the

leases and contracts and reterred
Doheny to congress for any relief
he may consider himself entitled to

for the expenditure of more than
$100,000,000 in the erection of stor-
age tanks at Pearl Harbor, Hawaii,
under his contracts, and for fuel oil
placed in them as well as for im-
provement work upon the reserve,

Throughout the decision the court
referred by way of emphasis to the
fraud and corruption marking the
transactions, although a jury in the
Distriet of Columbia supreme court
last December held that there was
nothing criminal in the relations be-
tween Fall and Doheny.
