COTTON FORECAST OF
NOVEMBER 13T GIVEN
AT 12,842,000 BALES

Market Declines About $9
A Bale When Report Is
Given Out—A Yield of
151.2 Pounds Per Acre Is
Indicated.

A total cotton production of 12,
842,000 bales is indicated by the
government forecast received here
yesterday morning. This report rep-
resents an increase of 164,000 bales
over the forecast given out on Oec-
tober 8th, which gave the condition
as 54.2 per cent normal and an av-
erage yield of 149.3 pounds per acre.
The report given out yesterday in-
dicates an average yield of 151
pounds per acre. A year ago the
forecast of approximately this date
was 17,918,000 bales.

Total ginnings were given yester-
day at 9,925,795 bales.

The New York market opened yes-
terday at 20.98¢ and declined to
19.57¢ when the report was received.
The decline was 141 points or ap-
‘proximately $9.00 per bale.

WASHINGTON-—A cotton crop of
12,842,000 equivalent 500 pound
bales this year is indicated by re-
ports to the department of agricul-
ture as of November 1.

He
lived a consistent Christian life and
manifested the Christ like spirit
through all his sufferings, and was
kind and loving to all his friends
and loved ones and will not doubt
be standing at the gates of pearl,
robed in Heavenly attire, ready to
welcome his loved ones and friends
as they shall seek to enter in
through the gates into that eternal
city.

New England, with a death list of
at least 150, was digging itself out
Monday from the wreckage left by
the floods of the last few days. The
water was receding except in Con-
necticut.

There was a food shortage in
some Vermont communities and ef-
forts were being made to relieve
this with supplies sent by airplanes.
A plane landed food and medical
supplies in Montpelier.

Much attention was devoted to the
prevention of disease in the flooded
areas. Basements were being clear-
ed of mud and water-soaked rubbish,
residents were warned to boil their
drinking water and premises were
being disinfected.

Railroad service had been restored

$5,200,000 TO BE SPENT

THIS YEAR ON ROADS

By the close of the year $5,200,-
000 will have been spent-on con-
struction and maintenance of roads
in New Mexico for 1927, highway
department officials said Tuesday.

Maintenance of roads
alone costs approximately $1,000,000
a year. -

The state is now preparing specifi-
cations on approximately $3,000,000
worth of proposed construction of
which more than $500,000 will be let
early in the year, it was said. This
is made possible by $500,000 in de-
bentures already sold and $750,000
additional to be sold November 22.

The first construction contracts
will be let on roads in the southern
part of the state where weather will
permit early work, it was said.

Since the
preservation of cider is not difficult
nor expensive, there is no

Pasteurization is the most ap-
proved method for the preservation

of sweet cider. It is used almost
ex_clusxvely on commercial fruit ‘
Juices. If the cider is to be pas- |

teurized in the containers (preferably
glass bottles or earthenware jugs)
pour the fresh cider into the clean |
containers until almost full and seal
or stopper. Heat in a bath of water
at 160 degrees to 165 degrees F. for |
20 minutes after the cider has reach-
ed that temperature. The containers |
should then be cooled somewhat, the |
covers examined to see that they are
air tight (stoppers can be covered |
with melted paraffin or wax) and!
the containers finally stored in a cool |
place,

If cider is not to be pasteurized in |
the final container, it may be heated
with continuous stirring until it
reaches 180 degrees F. and then
poured into the final containers. The
containers and covers must be steril-
ized by boiling in water just before
use. ‘These containers should be al- |
most completely filled with hot cider |

and sealed and stred as mentined |
above.
Cider may also be preserved by |

the addition of benzoate of soda at
the rate of 1.25 oz. per ten gallons. |
I'his chemical should be thoroly
mixed thru the sweet cider. The!
cider should be preserved in full con-
tainers, tightly closed so as to pre-
vent access of air, and stored in a |
cool place. Where cider is sold in|
this state a label should be placed |
on the container stating that the pro- |
duct is preserved with benzoate of
soda (not over 0.1 per cent). More
than this is not allowed in interstate
commerce. This method of preserv-
ing cider is easier and more econom- |
ical but the use of the soda usually
affects the flavor.

SELECT SEED CORN 1
NOW FOR NEXT YEAR

One of the most important factors
in getting a good yield of corn is the
selection of good seed, and now is
the time of year when seed should
be selected for next year’s crop, says |
J. C. Overpeck of the New Mexico

The corn
should not be dried in direct sun-
light. An attic or a basement
which is thoroly dry is a good place |
for seed corn, but any ordinary |
shed would usually be satisfactory, |
as long as it can be kept dry.

FOR THE PRESENT YEAR

WASHINGTON.—Despite inten-
| sive safety campaigns, the death toll
| from automobile accidents this year
will mount higher than ever, census
bureau figures showed Saturday.
The country is just entering the
“deadly season” for automobile ac-
cidents, which is fall and early win-
| ter, More deaths have occurred this

| year than up to the same date last

year, and if
brings its
be high.

Census Bureau figures show 5,141
automobile deaths in 77 cities of
over 100,000 population up to Oec-
tober 4. The same 77 cities reported
4,800 up to this time last year.

The total for 1926 in these cities
was 6,617 of the same number oc-
curred this year in the last three
months as did last year. The total
for 1927 would be just short of 7,000.
At the present rate, however, the
total would exceed that. The aver-
age deaths per 100,000 of population
has advanced from 20.8 last year to
21.7 this year.

No figures are available for total
deaths in the whole country., Fig-
ures from these 77 cities, however,

the deadly season
usual toll, fatalities will

| give a good picture of the situation,

and show its seriousness. The cen-
sus bureau gets reports from many
states but all of these for 1926 have
not yet been received.

More accidents occur during Oe-
tober, November and December than
in any other months, although it is
the general impression that the tour-
ing months of the summer see the
greatest number of fatalities. Bad
weather and bad driving conditions
probably are responsible for the
great number of deaths during the
fall and early winter.

Fewest deaths occur in the late
winter and early spring, when many
cars are kept stored in garages.

000, with Albany, N. Y., second.
The lowest, in New Bedford, Mass.,
8.4.

AGGIDENTS INCREASE

PARALYSIS CASES TREATED
(State Health Department)
Miss Mollie H. Donnelly, who is
giving after treatment to the chil-
dren paralyzed as a result of infan-
tile paralysis, reports that she has
investigated a total of twenty-nine
cases in Clayton, Raton and Las
Vegas. Of these twenty-nine, four
had completely recovered from the
paralysis before her visit. The re-
maining twenty-five showed more or
less extensive affects of the disease.
Fifteen children were given var-
ious kinds of treatment, including
the application of plaster casts or
other devices for correcting deform-
ity, as well as massage and exer-
cises, In every case the parents or
nurse were instructed on the proper

methods to follow,

Four additional children were
found who were not yet in condition
to be treated. Two of these will be
seen at a later date and two are
fortunately in the care of nurses
who were given special instruction
as to treatment,

A distressing and disappointing
feature of the report is the fact that
treatment was refused by the par-
ents of others for six patients. This
refusal was based on religious
grounds in two cases and in the
other four instances was due to the
opposition of attendants who were
giving other treatments. These were
not in any instances regular phy-
sicians.

Miss Donnelly found a marked im-
provement in a number of cases, be-
fore she left the community. It is
a striking fact that a very little
massage and the application of
splints or casts will frequently cor-
rect a beginning deformity almost at
once, and place the limbs in much
better condition for future treat-
ment, offering the patient a greater
chance of recovering use of the
limbs than would have been possible
had no such treatment been given.

This week, Miss Donnelly will go
to Albuquerque, where she will re-
main at least ten days. From there
she goes to Estancia and then to the
eastern side of the state, commenc-
ing at Tucumcari and working down

to Carlsbad.

“There are three types of rectifiers
that are satisfactory for use In high-
rate charging. They are the Tungar,
the vibrator type, and the new car-
tridge recently developed by Ray-
| theon. All of these chargers are capa-
ble of dellvering falrly large amounts
of rectified current for charging a bat-
tery and are falrly efliclent when de-
livering these currents.

Efficiency of the Methods.

“There is little to be sald regarding
the comparative efliclency of the two
| methods of charging. Trickle charging
has the advantage that It requires
somewhat less attention than does
high-rate charging, but It has the dis-
advantage that it is somewhat diffi-
cult to determine just what the best
rate of trickle charge should be in or-
der to prevent the battery from being
overcharged or undercharged, also
slow rates of charge used In trickle
chargers are hard on a battery. With
| a trickle charger, a low-capacity stor-

age battery can be used because It Is

not called upon to supply any great
amount of current for a long period of
| time.

“With high-rate charging, on the
other hand, It Is usual to charge the
battery every one or two weeks and
also a fairly large storage battery Is
necessary in order that it wlill have
sufficient capacity to supply the re-
celver between charges. It seems to
be generally agreed among battery
manufacturers, however, that the high

| charging rate Is somewhat better fnr;
