DISTANCE ELIMINATED IN THE WEST |

Practically all of the older residents of this |
section remember the days when if the traveler could!
cover fifty miles a day, he was rated as making splendid |
time. That was in the days of the horse and buggy,|
but in many sections the advent of the auto did not|
eliminate distance to a great extent. Those of us'
who have lived in other states no doubt recall the lime,
after the auto came into general use that to motor a

distance of twenty to thirty miles appeared to be quite|

an undertaking. Yes, even more so than fifty or sixty |
miles at the present time. Good roads is the principal |
factor in the elimination of the distance, but it does
account for it in every instance. We have seen mot-i

torists take off on a by road and travel forty or fifty
miles with as much enthusiasm as an eastern motorist |
would travel twenty or thirty miles. ‘

Distanct is no longer a barrier to those who live|
in the great open spaces. This is one peculiarity of'
the great west. We do not measure our miles by the|
hour, although our system of good roads has enabled |
us to cut many minutes in traveling the accustomed!

roadways.

TERRACING PLANNED IN FIVE COUNTIES

Plans have been completed by George R. Ques-
enberry of the New Mexico Agricultural College, to
hold terracing schools and demonstrations in Roose- |
velt, Curry, DeBaca, Quay and Harding counties in|
December. These schools will be held at a centrally|
located place in each county and farmers will be taught |
to run levels, lay out and build terraces. The Owens- |
boro Ditcher and Grader Company and the Corsicana |

Grader Company are cooperating with the Extension
Service by furnishing machines for these demonstra-|
tions. County road graders will also be used in two!

counties. .

The type of terrace that will be used will be a|
broad border that will hold the water back and still|
one that farm machinery can pass over easily and on|
which planting may be done. Properly constructed!

terraces will remain indefinitely with very little repair. |

These schools resulted from a large number of |
requests for assistance by farmers in this section of |
the state to help them check the run-off from their

farms, which is rapidly decreasing the fertility on lands
which have been farmed for a number of years. By!
terracing, all the moisture that falls on a farm can be!
held and the run-off from adjacent lands, which at
present frequently causes much mashing, can be con-
trolled. Terracing is becoming so important in some
places that several Federal Land Banks will not make !
loans unless the land is properly terraced. :

Soil washing is rapidly becoming one of the
biggest problems that face the New Mexico farmer. |
The top six inches furnish about three-fourths of the
available plant food. The farmers cannot afford to
stand this loss for a series of years and put themselves |
in the position of some farmers in the older agricul- |
tural areas and have to build up their land. |

U. 8. TO HAVE
POPULATION OF 124
MILLION 1930 ESTIMATE

WASHINGTON. — The United
States will have a population of
about 124,000,000 about 1930, cen-
sus director Steuart predicted last
week in his annual report to Secre-
tary Hoover.

He outlined detailed prepartions
that his organization is now making
for the next court, remarking inci-
dentally that since the first census
in 1790 the country’s inhabitants
had increasted thirty times.

The 1920 census, Mr. Steuart add-
ed, indicated a population of 105,710,-
620 for Continental United States.

In addition to counting people, the
census bureau now undertakes a var-
iety of national ‘investigations, mor-
tality, health and accidents. Dur-
ing the last fiscal year the bureau
reported 3,500,000 statistical items
dealing with the various subjects of
inquirey which it directs.

How Skyrocket Stars
Are Made to Scatter

How does the skyrocket go up and
Scatter Its stars? People in China
and India knew long ago. In the
Sixteenth, Seventeenth and Eight-
eenth centuries Italian fetes were held
with fireworks. The body of the
rocket 1s a hollow tube with a
strong pointed cap. A plug holding
a smaller tube fits into the bottom
containing the powder which shoots
it off. [Lighting the fuse starts the
flame upward toward this powder,
When the exploding powder blows out
through the narrow opening it does
80 with great force. The “kick” of
the discharge forces the rocket up-
ward. The backward streaming
flame forms its tail. Just as the pro-
pelling charge becomes exhausted the
fire rushes through the tiny hole at
the top, setting off the powder, Which
scatters and ignites the fine metallle
fragments that become “stars.” The
purpose of the stick on the rocket is
to guide It fu a straight line,
