As stated above, you cannot as

the property owner for their part of
the costs of the pavewent, which
Judgment would be collecta out
of sheir property geoerally, but 1
have never heard of a contractor that
would pave and take s personal
judgment,

The main object of this law, if
adopted, would be to give City
and property owaners Lime which
Lo pay for the pavement. The law

provides that the assessments shail
be in equa! annual assessments not
less than five in nomber st a
rate of interest not to exceed eight
per cent,

Thie being true, the property owns
er would have tive years in which to
psy his proportion of the cost of
pavement, which could not work s
hardship on anyone,

From the sbove, 1t will be ob.
served that there is nothing in the
law to prevent a contractor from
granting more time than five years
and at a less rate of interest than
8 per cent, ne may be agreed upon,

Without this law, it is almost im-
posesible to pave Market Street or
any other street, bhecause contrac-
tors will not take liens in towns that
havenot adopted this law.

By adopting this law it gives the
City and the property owners five
years, or lopger time, to pay for the
pavement, and it might be possible
to work out a plan whereby we can
pave Market Street,

“There Is no present Intrinsic value
in the achievement, but it opens w
for the distant future possibilities we
dare not even try to prediet.”

The Awmsterdam experiments were
made with a quartz mercury vapor
lnmp, similar to the one used by
other scientists in their attempts to
convert mercury into gold the report
says,

Two Series of Experiments.

Doctors Smits and Krassen describe
two series of experiments—the first
of which, owing to certain complica-
tions, were Indecisive, “but the second
serfes resulted ln the transmutation
of the element lead into wmercury and
thallium.”

“Since In our experiments we were
Investigating the quartz transmution
Into mercury,” they added, “it was
necessary from the first to avold a
mercury alr pump and a mercury
manometer. Therefore the lamp em-
ployed was evacuated by a carefully
cleaned metallle pump with twe 'V’
tubes placed In liquid alr, and finally
by a large vessel filled with coconut
carbon. It was also cooled in liquid
alr, a method by which a high vacuum
could be obtalned”™

Detalls of Experiment.

The procedure by which mercury
was obtalned follows:

The quartz lamp was filled with
lead; the lead then was heated In a
high vacuum until it was red hot.
The lead oxlde coating belng com-
pletely dissoclated, the surface of the
liquid lead became as brilllant as mer-
cury.

The lamp was left to burn In
vacuum. The lamp was also oscll
lated %o as to make and break the
weemant thus Increasiog Its Intensity.
