What effect airplane development
will have on the automobile has fre-
quently been discussed by those close
to both industries as well as by lay-
men interested in the transportation
methods the future may evolve,

Is an era of keen competition
ahead? Will the airplanes relegate
the automobile to a place beside the
horse and buggy?

Decidedly no, in the opinion of H.
J. Klingler, general sales manager
of the Chevrolet Motor Company.
The two industries will rather follow
parallel lines of development, with
each one aiding the other, the Chev-
rolet sales leader declared in an in-
terview here today.

“There will be no more compet-
tion between the airplane and the
automobile than there is between the

newspaper and the radio, Klinger!

stated. “When radio first began
broadcasting news dispatches, there
was talk of it supplianting the news-
paper. Today the newspaper prints
radio news, and the news item broad-
cast by the radio rather whet the
appetittes of newspaper readers.
Each one serves the other,

“l believe the airplane and the
automobile will follow similar lines
of development.

“I believe that for every airplane
that goes in the air at least two
automobiles will go on the ground.

“The owner of an airplane will
need an automobile to take him from
his home to the airport. He will
need another car to take him from
the landing field downtown to his
destination. Meanwhile his wife and
family will need a car at home while
his is parked at the airport await-
ing his return. Every filght will call
into use at least two or three cars.

“There will be no competition be-
tween the airplane and the automo-
bile because the airplane can serve
only a restricted field of transporta-
tion. It is essentially a rapid med-
ium of long distance travel. It does
not have the flexibility or the all-
around utility of the automobile.

“The motor car takes the business
man to work in the morning. It
carries the professional man, who has

| many stops to make, on his route

over town. It takes the wife down- |

|town shopping, the family to visit

friends, or on week-end or vacation
trips. It does this without regard to

| distance or conditions of the weather. |

“There is this further interesting
distinction between the airplane and
the automobile. The motor car in|
its evolution was first regarded as
a fad and a luxury. It was recog-|

Inized as an economic necessity only

after it had gained wide popularity
as an instrument of pleasure. :

“The airplane, on the other hand,
has been an instrument of business |
from the start. It is serving now |
mainly in aerial photography, ini
transporting mail, motion pictures
and other quick freight, and in pro- |
viding rapid passage between distant |
points. Its utility is limited to this |
highly restricted field which in noj

sense encroaches on the automobile.

“Both the automobile and the air-|
plane are propelled by internal com- |
bustion engines. Hence any new dis-
covery made in one industry will be |
available for the other. Aircmt‘tl
motor building now is largely based;
on lessons learned in the develop-
ment of the automobile. '

“As mass production served auto-!
mobiles in bringing them to a basis
of low first cost and economical
transportation, so I believe it will aid‘
the airplane, in a limited measure,
in reducing air transportation cost
per mile. But at the same time great
national super-highways will speed |
up automobile travel nearer to that

Doctor Alexis Carrel, who won the
Nobel Prize for his remarkable work
in behalf of human health a few
years ago, says that the life cells,
‘and many tissues, are potentially
immortal. This may be a sensation-
al conclusion, but Carrel has kept
the cells of a chicken's embryo’s
heart alive for sixteen years by
washing out the poisons generated
in the life process, and by protect-
ton against infection and by furnish-
ing ideal nutriment. The eyperi-
ments in Carrel's laboratory show
how life itself can be lengthened
and he thinks almost indefinitely.

In the sixteenth century the ex-
pectation of life at birth, was fig-
ured by the scientists in Geneva at
21 years. It lengthened to 34 years
in the eighteenth century. Massa-
chusetts figures in 1789 showed an
expectancy of 35 years., In 1897 in
the same state it was 45 years. Now
people throughout the United States
have an average expectancy of life
of BB years.

Mnay scientists look forward to a
life of 100 years—all due to the fact
that people are learning more and
more how they should live.

Professor Hernell Hart of Bryn
Mawr College, says that babies will
be born in the year 2000 who will
be destined to live 200 years. |

Simple health methods have re-
duced the death rate from tubercu-
losis 69 per cent in Massachusetts in
seven years. Typhoid fever has
nearly been wiped out in the same
state and so it has been with other
diseases.

There is a thing in life called
hygiene, The word is in the diction-
ary, and the practice of it is in your
every-day life—it is in the food you
eat; in the cleanliness of your body
and your mind. It is the simple
science of preserving your health.
Your mother can tell you about it;
your father knows how to watch’ the
danger spots, and your doctor 1s a
specialist about it. Social hygiene
comes mostly within the orbit of or-
| dinary common sense. The child that
'starts to acquire all the common
 sense that he, or she, can find in
/life, and keeps on studying common
'sense, is apt to enjoy a ripe old age.

I'here are two methods of canning,
one with hot water bath canner, the
other with pressure cooker. For
those who have no pressure cooker,
a hot water canner is easily made
by using a kettle, wash boiler or any
other receptacle with a tight fitting
cover, deep enough to permit the
water to stand at least one inch
over the top of the jars when the
false bottom is in. A false bottom
or rack should be made to fit the
canner, so constructed as to permit
free circulation of water beneath the
Jars and keep the jars one inch from
the bottom of the canner, Various
types of steam pressure canners are
on the market. They are solidly
bullt and permit the use of steam
pressure, making it possible to pro-
cess in a shorter period of time,

Glass jars or tin cans are the
containers used in canning. Of the
glass jars, either the serew top jar
or the glass top jars are preferable,
New rubbers should be used each
year and every rubber should be
18 used. This should
be done by stretching and by doub-
ling the rubber and pinching tightly.
