New Tax Law
Workshop Set
For This Week

Recent changes in the estate
and gift tax laws can be quite
beneficial to Bailey County
residents. To bring county
residents up-to-date on the new

changes, a meeting is scheduled

at 9 a.m. on Thursday, January
29 (today) at the Bailey County
Civic Center.

Speaking will be Wayne A.
Hayenga, Economist and At-
torney with the Extension Ser-
vice from College Station. ‘‘The
new law can be a real tax saver,
but plans and action must be
taken to qualify for the benefits.
For example, there never has to
be an estate tax paid on the
death of the first to die of a
married couple,’”’ says Dr.
Hayenga. ‘“‘But, if a married
couple has a simple will giving
all of his or her property to the
spouse, the estate cost on the
death of the second spouse may
be much greater.”’

Ideas of how to use trusts for
both estate tax savings and
income tax savings will be
covered by tbe economist/at-
torney.

Gift tax provisions were
liberalized also. Now, any per-
son can give any other person
$10,000 of property per year gift
tax free, but giving property
away prior to death may cause
adverse tax income conse-
quences to the donors. At the
meeting, you will learn how to
give away ‘taxwise.’

Estate taxes, gift taxes and
income taxes are hard to under-
s.and, but Hayenga is said to be
a witty and entertaining speaker
with a unique ability to relate

Each household may submit
your own story, and stories in
excess of 500 words will be
charged 10 cents per word over
the 500 limit. You may also
submit one photo either black
and white, or color, and in any
size. A charge will be added for
a second photo.

In your family history, list full
names of people, and if stiil
living, you mav v.ant to include
their current location and add-

ress. Also include the name of
the person submitting the story.
You are asked to make a
copy of any rare picture, and
please do not write on the back
of any photo, you may use
scotch tape to tape any infor-
mation on the picture or photo.
The committee cannot accept
Zerox copies of pictures, or
pictures cut from a newspaper
~or magazine for publication.
There is no charge for your

story -- but one feature is
expected to draw a lot of
interest, !

Pope also said that although
he had not flown on any of the
helicopter ambulance runs as
yet, Randy Watkins hacd flown
on seven of the 12 flights.

With a range of 135-140
statute miles from Lubbock in
any direction, the helicopter has
already flown to Carlsbad,
Crane, Hobbs, three times;

Clovis, Midland and Littlefield.
The patients have been obstetric
and curdiac, for the most part.

The helicopter can travel two
miles per minute, explained
Pope, saying Muleshoe is a
little less than 4C minutes from
Lubbock, and that’s bucking a
headwind, and it would make
better time on the way back to
Lubbock. ;

The Spirit of St. Mary's
Fli ght for Life program covers a
nautical mile radius from
Lubbock and covers cities like
Midland, Odessa, Hobbs,
Amarillo, Muleshoe and to the
east to the areas of Paducah,
Guthrie  Seymore, Spur and
others. It was explained that the
helicopter can travel farther, but
it must be at a facility that has
Jet A fuel in order to refuel.

The flight team consists of
one pilot, one flight nurse and
one paramedic on the helicopter
and a full-time dispatcher 24
hours a day, 365 days a year,
who will be manning the radio.

Flight for Life has received
Advanced Life Support Certifi-
cation from the State Depart-
ment of Health, and as soon as
all the nurses become paramed-
ics, the program will become a
Mobile Intensive Care Unit.

There are 151 air medical
services in the nation and 48
percent of the flights are
trauma, it was explained. In this
area, 70 percen: of all the
trauma cases occur in rural
settings.

““That is where a helicopter
plays a very important role, for
time, plus a very high level of
care at the scene. That is why
the helicopter can be a major
tool in that first hour of trauma
patient’s life or death status,”
explained the crew from the
Spirit of St. Mary.

There are three pilots for the
helicopter, with a combined
total of over 25,000 hours of
flight in a helicopter. All three
pilots are Viet Nam-trained. The
pilot makes the decision as
whether or not to fly. The pilots
keep updated every six hours
when the weather is good and
every hour when the weather is
bad.

Flight for life is the only
helicopter ambulance service in
operation from Dallas to
Albuquerque.

The $800,000 helicopter 1is
leased by St. Mary’s of the
Plains from Evergreen Corp.
takc off in a windstorm when
the wind is above 45-50 mph, or
in most icy conditions.

Pope further explained that
Denver was the first city in the
United States to have the
helicopter ambulance service,
and the only other service of
this type is at Tyler, and they
have two helicopter ambulances,
across the street from each
other.

[ie pointed out 'that the
Lubbock service has the largest
service area in the country, and
have logged the most flights
transporting patients upor: start-

The Flight for Life program
has also been invited by Reese
Air Force Base to join their
Search and Rescue team, and
becomes the first air ambulance
to be named by the military to
a Search and Rescue operation
for the military.

e also discussed the mobil-
ity and the varied type drugs
and operations that can be

conducted by the air ambtulance
service that connot be conduct-

ed by ambulances traveling on
the ground.

It was explained that the air
ambulance can call for surgeons
or cardiac specialization that
will be waiting when the air
ambulance arrives, thus by-pas-

_passing emergency rooms in the

cases of extreme trauma, which
are handled by the air
ambulances.

Also, the air ambulance can
speak by radio with any vehicle
on the ground which is radio-
equipped, as well as mobile,
hand held units, making com-
munications easier.

Following the meeting with
the Rotary Club and guests, the
air ambulance was opened up
for public viewing, and a very
large crowd gathered to check
out the newest in medical
emergency equipment which is

expected to benefit this area.

It was further explained that
the reason St. Mary's leased the
helicopter is to offer physicians
in a 125-mile radius in any
direction, a service to their

patients when a higher level of

care is needed and time is
important.

Authorized to summon the
helicopter ambulance are physi-
cians,
Public Safety. police and fire
departments. They emphasize
they are not replacing the EMS,
and in fact, work very closely
with them because they are the
primary medical support in
outlying areas.

Local EMS personnel will be
trained on how to use the Flight
for Life and how to know when
to call for the services.

““No hespital will be billed if
a patient cannot pay,’’ explain-
ed the Flight for Life spokes-
man. ‘‘Once the patient is
loaded on the helicopter, there
is a $10 per nautical mile fee."’

He explained that they ‘‘take
Medicare, insurance, cash, but,
if the person can’t pay, we work
that out once we get to St. Mary
of the Plains Hospital. We don’t
want to limit our care because
someone can’'t pay when their
life depends on it. Flight for

EMS, Department of

Life is a very approprizte name
for this program because we fly
for someone's life. Wer are not
here to fly for dollars.”’ ¢

The 3180 liftoff fee in
comparision to other hospitals is
very low. Mediflight in Okla-
homa City has a $500 life-off fee
and Flight for Life in Tyler has
a $250 lift-off fee.

If the helicopter is called,
then is turned back, there is no
charge for anyone.

Evergreen. Corp. provides the
hospital with the helicoptéi,
three pilots and one mechanic,
dedicated solely to the helicop-
ter. Evergreen Corp. has never
had a major accident and never
had anyone kiuled. lhey are a
world-wide organization with an
excellent track record.

' Carbon Monoxide

Common, Dangerous

The old saying goes that
“where there's smoke, there's
fire."' But some people do not
know that where there is fire,
there is carbon monoxide, an
odorless, invisilbe, and poison-
ous gas. Wherever there is
combustion without enough ven-
tilation, the gas can reach lethal
levels in the air.

Each year, 40 to 60 Texans
die from accidental carbon
monoxide poisoning, and many
more become ill. According to
the Texas Department of Hea-
Ith's {TDH) Vital Statistics
Bureau, 42 fatalities occurred
last year. Myra Winfield, En-
vironmental Quality Specialist in
the TDH Occupational Health
Program, said the number of
such poisonings rises in periods
of extreme cold, when some
people sacrifice fresh air for
warmth.

**Carbon monoxide is a by:
product of incomplete com-
bustion,’”” Winfield explained.
“A flickering or low-burning
flame gives off proportionately
more of the gas than a hot
fire.”” Automobile exhausts, un-
vented or faulty pilot lights and
heaters, smoldeiing fireplaces,
and slow-burning fuels such as
charcoal release high levels of
carbon monoxide into the air.
Unconfined, the gas mixes with
the air and is relatively safe;
but indoors, without ventilation.
it can reach poisonous levels.

The Federal Occupational
Safety and Health Administra-
tion (NDSHA) considers carbon
monoxide levels above S0 parts
per million in an eight-hour
work day dangerous to work-
er's health, But Winfield said
that persons at home are often
in greater danger than those
in large factories, since small,

The Board of Directors of Lubbock-based Plains
Cotton Growers, Inc. January 14 voted to seek approv-
al for cotton as a perishable crop under the new Immi-
gration Reform Act, heard status reports on the organ- ;
ization's continuing efforts toinfluence other pending
government decicions, and appointed a Garza County
gin manager to fill a vacancy on the board.

The move to get cotton included as a perishable crop
is aimed at helping producers retain valued employees
that otherwise might be deported. The new immigra-
tion law allows aliens to apply for a temporary visa if
they worked in agriculture for at least 90 days be-
tween May 1, 1985 and May 1, 1986, but only if
employed in field work related to perishable crops.

Directors decided on the issue after Steve Hay, rep-
resenting Lubbock’s Catholic Family Services, cited
“not a few” agricultural employer and worker re-
quests for assistance and offered his group’s help in
obtaining temporary visas for qualified workers. The
new immigration law for the first time imposes
employer sanctions for the hiring of illegal aliens.

There is a grace period before full enforcement be-
gins, but after May 1, 1988, violators will be fined from
$25C to $2,000 per unauthorized worker for the first
violation, $2,000 to $5,000 for second offenses and
subsequently $3,000 to $10,000 per alien. Convicted of
a pattern or practice of violations, employers will
incur fines up to $3,000 plus up to six-month jail
terms.

“Perishable” is defined by Webster as liable to per-
ish; subject to deterioration. Therefore, officials say,
PCG will base its appeal for cotton’s designation as a
perishable crop on Texas A&M and other studies that
prove weight, quality and field losses from delayed
weeding and harvest operations.

PCG Executive Vice President Donald Johnson gave
a somewhat encouraging report on efforts to get
requirements under the fragile lands section of the
1986 farm act “that we can live with.” Citing a letter
from Soil Conservation Service Chief Wilson Scaling
to state conservationists, Johnson said, “I believe we
are making real progress in the right direction.” Lloyd
Cline of Lamesa, PCG Director and President of the
National Cotton Council, which is also working with
USDA on the matter, concurred with Johnson’s
assessment.

Not so upbeat was Johnson's comment on the efforts
of PCG to secure additional funding for the disaster
payment program on 1986 crops. Basing his remarks
on USDA’s Federal Register response to PCG and
other requests for funds to supplement the $400 mil-
lion initially provided, he said it appears that USDA as
of now doesn’t {avor seeking additional funds. A letter
from Acting ASCS Administrator to Texas Senator
Lloyd Bentsen, he said, leads to the same conclusion,
“but no one has given up yet.” ;

insulated quarters trap and
concentrate the gas. The onset
of poisoning begins at a level of
about 100 parts rer million.
“Many people have exper-
ienced the early effects of
carbon monoxide poisoning
without knowing the cause.
Anyone who has awakened with
a headeache or dizziness, after
sleeping in a closed room with
an unvented heater, may have
felt a mild stage of poisoning,”’
she said. Chemically,
monoxide replaces the oxygen
in the bloodstream. The oxygen
deficiency causes  headache,
nausea, dizziness and weakness

which can progress to coma and
death. Several hours or days
may be required for a victim to
regain normal oxygen levels in
the blood. In serions cases, a
victim may need emergency
treatment.

Winfield said persons who
suspect their homes or-work-
places contain dangerous levels
of carbon monoxide should see
that all appliances using flames
are properly vented, and that
fresh air can circulate.

If a serious problem of carbon
monoxide or other gases per-
sists, gas company personnel
and some fire departments arg
equipped to test the air at the
site,

Birthday May Be
Milestone For Men

The selective service system
has announced that men who
will reach their 26th birtkday in
1987 are reaching an important
milestone.

Beginning on Jan. 1, 1987,
men whc were required to
register with selective service in
1981 will be turning 26.
Selective service does not have
the authority to accept registra-’
tions after age 26. By failing to
register before turning 26, a
Jyoung man will have per-
manently forfeited his right to
certain benefits including fed-
eral student aid, job training
and federal employment. In
addition to these federal bene-
fits, some states require regis-
tration for state student aid,
entrance to a state supported
college or university, state
employment and permission to
practice law.

Many of 25-year-olds who
have still not registered may be
unaware of the requirement or
do not understand the impor-
tance of the obligation to
register. Some may even have
served in the military but failed
to register either before enter-
ing the armed forces or after
leaving active duty. Others may
have been institutionalized or
incarcerated at the time of their
18th birthday and not realized
that they were required to
;egister if released prior to age
26.

For those men born in 1961
who have registered, 1987 also
marks the year that ends their
eligibility for selection for in-
duction under present law
should there be a return to the
draft. O er 17 miflion men, age
18 through 25 have registered
with selective service since
registration was reinstituted in
1980. These men comprise over
97 percent of those required to
register. !

Men age 18 to 25 who nave
not yet registered will still have
a chance to avoid risk of
prosecution and loss of benefits
by registering promptly at any
local post off?ce. Failure to
register is a felony punishable
by a fine of up to $250,000, up
to S years in jail, or both.
