Next week, they 
start the annual grind and we suppose there will lie 
some thousand ui mule who will go wholly unprepaied. 
.Aside from such things as l>ad tonsils and adenoids, 
teeth, eyes, pustule and other hindrances to success in 
school, they will cuiiH- unvaci mated against eitlier 
smallpox or diphtheria.

llie Mate law says that no ihild shall be {lermilted 
to entei siliool williuut Ix-ing suciesslully vaccinated 
against smallpox. It is the duty of the county super­
intendent. backed up by Itie health uflicer, to set* that 
till' Is enforced thiuughuut the county. I'u their credit 
It 1 an be said that must su|>erinlendents enforce this 
law rigidly. 1 he smallpox record ol recent years is a 
good index to those who have done their duly in this 
respect.

1 he law requires that every child in sellout shall 
be ">uccesstully vai ciliated, which means that he shall 
have a real "take,”  nut merely a scratch on the aim. 
(>iveii a susceptible child, as practically all aie, a fresli 
vaccine and liie modern metliod of vaccinating, there 
ought nut to Im* tive per cent of failures at ttie first 
attempt. II failuie dues occur, vaccination must lie 
repi-ated. Hut It has lieen arbitrarily ruled that three 
unsuccessful attempts in une year, may be sufficient 
fur that year only. I'lie next year, vaccination must 
be done again.

1 here is also a provision in the law for the “'iiiter- 
nal use of variolinuni.’ ' Ihis substance is a biological 
product and its manufai ture and sale are, thereture, 
subject to the supervision of the U. S. Public llealtli 
Service. .No suili product can be shipped from one 
slate to another without a government license. I'lie 
Public Health N-rvice advised us, last winter, that no 
license had b«*eii issued by it, in several years, for the 
manufacture and sale of variulinuin. Iherefure, the 
stuff cannot be shipped into this stale and cannot be on 
the market legally. Thus it is evident that the only 
vaccination legally available in the state is the good 
old fasliiuned kind.

Expenditures.
The payments for operation and 

maintenance of the general depart­
ments of New Mexico amounted to 
^,012,524, or J12.01 per capita. This 
includes )il,115.S0S, apportionments 
for education to the minor ci%il di­
visions of the stale. In 1020 the 
comparative per capita for operation 
and mainteannce of ifeneral depart- 
meiits was ^10.47. and in 1017, 1 .̂13. 
The interest on debt in 1027 amount­
ed to |17*i,405; and outlays for per­
manent improvements. $3,052,077. 
The totals include all payments for 
the year, whether made from cur­
rent revenues or from the proceeds of 
bund issues.

O f the irovernmental costs reported 
above. $ ; 040,731 was fur highways, 
#0'.H>,00. being for mamtenance and 
>..;<o0,03l for construction.

Kevenues.
The total revenue receipts were 

l ô,l<̂ 0,051, or $17.05 per capita. This 
was $1,004,032 more than the total 
payments oi the year, exclusive of 
the yuiynienls for permanent improve­
ments, but $1,147,145 less than the 
total payments including those fur 
permanent improvements. These pay­
ments in excess of revenue receipts 
were met from the proceeds of debt 
oblligations. Property and special 
taxes representeJ 27.0 per cent of 
the total revenue for 1027, 24J per 
cent for lo20, and 40.1 per cent lor 
1017. The increase in the amount 
ol property and special taxes col- 
lecteu was 45.1 per cent from 1017 
to i.'JO, and lb.5 per cent from lO_0 
to lO .i.
