The first section of the first 4.
vision convoy had brought to St
Nasaire the headquarters, the Six.
teenth Infantry, two battalions of
the Twenty-eighth Infantry, one
battalion of the Fifth marines and
some motor trensport troops and
stevedores To see the naval ves
sels and transports flylng the Amer-
fcan flag In the harbor gave us all
a thrill of pride. It was a pleas-
ure to meet the naval commander,
Rear Admiral Albert Gleaves, who
was to have general charge of the
convoy system.

The reglments of the dlvision
had all served under my command
at ope time or another, They were
now, however, composed of a large
percentage of recruits and would
have to go through a long period of
tralning. After a few days spent
in the cantonment at St. Nazaire
the Infantry of the dlvision was
sent to the training area of Gondre-
court, north of Neufchateau, and
the artillery to Valdshon, near Bel-
fort.

Arrival “Tipped Off.™

had won distinction as an engineer
in the construction of the Panama
canal, was in command of the firs
division.

There |5 no doubt, however, that
the suppression of news prevented
our people from obtaining a clear
and contemporaneous conception of
the great and often brilliant
achlevements of our armies and
left such knowledge to be gleaned
from meager accounts by particl
pants or from the later writing of
historians. It was unfortunate that
such rules had to be enforced, as
