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POTASH PROMISES 
CHEMICAL INDUSTRY

W AITING ON BLANKS

Block 24,000 Acres In 
Grayburg Area For The 
Future Development —  
To Start Core Tests 
Within Sixty Days.

HIGH SCHOOL TRACK  
TEAM  TO START THE

The potash deposits of the 
aouthwent, presents the brightest 
picture on the industrial horizon 
today, according to a statement 
made yesterday by Dean E. Win­
chester, o f Denver Colorado, sec­
retary-treasurer o f the Texas 
Potash Co. Mr. Winchester, a 
widely known consulting geologist, 
who has done considerable re­
search work in the southeastern 
New Mexico, was here two or 
three days this week, staking out 
some potash claims in the Gray- 
burg oil area in eastern Eddy 
county. Mr. Winchester’s visit 
here is preliminary’ to the entrance 
o f another potash concern, 'The 
Texas Potash Co., o f Denver, 
Colorado into the Eddy county 
field. The Texas Potash Co., 
owns 24,000 acres o f potential 
potash lands in Eddy county, this 
state in addition to 2,700 acres 
in Pecos and Bailey counties, Tex­
as.

The company property is tra­
versed by highway 83. Core 
drilling will start within the next 
sixty to ninety days Mr. Win­
chester stated yesterday. After 
the potash acreage has been test­
ed sufficiently, mining prepara­
tions will get underway, which 
will likely be within the next 
year. The potash salt zone in 
the area to be tested lies from 
fiOO to *550 feet.

(ireat Chemical Industry
The potash salts now being 

mined in the southeastern portion 
o f Eddy county, to be used as a 
fertilizer is only a by-prtxluct of 
the great industry that will come 
to southeastern New Mexico in 
the course o f developments, ac­
cording to Mr. Winchester. While 
Mr. Winchester’s company plans 
to mine sylvinite and thus supply 
a base for fertilizer, the company 
is looking forward to developing 
the chemicals found in the pot­
ash-salts strata, which promises 
to be far more important than 
the developments of the potash 
salts. It might also be interest­
ing to. note that Mr. Winchester’s 
viaivh of the coming of a great 
chemical industry to this section 
is shared by another noted geo­
logist, V. H. McNutt of San An­
tonio, Texas who told friends of 
his here several years ago that 
the potash salt zone extending 
over a large portion of eastern 
Eddy county would evntually be 
made to produce several important 
chemicals.

Coach James Allen o f the Ar­
tesia high school this week will 
start practice for the track sea­
son. Track and field work this 
spring is expected to draw more 
interest than usual and a large 
number of candidates are expected 
to report. The local team will 
participate in four meets this 
year. First will be the interclass 
track meet, the Eddy county track 
meet to be held here, the triangu­
lar meet to be held in Carlsbad 
and the state meet to be held 
in Roswell.

The local representation to the 
state meet this year will prob­
ably be the largest in several 
years due to the proximity o f the 
meet.

The making of crop loans were 
delayed several days last week 
waiting on application blanks to 
be printed, but will be function­
ing this week. R. L. Kyle of
Artesia, field agent for this dis­
trict returned Saturday from Dal­
las, Texas where he attended a 
conference for district agents to 
go over the rules and regulations, 
which will apply to loans this 
year. The regulations are essen­
tially the same as in previous 
years with one or two exceptions. 
The amount o f the loan to be 
granted has been cut from $400.00 
to $300.00 and the maturity date 
of the loan this year is October 
31st instead o f November 30th. 
Cotton farmers will be required to 
reduce the acreage thirty per cent 
under the 1932 acreage and bor­
rowers in arrears on two previous 
years will be limited to $100.00.

Tall Steel Derrick Acts As 
Receiving Set During 
Electrical Storm— Gets 
Several Stations— Some 
Distinct.

The weirdest tale o f the sea- 
. son comes from the oil field 
about twenty-five miles east of 
Artesia, where Lockhart and oth­
ers have started drilling an oil 
well. Saturday night while the 
elements were storming Clarence 
Evans, a driller heard music from 
a radio. The notes were dis- 

itinct at times and Mr. Evans 
thinking the music might have 

, been from the radio at the Louie 
' Burch home about two miles to 
the south o f the rig, stepped away 
from the camp in order to hear 
better. The sounds emitting from 
the radio were distinct, too dis- 

j tinct to come from a distance of 
two miles, he thought. So Mr. 
Evans stepped back on the floor 
o f the eighty-five foot steel der- 

: rick and heard what sounded like 
' a number of stations, some com- 
{ ing in louder than others and 
j presently he heard an anouncer 
say “ This is Topeka, Kansas.”

Quite naturally Mr. Evans ex­
perienced a sort o f an uncanny 
feeling; a feeling that a super­
natural power was about and that 

ihe didn’t particularly need to tar- 
[ry around the bottom o f the tow- 
; er, so he went away from the 
derrick.

At the Lockhart location both 
the derrick and engine house are 
made of steel. A plausible explan­
ation of this unusual situation is 
that during the storm with the 
atmosphere becoming charged with 
electricity, the steel tower acted 
as a condenser and caught the 
frequency of the broadcasting 
station or perhaps two or three 
stations that operated on the same 

 ̂wave length. Such things have 
been known to occur before among 
steel buildings or steel towers al­
though possibly not as plainly as 
Saturday night.

Just after young Boettcher ar­
rived at his home, his father, 
Claude K. Bottcher, arrived at his 
big stone mansion.

The elder Boettcher was very 
much excited and refused to an­
swer questions. He hastened into 
the house accompanied by a friend.

Reports persisted that the $60,-
000 ransom had been paid prior 
to the release of young Boettcher. 
These could not be confirmed. 
The elder Boettcher refused to 
comment.

Chief of Police Albert T. Clark 
declared: “ I do not know definitely 
whether the ransom was paid but
1 am under the distinct impression 
it was not. Mr. Boettcher was 
under a terrible strain of excite­
ment and I was unable to find out 
from him about the ransom.”

The Denver Post said definitely 
the ransom was paid before the

City said he had been informed 
by Boettcher’s wife, by long dis-

I ing and going in the place o f his 
' captivity.

; from the atmosphere that I must 
have been in a basement.

I “ I was kept blindfolded all the 
time. Tape and bandages were

I men who held me prisoner.I “ ’The bandages were kept on 
I my eyes until the moment I was I released.

, night I was kidnaped they told 
; me they were taking me for a

I “ I have not the least idea where
II was held prisoner.”

•Miss Sansom. Under the direction 
of Mrs. Julia Lee Wright, noted 
home economist, the bureau, start­
ing in a modest manner in one 
room, is now in its third year. 
Mrs. Wright, also founder of the 
testing kitchen, now has under 
her direct supervision, 135 cook­
ing schools covering territory from 
Kansas City west and from Can­
ada to the Mexican border.

Services dealing with all house­
hold and culinary problems are o f­
fered free in response to inquiries 
address to the homemakers’ bu­
reau at Oakland.

“ Bring a pencil and a friend,”  
is the slogan adopted by Miss 
Sansom as she prepares for the 
modernized cooking school which 
will be conducted in the American 
Legion hut from 2:00 until 4:00 
p. m. each day. The doors, she 
also announces, will be open each 
day at 1:00 o’clock.

“ All shopping for food products 
to be used at the classes, I shall 
do in Artesia. “ in person,”  says 
Miss Sansom, “ and the three days 
o f the sessions will offer a wide 
variety of menus. These,”  she 
says, “will range from hearty 
meals to lighter luncheon and en­
tertainment dishes and delicacies 
to tempt palates of the family 
and guests.”

During the two hours of each 
session ten complete dishes will be 
cooked or made in the mechanical 
refrigerator. The purpose o f this 
schedule is to show that there 
need be no drudgery or “ fussing 
about,”  in preparing meals.

This modem art of cookery, ex­
ecuted in a speedy, efficient man­
ner, is what we mean by “ kitch- 
eneering.”

The welfare board and the Ar­
tesia Chamber of Commerce have 
under consideration a co-operative 
plan to provide labor for the 
farmers and ranchers needing as­
sistance on the farm or ranch, 
which gives those in need an op­
portunity to earn their groceries. 
Whether or not the details o f the 
plan will be finally worked out 
will depend somewhat on the pub­
lic response.

Under the proposal the welfare 
board would furnish farm labor­
ers groceries until the next crop 
is gathered provided the farmer 
or rancher would sign a contract 
with the welfare board, agreeing 
to set aside a certain portion of 
his crop, the proceeds o f which 
would be used to reimburse the 
welfare fund. Any proceeds above 
the cost of groceries advanced by 
the Welfare Board, from the sale 

I o f this certain portion of the crop 
would go to the laborer as his 
pay for tending the crop. Under 
the arrangement, if completed, 
farms nearest the laborer would 
be assigned to him.

Funds are not sufficient to car­
ry on the street work and other 
improvements much longer and 
the welfare board must find some 
other means o f supplying work 
for the needy. The above plan 
could be worked out to the mutual 
advantage of both the farmer and 
the laborers it is believed. If you 
approve o f a plan o f this sort 
communicate with Fred Brainard 
at the Chamber of Commerce o f­
fice.

Thp Pfcos valley farmers suffer every year from the migration 
of a large number of ttild duds and geese to this seetion. Losses 
sustained by the farmers in grain and feed destroyed by these fowls 
run into a tremendous sum over a period of years. Beeause the 
migratory birds are under federal prottN tion, the farmers are help­
less in protecting their fields. An individual is not privileged to 
sue the government and get damages and one is not permitted to : 
kill the fowls out of season and the season is exactly at the wrong ' 
time in this section. So the farmer must fold his hands and see 
his grain crops destroved or else suffer the consequences.

farmer complained to a federal game warden not long ago : 
that geese had eaten his young alfalfa and asked relief. He even 
threatened to kill a few geese. The game warden masked behind a 
poker face, without showing any concern over the matter promis'd 
to fine him the limit in the event a single goose was molested. 
Those who know anything about the prin-es* of putting a defendant ' 
through the paces (fo not especially relish the idea of appearing 
at some federal court, hiring an expensive attorney and hearing the 
case put up to a jury that is entirely unsympathetic with the view­
point of the farmer.

THE HEARTLESS CORPORATIO.NS

It might be interesting to know that the s«>-called “ hearties* 
corporations.”  such as the railroads and public utilities companies 
are quite a factor in keeping the public schools open in New Mex­
ico as well as in many other state* through the full payment of 
taxes. In Oregon 26.52 per cent of the property taxes paid in 19.f2 
were paid by the railroads and public utilities. How much of the 
fifty-five per cent of the taxes collected in Elddy county during the 

, past year were paid by the utilities and the Santa Fe railroad, 
is not known at this time, but we venture the assertion that the 
corporation taxes is a sizeable portion of the total. If the utility 
and railroad companies did not pay their taxes better than some 
individuals, we would not have over five months school at the 
outside.

And yet there are some individuals who think the government 
ought to take over and operate the utilities and railroads, increasing 
the liabilities of the government and at the same time cutting 
down its source of revenue.

First Pneumatic Tire
Made to Please Boy

Mmes. John McCann, I. C. Dix­
on, Nancy Eipper and L. W.

In connecton with the placing 
o f  a sales and service department 
o f  Dunlop tires at Dr. Loucks 
Garage, there is an interesting 
history o f the first pneumatic 
tire invented to please a boy, 
which is briefly reviewed in the 
following story:

If all the rubber consumed in 
the United States last year in 
the manfacture o f tires were made 
into a single tire o f average auto- 

. mobile tread it would have a dia-
* meter o f more than forty milex.

Lying on the ground, it would 
encircle 1,400 square miles of 
territory, far more than is con- 

’ i tained in the State o f Rhode Is-
W land. Upright ia would tower

above the clouds approximately
eight times as high a.s Mount 
Everest, the world’s tallest peak.

Yet, forty-four years ago, there 
was but one pair o f pneumatic 
tires in existence. They were on 
the rear whels of a tricycle which 
a small boy, Johnnie Dunlop, rode 
through the outskirts o f Dublin. 
Ireland, one moonlight night in 
February, 1888. for an initial test. 
His father, an inventive veterinary 
surgeon, had fitted a pair of bulg­
ing air-filled tubes to the wheels 
in place o f the hard rubber strips 
common in those days, to give 
Johnnie a faster machine to beat 
a bigger boy who had defeated 
him in after-school tricycle races 
in the People’s Park. It was ten 
o ’clock at night when the work on 
the new wheel was finished. Un­
able to wait until morning, young 
Johnnie Dunlop set out for a speed 
trial. About eleven o’clock an 
eclipse o f the moon occurred and 
he rode home in the dark.

As a first experiment. Dunlop 
made a dish of wood. It was 

^  sixteen Niches in diameter, the 
sama sise as the front wheel of 
the tricycle which his son, Johnnie 
rode. “To the rim he attached a 
rubber tube by means o f a can- 
vas cover which was tacked to 

r '  the wood. Taking the disk with 
its air filled tire, and the tricycle 
wheel with its hard rubber one, 
into the yard, Dunlop asked an 
assistant which would roll farther. 
“ The one with the hard tire, of 
course,”  was he answer. - To the 
assistant’s surprise, the disk with 
the big, air-filled tire rolled twice 
as far, struck a gate, and bounded 
back several feet.

When Johnnie saw this result 
he immediately wanted new and 
faster tires for his tricycle. Work­
ing evenings, after the day’s round 
of treating sick cows and ailing 
horses, his father made two wheels 
forming the rims of American 
elm and fastening the “ D”  shaped 
tires to them by cementing the 
last o f the layers of rubber and 
canvas around the rims. The non­
return valve of the tire was form­
ed by a strip o f rubber placed over 
the lower end of the supply tube 

^and glued at both ends. When 
the)* afy" was pbmped in, it forced 
the middle o f the rubber atrip in 
ward allowing the air to enter. 
When the pumping stopped, the 
air inside forced the rubber strip 
back over the opening, closing it.

The ties were inflated with a 
football pump and Johnnie set out 
upon his famous moonlight ride. 
The next day, his tricycle set a 
pace that left his rivals far be­
hind.

When Dunlop tried to interest 
the leading cycle maker of Ire­
land in his tires the head o f the 
company, knowing the wheels were 
homemade, said they must be 
“ rum” wheels.

“ They will beat anything you 
have made,”  Dunlop told him.

‘“rhat is something I would 
rather see than hear about,”  was 
the answer.

“ Come around tomorrow, and 
we will show you,”  Dunlop invited.

The next day the cycle maker, 
'''formerly a professional racer, rode 

up to the veterinary’s house on 
a shining new machine o f the 
latest pattern, with trim, hard- 
rdbber ’shoestring” tires. John­
nie appeared on his bespattered, 
homemade machine with its bulg­

ing, “ freak”  tubes, and they start­
ed down the longest stretch of 
macadam in Dublin. 'The racing 
man bent over hia handlebars try­
ing vainly to keep up with the 
flying Johnnie. When they re­
turned, he was puffing and E m it­
ted his defeat.

Because of their many wrap­
pings of canvas and rubber, the 
first tiros were mailed “ mum­
mies.”  MTien they were punctur­
ed. the outer canvas jacket had to 
be cut open with scissors, the tube 
pulled out and fixed, and the 
jacket sewed up again. Once 
when the inventor was taking a 
vacation near his birthplace in 
Scotland, he met a dejected cyclist 
trundling his machine, with a flat 
tire, along the road. He did 
not know how to fix the puncture. 
Dunlop climbed down from his 
buggy and did it for him. When 
the cyclist learned who his helper 
was, he declared he would keep 
that tire always as a souvenir.

When Dunlop died in 1921, at 
the age o f eighty-two, millions of 
people were enjoying comforts 
which they would have lacked 
but for this man whom a member 
of Parliament called “ that plod­
ding and success-deserving Scot.”

WASHINGTON, D. C.— PrcKi- 
dent Hoover, in a letter deeigned 
to outline the future stand o f the 
republican party, Monday sug­
gested to the excutive committee 
of the republican national commit­
tee that “ in these times coopera­
tion and not partisanship is the 
need o f the country.”

The president added, however, 
that he felt the republican party 
should carefully scrutinize and 
debate proposals put forward to 
aid the country, opposing those 
“ which will hurt the progress and 
welfare o f the country.”

Mr. Hoover outlined what he 
called a party platform upon which 
“ all Americans ran stand without 
partisanship,”  including insistence 
upon sound currency, restraint up­
on federal spending and insistence 
upon government integrity as to 
its obligations.

'Their letter expressed “ the deep 
appreciation o f the loyal members 
of oor party to your unceasing 
and effective labors in behalf of 
the American people.”

The executive committee earlier 
adopted a lengthy resolution of 
tribute to the late Calvin Coolidge.

It accepted the resignation of 
Senator Cutting o f New Mexico, 
who supported the Roosevelt- 
Garner ticket in the last election. 
Sanders said the resignation was

accepted “ without comment.” 
Albert G. Simms of Albuquer­

que, New Mexico, the husband of 
the former Ruth Hanna McCor­
mick, was chosen to represent 
New Mexico in his stead, and J. 
D. M. Hamilton of Topeka, Kan­
sas was elected to represent that 
state. Vacancies on the committee 
from Pennsylvania and Puerto 
Rico were not filled.

A sweeping reduction in the 
number of counties, described as 
a means of saving the taxpayers 
not lesH than $800,000 a year, is 
proposed in a measure introduced 
in the house last week by Rep­
resentative Greaser of Quay coun­
ty. The bill proposes to reduce 
the number of counties from 31 
to 16, and of course, to re-appor- 
tion the state for legislative and 
judicial purposes. It is estimated 
by some that the bill, if enacted 
would save the taxpayers $1,500,- 
000.

The measure reduces the num­
ber of senators from 24 to 16, 
one for each county, and repre­
sentatives from 49 to 28, one for 
each 20,000 of population

From the gossip we hear, we 
know that the one thing you real­
ly like to do is give a “ little din­
ner.”  That informal sort of din­
ner for a limited number of 
friends, where the courses are 
few enough to demand perfection 
in each.

The table should be spread 
with the finest damaak. The 
flowers in the center should be 
in a low receptacle, so as not to 
interfere with the glances o f the 
guests seated opposite each other. 
Allow space enough between places 
to prevent crowding.

The table should be set as fol­
lows— the knives on the right, 
the forks on the left—one for 
each course, the soup spoon laid 
with knives, the water glass to 
the right, the napkin to the left. 
The bread and butter plate to 
the right.

The only holiday in March is 
St. Patrick’s day, so let’s make 
this ‘ little dinner”  a green and 
white affair. Then grace your 
table with delicate ferns.

C(H)KING HINTS 
Ham

A whole ham or the butt end 
o f a ham is an economical “ buy” 
for a small or large family. There 
are so many ways to utilize the 
remainder after it has been serv­
ed boiled or baked first.

Such as ham hash with poach­
ed eggs, ham sliced thin and 
fried with eggs, ham croquettes 
with peas or carrots, ham au 
gratin, a ham omelette or heart- 
mold of ham mousse.

Shamrock Salad
Use sweet green peppers.
Use cream cheese or cottage 

cheese.
Method: Mix milk or cream with 

the cheese to make a paste. Cut 
o ff end of gnreen pepper into 
slices and mix with cheese. Chill 
well. Place on lettuce leaves. 
Serve with French dressing.

Mint Ice
1 large bunch o f mint.
Roiling water.
3 cups sugar.
3 cups water.
1 tablespoon of gelatin, 
tk cup of cold water.
Juice of 5 lemons.
5 bottlei o f ginger ale.

Method: Pick leaves from mint. 
Bruise and put in bowl. Cover 
bruised mint leaves with boiling 
water. Let stand for one-half 
hour. Boil sugar and water to­
gether for a few minutes. Dis­
solve gelatin in cold water. Mix 
with sirup. Then add lemon juice. 
Mix well and add ginger ale and 
the mint juice. Color green and 
freeze or chill.

BAKING HIN’TS

Stuffed Baker Potatoes
Metho<l: Scrub the potatoes 

well and bake in the usual way. 
When done cut o ff a piece of 
the top on flat sides. Scoup out 
inside of potatoes, mash with 
cream and season well with butter 
salt and pepper. Make them 
fluffy. Then put the mashed po­
tatoes back into potato shells. 
Dot tops with pieces o f butter— 
cheese if desired—and just be­
fore serving, heat and brown them 
in the oven.

If fixing these potatoes for a 
party, stick an appropriate favor 
in top of potato.

Apple Sauce Cake
Canned apple sauce is now 

sold everywhere. This cake will 
keep at least one week:

^  cup o f cooking oil.
2 cups of sugar.
2 eggs.
3Vk cups o f flour.
2 cups of currants.
2 level teaspoons o f soda.
2 teaspoons of cinnamon.
1 teaspoon of cloves.
1 can of apple sauce.
2 cups o f raisins.

Method: Mix oil and sugar. 
Beat eggs light and add to sugar 
mixture. Add flour, currants, 
soda, spices, apple sauce, and then 
raisin. Bake in a slow oven.

’This makes 1 large cake or 
2 small cakes.

THE EXPECTANT MOTHER

Bearing children is, under nor­
mal conditions, a physiological 
process, just as much as are di­
gestion and respiration. Any in­
telligent person can properly at- 

I tend the mother during her con­
finement, if everything is normal. 

I But conditions may not be nor- 
' mal— in fact, very often are just 
I the reverse. And this despite our 
I higher intelligence and the other 
I advantages we have over other 
I members of the animal kingdom. 
I Curiously enough it is these very 
I factors in our modern civilization 
I that have tended to make child- 
I bearing more hazardous for the 
I human mother.

Hidden Dangers
Even though child-bearing is a 

natural process, it is fraught with 
hidden dangers— complications and 
sequels—o f which the expectant 
mother knows nothing and against 
which she accordingly cannot pro­
tect herself.

Hence, every expectant mother 
should consult a competent phy­
sician as soon as she is aware of 
her condition. It is the doctor’s 
business to make a thorough ex­
amination, having in mind the 
prevention or corection o f any 
condition that might endanger the 
mother’s life and health.

Many women are too prone to 
let month after month go by until 
the end o f pregnancy and then 
call a doctor to attend them dur­
ing their confinement. In doing 
this they are often taking their 
life in heir hands. It is these 
women whose lives are needlessly

sacrificed as a result of compli­
cations during labor. Among these 
may be mentioned convulsions 
due to kidney disease, tearing of 
the placenta, narrow pelvis and 
many other hidden conditions that 
only a competent physician can 
recognize and forestall.

The best place for obstetrical 
cases is a hospital. Here the 
physician has every facility with 
which to work, aseptic surround­
ings and competent assistance, all 
o f which are lacking in the aver- 
arge home. Women are coming 
more and more to realise the ad­
vantage of going to a hospital 
for this purpose, with the result 
that the mortality rate during 
childbirth has been greatly reduc­
ed.

CHICAGO— Nearly a dozen leg­
islatures have been stirred into 
activity by “ blue laws” requiring 
Sunday inactivity.

In states having laws against 
movies, baseball and other amuse­
ments on the Sabbath, repeal 
measures take rank almost with 
banking moratoriums, taxation, 
prohibition, economy and mort­
gage relief as leading issues, a 
survey revealed.

Only a few states, however, have 
such “ blue law”  repealers neared 
the stage of enactment. One state 
North Dakota, has blocked current 
attempts to remove its law against 
Sunday movies, dances and other 
amusements.

The Wisconsin legislature, how­
ever has started action on wip­
ing Sunday regulatory measures 
o ff  the statute books, folowing 
the mandate o f a 1932 referendum.

In Maryland, where Baltimore’s 
blue laws were recently liberalized 
by referendum, bills propose simi­
lar action for three counties.

Nebraska’s senate has approved 
a bill to repeal an old law pro­
hibiting the smoking of cigarets 
in restaurants. The house has 
blocked a proposal to forbid the 
showing o f movies in which wo­
men smoke.

The Georgia house will soon act 
on a bill to legalize Sunday base­
ball and movies in Atlanta.

Rival bills have been buried by 
the New Mexico legislature. One 
proposal would forbid Sunday 
amusements. Immediately a coun­
ter proposal asked attendance at 
Sunday amusements be made com­
pulsory. Its sponsor said his bill 
was just as logical as the other.

A Kansas house committee has 
recommended a bill to exempt 
movies from the law prohibiting, 
with some exceptions, labor and 
merchandising on the Sabbath.

Sunday sports in parks and 
recreation centers in Wilmington 
would be permitted under a Dela­
ware bill.

LOVINGTON — Hundreds of 
coyotes have been poisoned in 
southern l.ea county in an effort 
by the biological survey to curb 
an outbreak of rabies menacing 
human and animal lives, author­
ities said the first of the week.

Toisoned meat has been distri­
buted over virtually the entire 
southern half o f the county, S. C. 
Rogers, assistant survey leader, 
said.

Riding one poison line the bio­
logical survey men counted 48 
dead coyotes. They estimated 
many times that number have 
been poisoned.

One trapper, bitten by a coyote 
he had trapped, was taken to El 
Paso for treatment.

The rabies spread to cattle and 
sheep as well as dogs, ranchers 
said. Officials said they believed 
the situation now is under eoa- 
trol.

WHITE AG LE, Okla. —  Light­
ning playing at night time along 
the horns o f the cattle during the 
range days in Oklahoma and other 
portions o f the southwest was a 
novel and interesting sight, ac­
cording to Bert Denison o f this 
city, part blood Osage citizen and 
former cowboy, prior to the open­
ing o f the Cherokee Strip to set­
tlement in 1893.

At that time the only shipping 
point in this entire vicinity, both 
for incoming and outgoing cattle, 
was at Whiteagle, then as now 
the site of the Ponca Indian agen­
cy.

The only danger during storms 
at night while the lightning was 
sizzling from horn to horn was 
the stampeding o f the cattle, Den­
nison remembers, and frequently 
it was difficult to keep them quiet.

While he participated in moving 
numerous herds through this part 
o f the strip, he remembers his 
employers receiving 15,000 Texas 
longhorns at one time. They were 
driven eastward from Whiteagle 
to a point now in the western 
Osage, not far south of the pres­
ent site o f Burbank.

It had been raining and the 
Arkansas river was higher than 
usual, making it necessary to 
swim the herd for about one- 
fourth the «-idth of the river. This 
kept the cowboys in the water on 
their horses until all the men were 
thoroughly soaked.

On another occasion, when they 
were moving .500 fat steers to 
Whiteagle to ship, the steers be­
gan milling in deep water in the 
center o f the river and the cow- 
bo>'8 again had to get into their 
midst and break up their move­
ment, fearful that many o f the 
cattle would be drowned.

“ One of the worst stampedes in 
this section that I remember was 
caused by a boy riding a bicycle.”  
Dennison says. “ He rode up inno­
cently enough behind the herd and 
when some o f the cattle sighted 
him they started a stampede in 
which the entire herd was soon 
participating.”

HOPE SCHOOL ADOPTS 
NEW TEACHING PLAN

Encouraged by Superintendent 
Irvin P. Murphy, the Hope board 
of education recently put into e f­
fect new school code provisions, 
following intensive study by all 
agents o f the Hope, Eddy county 
system, regarding increas^ teach­
er tenure, higher teacher qualifi­
cations, an improved salary sched­
ule, and among other in-service 
training devices a leave of absence 
plan as a part of a research pro­
gram being prosecuted by local 
faculty members in an effort to 
improve their status without extra 
cost and to recognize the inten­
tion of the board to place a pre­
mium upon professional efficiency 
during a time when school systems 
are being criticised and salaries 
lowered without reference to abil­
ity and investment o f those op­
erating the schools.

Glasscock Explains Move 
“ The only way we have been 

'sb la -'to  meet the retrenchments 
in our school system caused by the 
depression is to adopt counter 
plans which have offset losses,” 
was the statement o f L. P. Glass­
cock, president, board of educa­
tion, for the Hope public schools, 
when sumarizing the recent pro­
gressive standards erected by the 
Hope board in regard to the new 
local laws.

I>ean Nanninga Approves 
Certain concessions were given 

teachers in the matter of training- 
leave and extended tenure for al­
lowances in salary adjustments 
and higher qualification stand­
ards. “ This to my notion, wrote 
Dr. S. P. Nanninga, dean. College 
o f Education, University of New 
Mexico, to Mr. Glasscock, “ is an 
excellent plan of safeguarding the 
schools for the purpose for which 
they are intended that is, the 
welfare and the interests of the 
children.”

Cole Citea Changes
According to Clerk R. L. Cole, 

the board on February 22, cul­
minated “ two years’ study of need­
ed j-eforms in educational pro­
cedure by'adopting new laws for 
inclusion in the local school code 
which will enhance the present 
status o f teachers who have dem­
onstrated a progressive profession­
al spirit despite recent salary re- 
uctions and other limitations.”  

Scyfried in Favor 
In commenting upon the pro­

gram to Mr. Cole, Dr. J. E. Sey- 
fried, associate professor of edu­
cation, University of New Mexico, 
said, “ your plans are constructive 
" . . .  some are commendably in 
advance of practices (and) from 
a practical standpoint all are 
workable and an improvement 
over present conditions.”  “ Just 
a lack o f money, when our plan 
costs taxpayers no more, is no 
real reason for stopping advance­
ment,”  Mr. Glasscock said. “ The 
Hope board and faculty have pros­
ecuted research on these important 
plans for a long period previous 
to the recent adoption.”

J i r  Ixtnger Tenure Promised
The new law regarding tenure 

encourages a longer term o f office 
by offering teachers one of three 
contracts, probationary, semi-pro­
bationary or indefinite, based upon 
merit as well as years o f ex­
perience. The number of years 
covered by the first two forms

are three and two respectively.
Each of the four major changes 

are closely connected with one or 
more of the others in such a way 
that they are inter-dependent.

Must Be New Mexican 
Twenty years of age, a high 

IQ. experience (or high university 
rating), tests, N. M. E. A. affilia­
tion, familiarity with the local 
school code, attendance at the pre­
school institute, being a New Mex­
ican, attending New Mexico Uni­
versities, etc., are amony entrance 
requirements for newly elected 
teachers, who do not promote 
their candidacy with the board 
of education.

Proper administrative organiza­
tion has been set up in each case 
to care adequately for the new 
system.

Merit Makes Salary 
1 The salary schedule, which be- 
' comes operative next year, is bas- 
: ed solely upon experience, train- 
i ing, and a teacher's former rec­
ord for efficient service to pre- 

 ̂vent “ Politics, pull and partiality.”
' Heretofore raises have been an 
arbitrary “ five percent” (when 
budgets allowed) regardless of 

I qualification or worth to the 
I system. The superintendent, prin­
cipals, and an invited board rep- 

j resentative and one chosen teach- 
ler are charged with determining 
i a teacher’s merit before she “ re- 
Iceives an additional per cent of 
I her scheduled salary for an excel­
lent record in service.”

No .More Money Required 
The unique device for maintain­

ing such a scale without raising 
the total budget allowance is by 
the employment of a percentage 
system which automatically oper­
ates the schedule without a nec­
essary raise in the amount for 
teachers’ salaries. Extra compen­
sation is relative. In the event 
that there is no raise in salary 
budget, one teacher may lose—  
another may gain especially if ad­
ditional training is secured.

Teachers Alone Affected 
Hope teachers have worked con­

sistently toward the accomplish­
ment, in co-operation with the 
board, of chief objectives embod­
ied in the recent research studies 
just brought to conclusion by the 
board’s official adoption of the 
teacher progrr*m including these 
elements.

The adoption has followed the

unanimous recommendation o f the 
teaching staff and careful study­
ing by the board over a long 
period. They are to be executed 
without cost to taxpayers.

Incorporation For Schooling 
The most novel change, perhaps 

in view of present economic con­
ditions is that of fifth-year leave 
o f absence aside from other fea­
tures of the “ in-service training 
program.”  By the employment of 
“ apprentices,” “ regular” teachers 
are allowed leave o f absence at 
regular intervals according to their 
tenure in order that titey may 
attend universities for additional 
training. This “ privilege”  is man­
datory so that such leaves are 
regular and provide for continual 
employment of a given number 
of apprentice teachers, who have 
first option for “ regular”  jobs in 
the event of the latter’s retire­
ment. By working for a slightly 
lower salary, apprentices “ con­
tribute” a small amount to the 
education of a teacher on leave. 
Incorporation o f the Hope teach­
ers has provided for an obligatory 
savings association (five per cent 
from each year's salary) so that 
any regular teacher may be as­
sured of sufficient funds to 
finance the year’s leave.

No Coat To Taxpayers 
The entire plan not only creates 

employment for two additional 
New Mexico teachers but provides 
security, additional training and 
greater progress for teachers 
whose work and income have not 
been comparable— all financed by 
the teachers themselves without 
additional cost to taxpayers. The 
evolution of such a plan has been 
the natural result of the depres­
sion as well as changing econom­

ic conditions which emphasize the 
ecessity o f reorganizing the dis­
tribution of labor in a new so­
ciological age, it is said.

All-Faculty Study 
Progress on the studies in ques­

tion have centered this year in 
night teachers’ meetings held in 
addition to joint conferences with 
members of tbe board o f educa­
tion. All members of the teach­
ing staff have aided in the com­
pilation of material which was 
finally presented on February 22, 
to the board by Mrs. Letha Young, 
Miss Velma Farr, Allen E. John­
son and J. D. Jennings and recom­
mended by Superintendent Irvin 
P. Murphy, who climaxed a three- 
year program with the present 
board, now re-elected.

Hope, which had an average 
daily attendance last year of 
98.2'‘f , is one of the three muni­
cipal districts in Eddy county. The 
local high school is one of two 
in the state with a printing-jour­
nalism department. The schools 
dismiss for a week’s spring vaca­
tion to allow the mounted troop 
of Boy Scouts to attend the camp- 
o-ral in Roswell. Hope’s enroll­
ment is 98*^ Angelo-American.

Information Available 
Superintendent Murphy is able 

to furnish more and definite in­
formation to all school patrons or 
others interested; additional ma­
terial will be available as soon 
as the new laws have been in­
cluded in the school code and it is 
o ff the press.

IN NEW REGULATION

All streams of south eastern 
New Mexico are opened to fishing 
the year around, except from May 
16th to June 1st. under a recent 
ruling by the state game commia- 
sion. The closed period is made 
for the purpose of allowing the 
fish to spawn.

The Pecos river will be open all 
of the year from the Dayton 
bridge north to Ft. Sumner, under 
the provisions of the recent rul* 
ing. Waters now open to fisher­
men in Chaves and Eddy coun­
ties. include the north, middle and 
south Berrendo streams, the Hon­
do. South Spring river, the Felix, 
a portion of l.«ke Van east of 
Dexter, Clark lake between Lake 
Arthur and Artesia, Lakes Mc­
Millan and .\valon. the Pecos 
river from Lake Avalon south to 
the Texas-New Mexico line. Black 
river and Delaware river.

The ruling o f course included 
all small lakes in both counties 
are required for all persons who 
are required for al persons who 
fish, both men and women, chil­
dren under 14 years age being 
exempted from a fishing license.

Bass, perch, cat may be taken, 
but crappie are protected in all 
the public waters of both coun­
ties. Resident fishing licenses are 
S2 and non-resident licenses are 
$•■1.

The limit on bass is 15 pounds 
and one fish, provided that no 
bass less than ten inches in 
length may be taken. The limit 
on catfish is 25 pounds and one 
fish, with no size limit. Catfish 
may be taken at night by use 
o f a trot line with cut bait and a 
limit of 25 hook-. Catfish may 
also be taken at night with pole 
and line with cut bait, but no 
live bait may be used. The daily 
limit on perch is 20 fish, with 
no size limit.

All o f the public waters of 
south-eastern New Mexico for the 
past two years have been heavily 
stocked with fish and with the 
first warm days there should be 
some great fishing in this area 
of the state.

state project. The assembly road 
is scheduled to be completed June 
1, and there is possibility that 
the improvements will be extend­
ed still further in the direction 
o f the Artesia Sacramento camp.

New Mexico has received in 
rentals, fees and royalties since 
the first oil leases were issued 
by the state in 1917 a total of 
$7,846,049.51, according to figures 
compiled from the records o f the 
state land office at Santa Fe by 
F. S. Donnell, oil abstractor and 
well known lease broker.

The total received by the state 
up to July 1, 1932 in rentals and 
in fees from the oil business gen­
erally was $6,.384,462.77, and the 
total from royalties was $1,461,- 
586.74, the figures completed by 
Mr. Donnell show.

New Mexico during 1932 pro­
duced a total of 12,344,684 barrels 
o f oil, standing ninth in the total 
production o f the various states. 
New Mexico, these figures show, 
stood first in production per well 
with an average of 72.85 barrels 
per day.

The nearly $8,000,000 derived 
from the oil business by the state 
o f New Mexico since the first oil 
leases were issued in 1917 has 
gone far to relieve the tax bur­
den in the state, Mr. Donnell said, 
in a letter received here by local 
operators.
