WASHINGTON—Secretary Wal-
lace said Monday night he would
proceed with his program for cut-
ting American farm production
despite Tuesday’s forecast of the
smallest harvest of grain, includ-
ing corn, in decades—the result
of the worst general crop damage
in 50 years.

The crop reporting board, as-
sessing damage from excessive
heat, drouth and storms up to
July 1, predicted that the year’s
wheat harvest would be the small-
est since 1893 and more than
100,000,000 bushels below normal
domestic needs; that the corn
crop would be one of the four
poorest in the 32 years, and that
the output of oats would be the
lightest since 1897.

Its estimates, regarded as gloom-
jer than private reports of recent
weeks, indicated an aggregate
crop of corn, wheat, oats, barley,
rye.and flaxseed of 3,783,204,000
bushels. This would be 1,408,996,-
000 bushels below last year’s
harvest of these crops and 1,-
105,396,000 bushels the average

for the five-year period,
1926 to 1930, inclusive.

Denver, one common breakfast
cereal has leaped in price until
it is now selling at the peak
reached in 1922-23. Denver groc-
ers say that price increases are
outstripping the purchasing power
and that many persons are buying
cheaper foodstuffs, for instance
substituting corn meal for flour.

WASHINGTON—James A. Far-
ley, postmaster general and charr-
'man of the democratic central
committee, will speak in Memphis,
Tennessee, Saturday in the in-
terests of the repeal of the 18th
amendment as the administration
throws its power behind the move
to bring to pass one of the demo-
cratic campaign pledges.

His speech will be transmitted
by radio to Arkansas and Ala-
bama, two of the southern states
which drys are counting on so
hopefully to stem the tide of
states voting to repeal the pro-
hibition amendment, which will
vote on the question next Tues-
day. Tensessee will ballot on the
repeal measure today while Ore-
gon is to ballot on the question
Friday.

Leaders believe that the vote
in Alabama and Arkansas will de-
cide the question and that if these
two states go wet nothing can
prevent the repeal of the 18th
amendment, probably by the close
of the current year. On the other
hand, should these states vote
dry, there will be a grave fight
before the wet forces to prevent
the piling up of 13 states oppos-
ed to repeal.

Sixteen states have already vot-
ed for repeal. Illinocis and lowa
voting formal ratification Tues-
day to provide states 10 and 11
to formally sign the repeal amend-
ment, while Connecticut and New
Hampshire become states 12 and
13 to ratify.

FEDERAL RELEIF TO
STATE IS $94,320

WASHINGTON—The new fed-
eral emergency relief administra-
tion distributed $51,631,731 of
federal funds to 45 states, the
District of Columbia and Hawaii
for unemployment relief during
the first six weeks of its exist-
ance.

Harry L. Hopkins, the adminis-
trator, said in a statement this
allotment of funds was based on
expenditures of public moneys
within the states during January,
February and March, the federal
funds being supplied on the basis
of one dollar of federal money
for each three dollars of public
money from any source spent by
the state.

WHEAT GROWERS ARE
URGED T0 COOPERATE

The organization for putting
the wheat allotment plan in op-
eration will be in progress in
New Mexico during the next few
weeks, under the leadership of ex-
tension forces. The wheat allot-
ment plan seeks permanent aid
for wheat growers by bringing
the supply into line with effective
demand.

“A year from now we may be
facing the prospect of a wheat
crop three million bushels In ex- |
cess of the present crop, unless |
we all cooperate this fall and |
next spring to make the neces-
sary adjustments,” says Secretary

Spray Those Flies

We used to say, “Swat that fly.”
But individual maceration with a
fly swatter fly by fly, one av a
time is too slow a process for
adequate defense against the suy
hordes of our enemy. We need
machine gun methods.

When the flies have assembled
in mass formation, close the doors,
close the windows and fill the
air with a fine spray from your
spray gun. There will be two or
three minutes of frantic but fu-
tile buzzing and after that you
may sweep up the corpses into a
dustpan and cremate them.

When the invading platoons
come by twos or threes aim the
spray directly at them. Two or
three rounds of spray fired av a
range of one to three feet will
inflict mortal injury without fail
if the spray is strong enough.

A strong enough spray can be

made economically by soaking one
pound of pyrethrum (insect pow-
der) in one gallon of kerosene
(coal oil). The insect powder
should cost 45 cents wholesale or
75 cents retail per pound. The
coal oil should cost about 15
cents per gallon,

Some of the powder will not
dissolve. But the poison will all
go into solution in the kerosene.
This poison is called pyrethron.
It is harmless to man and to
all warm blooded animals but
will kill worms, insects, frogs
and all cold blooded animals.

Remember that kerosene is in-
flammable and makes an explosive |
mixture with air. Do not spray |
near to an open flame.

DOWN ISOLATED SPOT

MOSCOW — Dispatches from
Khabarovsk, Siberia, published in
Monday’s Moscow newspapers say
that Jimmie Mattern, the Ameri-
can aviator, was forced down 80
miles from Anadyr on the same
day he left Khabroesk (June 14)
by motor trouble and that the
fuselage and wing of his plane
were damaged in landing because
of the rough terrain.

The American came down on a
spot three miles and a half from
the bank of the river Anadyr,
which on that date was still froz-
en over. How long he remained
there without assistance is not yet
known but Monday’s advices said
that he was found beside the
damaged “Century of Progress"”
by a frontier guard boat which
began patrolling the river as soon
as the ice broke up.

Pravda's Khabarovsk correspon-
dent expressed the opinion that
the rifle and ammunition given
Mattern by Soviet authorities just
before he left Khabarovsk stood
the American in good stead dur-
ing the time before he was res-
cued.

With a rifle Mattern would
have been able to kill small game
and thereby keep himself alive
with food.

The Texan carried virtually no
food with him from Khabarovsk.

The frontier guard found the
stranded American in good health
and uninjured and taking him to
Anadyr lodged him in the guard’s
barracks where he has resided
since that time.

The guards also organized an
expedition to pull Mattern's dam-
aged plane into Anadyr but dis-
patches did not make it clear
whether this had been accomp-
lished.

The region where Mattern was
forced down in the river valley
is rough tundra with many small
hills and swamps. There were no
human beings nearer him than
Anadyr except small Nomadic
tribes of reindeer breeders, some
of whom he may have encounter-

ed.

RAG WEEDS CAUSE
OF MUCH HAY FEVER

Goldenrod, the floral outcast to
hayfever sufferers, has been re-
stored to good standing.

Ragweed, found in every state,
is the true culprit in most hay-
fever cases, the United States
Department of Agriculture says.

Instead of going to the moun-
tains to avoid hay fever, the de-
partment urges sufferers to organ-
ize campaigns to clean up rag-
weeds before they bloom and shed
the yellow pollen which causes
autumn hay fever. Goldenrod poi-
len, often blamed by those with
hay fever, is in fact a sticky,
heavy pollen that does not blow
about as ragweed pollen does.
Unless one is very close to golden-
rod, there is little chance of his
getting any of the pollen.

Of the hundreds of thousanas
of autumn hay fever cases in the
United States each year, 90 per
cent east of the Mississippi river
are caused by ragweed, the Public
Health Service says. It has ap-
proved the advice of the Depart-
ment to cut down ragweed, as it
has found that persons only slight-
ly subject to hay fever may es-
cape entirely if the quantity of
pollen in the air is reduced, and
other cases will be less severe,
Two types of ragweed are chletly
responsible for autumn hay fever.
These are the common ragweed,
which grows about 2 feet high,
and the big ragweed, which grows
as high as 8 or 10 feet. These are
both annual plants.

The Department suggests cut-
ting ragweed twice a year to pre-
vent pollen forming. The first cut-
ting should be just before the
flowers form and the second be-
fore the flowers develop on the
low-growing branches which shoot
out after the first cutting, If
cutting is delayed until flower
buds form the pollen may develop
after the weeds are cut. In this
case burning the weeds may be
necessary. Cutting ragweeds along
highways and on vacant lots of
cities and suburbs is especially im-
portant, the Department says.

Organized efforts by civic clubs
and similar organizations in cities
and towns and their suburbs can
substantially lower the quantity of
ragweed pollen and reduce the
number and severity of hay fever
cases.

VOTERS WILL DECIDE
FOUR AMENDMENTS
ON SEPTEMBER 19TH

On Tuesday, September 19, 1933,
a special election will be held
throughout the state when four
constitutional amendments will be
voted upon as follows:

T0 AID DEPOSITORS
GLOSED NAT'L BANKS

NEW YORK-—Lag in recovery
of consumer buying power, trace-
able to delay in reieasing frozen
bank deposits, has brought a com-
mittee of nationally known indus
trial leaders to the uid of the
bank depositors, A special organi-
zation for this purpose, affiliated
with the committee for the na-
tion, anncunced its personnel Sat-
urday. Railroads, life insurance,
chain stores, agricultural organiza-
tions, automobile and other in-
dustries are represented on the
“Committee. to Release Frozen
Bank Deposits,” which will oper-
ate from headquarters of the
committee for the nation in New
York. The bank commmittee’'s ac-
tivities are intended to cover every
community where a bank remains
closed or restricted.

Individual business men consti-
tuting the directing committee
discovered for themselves said,
E. I. McClintock, its chairman, a
surprising dack of exact informa-
tion on the extent and conse-
quences of the closed bank situa-

tion. Communities stripped of
banking facilities with deposits
frozen in closed or restricted

banks, reflect their condition on
the maps of every national sales
manager; but corporation execu-
tives have been so busy with their
own recovery problems that the
depositors’ plight and its cumu-
lative effect on local and national
business have received relatively
little constructive attention from
business men.

The committee for the nation
engaged the National Industrial
Conference Board to survey the
bank situation prior to the bank
holiday in March. That survey is
being brought down to date for
the affiliated committee. The
new data will be used to re-enforce
earlier recommendations of the
committee for the national urging
the economic importance of hast-
ening relief for bank depositors.
Early in April the committee
stressed the need for prompt ac-
tion to release bank depositor’'s
buying power. It advocated issu-
ance of currency to banks secured
by assignment of frozen bank
assets, to pay depositors.

FILES BRIEF IN
DELINQUENT TAX CASE

Setting on what previously has
been announced from his office,
Attorney General E. K. Neumann
has filed a brief in the state
in the delinquent
tax litigation.

His brief was in an appeal from
Bernalillo county where an in-
junetion was handed down stop-
ping enforcement of the law.
Neumann contends, as in opinions,
given state officials, the law is
not one subject to referendum as
his first point of five. The others
are that since it is not subject to
referendum it cannot be suspend-
ed; that its operation cannot be
suspended except as expressly pro-
vided by the constitution; that the
petition for referendum is invalid
and that there is speedy and ade-
quate remedy at law anyway.

The speedy remedy at law, he
said, was payment of the taxes.

Neumann in his brief does not
recognize the “fourth branch” of
governments as contended by the
plaintiffs, He recognizes only
three, the legislative, executive
and judicial, and then sets out to
show the purely departmental
legislative functions are not liable
to review or change by the other
two branches.

Declaration of an emergency, he
says, is a question of fact, and
the constitution delegates no au-
thority to review that fact. The
legislature, he holds, possesses evi-
dence in support of its contention
and declares the emergency, ana
he says no court can go behind
the legislative record.

There was possibility, it was
said Tuesday, that no tax law
ever could be enacted if the su-
preme court supported the con-
tention the law could be attacked
by referendum. Too, the fate of
several other measures rests upon
the decision as they too have been
attacked by the referendum.

The herd of Jersey cows be-
longing to the New Mexico State
College ranked in third place
among state educational institu-
tion herds and in seventh place
among all herds completing the
test in Herd Improvement Regis-
try during the past fiscal year,

according to the annual report
of the American Jersey Cattle
Club. A total of seventy-iour

herds completed tests, sixteen of
which were owned by state in-
stitutions. Of the sixteen state
herds, thirteen are owned by state
colleges of agriculture ana ex-
periment stations,

The average production for the
New Mexico State College Jersey
herd was 8,633 pounds of mlk
and 464.69 pounds of butterfat,
with an average test of 5.45 per-
cent.

Two cows in the New Mexico
State College herd have been
awarded silver medals by the Am-
erican Jersey Cattle Club. One
of these medals was awarded dur-
ing the past year to N. M. A, C.
Alma St. Mawes 897520, a senior
two-year-old heifer, bred and own-
ed by the college, for a produc-
tion of 8,422 pounds of milk and

245160, now owned by George Me-

SEE HORSE'S RETURN

UNSOUGHT, IMPOSSIBLE

WASHINGTON—A
horses not only is unsought, but
impossible, in the opinion of ex-
perts of the U. S. Department of

Agriculture. They report a de-
cline in the numbers of horses
and colts in every state except
Rhode Island and Delaware.

Further, they say, it takes four
years to raise horses of working
age and there is not enough breed-
ing stock in the country today to

stop the decline in the next de-
cade. They believe that the re-
cent activity in buying animals
has been due to restribution,
rather than production.

All in all it looks as if the

farmer is thoroughly sold on the
machine. It has displaced 9,000,000
horses on American farms to make

room for a million tractors, and
even hard times haven’'t hurt the
tractor as a power producer,

Cheaper horse feed has been off-
set by cheaper fuel.
