With his phone line blocked with 
calls and his private office crowd­
ed, E. C. Robertson, state man­
ager o f the Federal Home Loan 
Corporation, is beseiged in Albu­
querque by distressed home own­
ers, according to Jess Truett, 
county democratic chairman, who 
returned Saturday from an inter­
view with Robertson.

It was emphasised that Robert­
son would like to see all who came 

f  but that the press of business 
made it temporarily Impossible. 
The public will be given advance 
notice as to when applications 
will be accepted, and all will have 

V time to get their applications in, 
it was promised.

“ Under the impression that ap­
plications for loans are being re­
ceived at the present time, people 
seeking loans crowd the corridors 
and ante-rooms around Robertson’s 
office, and try to communicate 
with him by telephone and tele­
graph,”  Truett said.

State Manager Robertson has 
scarcely had time to complete the 
organisation of his own office, and 
still has to appoint a county ap­
praiser and a county attorney for 
each county in the state. This, it 
is believed, will take two or three 
weeks. Before applications will 
be considered this organizing must 
have been finished.

The legal requirements o f each 
state in the union being different, 
separate forms must be printed 
for all. It is expected that they 
will arrive by the time the county 
appointments for this state have 
been approved.

“ In order to be eligible for a 
loan, a homeowner must be able 
to prove that he is in danger of 
losing his property,”  Truett said, 

t “ Those wishing merely to take 
advantage o f the terms of the 
federal loans may be disappoint­
ed.”

If by the figures submitted by 
4 his county appraiser, a home own­

er needs a loan of less than 407r 
o f the value of his property, the 
transaction may be made in cash, 
according to available information.

Miss Betty Needham was select­
ed secretary of the board. The 
board had 400 applications for 
loans or help. It was decided 
most o f them must be returned 
to be prepared in a different form 
with a government explanatory 
bulletin accompanying each re­
turn.

The board announced the money 
to be spent will be for public 
works and not for roads.

Disappointment was expressed 
by the board over the report an 
engineer had been named in Phoe­
nix to handle both New Mexico 
and Arizona. Colonel Atwood said 
he was given definite assurance 
in Washington recently New Mex­
ico would have an engineer.

1 “ It should be understood,”  ho 
said, “ that the committees do not 
employ the men who will work 
on these projects. They only ob­
tain a list o f those needing work, 
who are qualified to receive jobs, 
and the contractor does his own 
hiring but from the list present­
ed by the local committee in the 
county where the work it to be 
done.”

In notifying county committee 
members of their appointment, 
Keeney in a written statement 
says: “ Generallly speaking. It Is 
the purpose of this organization 
to employ as many qualified peo­
ple as possible and to spread em­
ployment equitably for the sole 
purpose of national recovery. To 
this end you will please under­
stand that partisan politics will 
not be tolerated.”

Supplementing his written com­
munication, Keeney said:

“ If partisan politics should en­
ter into selection o f names to go 
on these lists, it might be that 
all federal work in the state will 
be stopped. We cannot take such 
a risk.”

servancy board to plug forty 
abandoned artesian wells in the 
valley. The contract was for $17,- 
500 and he work is to start im­
mediately. The board is consider­
ing an application to the public 
works department for a loan for 
the purpose of plugging an ad­
ditional 150 abandoned and leaky 
wells.

NOTED SINGER VISITS HERE

Andrew White, who will be re­
membered by many Artesia peo­
ple as the son o f The Rev. and 
Mrs. J. R. G. White, a former 
pastor o f the First Baptist church 
of this city, has been visiting 
friends during the past week, 
being a guest at the C. M. Cole 
home. Mr. White, who left Ar­
tesia about ten years ago as a 
small boy was the winner o f the 
Atwater-Kent radio audition of 
the western district, comprising 
ten western states, last year. He 
was entered in the finals o f the 
annual vocal audition and was one 
of the five national winners.

He was requested to sing at the 
Baptist church last Sunday eve­
ning and sang a beautiful baritone 
solo, with Miss LaRue Mann ac­
companying him on the piano, 
which proved a rare treat to the 
Artesia public.

Representing the twenty-t w o 
gins of the Pecos valley, the Val­
ley Ginners Association met yes­
terday afternoon in Artesia to 
work out an acceptable code to 
present to the National Recovery 
Administration.

Se^ral other state codes and 
the proposed national code were 
examined as they related to work­
ing hours, pay and ginning rates, 
but, because none of these codes 
had been accepted at Washington 
it was finally decided to leave 
the questions open pending a gen­
eral south-wide ginners meeting 
of state delegates to be held at 
Memphis, Tennessee September 1.

At that time John Tweedy is 
to go to Memphis representing the 
valley. It is believed that the 
code written there with variations 
for the several states will be ac­
ceptable, and the ginners here 
have agreed to be governed by it.

All o f the codes call for shorter 
hours, with relatively higher pay 
where the old schedule o f pay has 
been less than $14.00 a week. Rel­
atively higher pay may not in­
crease the pay c^eck but would 
decrease the hours, thus calling 
for more labor, it was pointed out.

Somewhat higher ginning rates 
are indicated to compensate for 
increased labor costs, it is be­
lieved. The west Texas code calls 
for a 40 cynt ginning rate and It 
was learned that the El Paso and 
Mesilla valley district was work- 
ingin conjunction with west Tex­
as.

This leaves only the Pecos val­
ley ginners to represent the state 
organization. It is thought likely 
that the N. R. A. might also re­
quire the valley ginners to oper­
ate under the west Texas code.

This, by reason o f the fact that 
west Texas cotton gins fast»r and 
easier and the fact that they are 
not required to sterilize their seed, 
is considered more advantageous 
to the Texas gins.

Tentative rates may be filed 
with the state corporation commis­
sion by the ginners meeting here 
in order that gins in the valley 
may obtain licenses to operase.

A raise in rates, but it is hoped 
not an exorbitant one, seems sure 
for this territory, according to W. 
R. Hornbaker.

Nearly half of the taxpayers 
of New Mexico were delinquent 
on June 30, 1933, if figures com­
piled for four counties are an in­
dex of the situation throughout 
the state. In these four counties, 
Guadalupe, Sandoval, Santa Fe and 
Valencia, taxes were levied upon 
the property o f 11352 owners, of 
whom 5,456 were delinquent on the 
date mentioned.

For all taxpayers the delinquen­
cy was 19 per cent, ranging from 
53 per cent in the class on whose 
property $25 or less was levied 
to 10 per cent in the class on 
whose property $1,000 or more 
was levied. Fifty per cent of the 
former group were delinquent and 
29 per cent of the latter.

The figures further show that 
in those counties about 93 per cent 
o f the taxpayers who have $100 
or less levied upon their property 
are expected to carry about 19 
per cent of the taxes while 7 per 
cent are carrying 82 per cent of 
the taxes. Those having $200 or 
more levied upon their property, 
constituting less than 5 per cent 
of the taxpayers, are expected to 
pay nearly 77 per cent of the 
taxes.

PUBLIC LAND TO  BE 
MOVED THIS WINTER

Many hundreds of miles of 
fence on the public domain in New 
Mexico will be removed during the 
coming winter, George G. Bywater 
special agent in charge of the in­
terior department investigation o f­
fice said last week.

The order of Secretary Ickes 
that the fences be removed. By­
water said, is irrevocable unless 
by act of congress.

Bywater said he would begin 
the task of notifying ranchers to 
remove the fences about Septem­
ber 1st. Ranchmen will be allow­
ed 60 days from date of notice 
to get the fences down. Notifica­
tion of removal will be made by 
districts which themselves will be 
determined by geographical bound­
aries.

The law against fencing the 
public domain. Bywater said, has 
been enforced rigidly in all public 
land states except New Mexico 
and Arizona. New Mexico has 
more public land under fence than 
.Arizona.

Numerous stockmen have con­
tended that the Ickes order to re­
move the fences would ruin many 
ranchers, but the secretary has re­
fused to back down from his orig­
inal order.

Bywater moved his office to Al­
buquerque from Santa Fe recent­
ly. He and his seventeen assist­
ants will be charged with the task 
of guarding against graft in the 
expenditure of New Mexico’s $5,- 
000,000 allotment from the public { 
works fund. All investigations per- ! 
taining to the Indian service and . 
reclamation bureau as well as pub- ' 
lie lands matters will be under his 
office.

An active campaign to insure 
Artesia’s complete co-operation 
with the president’s N. R. A. 
program was begun last week at 
a meeting o f the directors o f the 
local Chamber of Commerce.

At the meeting I. C. Keller, 
acting secretary of the body was 
appointed chairman o f the pub­
licity committee, and Col. A. T. 
Woods head of the speakers com­
mittee. No other appointments 
were made at the time.

An intensive effort to make a 
success of the recovery act locally 
would begin when and if it be­
comes necessary, according to the 
present intentions. Voluntary and 
unsolicited co-operation by local 
businessmen may make such a 
campaign unnecessary.

“ The Chamber o f Commerce is 
the official body handling N. R. 
A. matters in Artesia, and is per­
mitted to authorise the display 
of the blue eagle by members who 
have requested temporary stays 
in applying some of the provisions 
of the blanket code,”  Keller said. 
This is advantageous to the cham­
ber’s members.

Attention is called, however, to 
the distinction, between the stays 
for “ unavoidable hardships”  that 
might affect a business or indi^'id- 
ual firm as contrasted writh the 
conditions that apply to all units 
of a trade group. It is not the 
intention of the national recovery 
administration to permit trade as­
sociations to exempt all members 
of their trade collectively for a 
common “ unavoidable hardship” 
except in those cases where a 
reasonable stay does not frustrate 
the spirit and intent of the agree­
ment, and does comply writh the 
pn  posed code of that association.

The Chamber of Commerce also 
has on file official interpretations 
of the various provisions o f the 
blanket code.

Three hundred farmers, out of 
three hundred twenty-one who con- 

j tracted to destroy a portion of 
j their cotton crops, have completed 
their plowing and are qualified to 
receive their cheks, it was said. 
No checks, however, have arrived 
as yet.

WASHINGTON, D. C.

^three farmers have actually re-' 
ceived checks from the govern­
ment for plowing under cotton. 
One is a Texas farmer, who was 
brought to Washington in an air­
plane to receive his check per­
sonally from President Roosevelt 
and pose for newspaper photo­
graphers with the check in one 
hand and a stalk of cotton in the 
other.

The other two are Georgia farm­
ers, whose checks were made out 
in a hurry in order that Secretary 
of Agriculture Wallace might 
make the presentation as a little 
publicity side performance in con­
nection with a speech the secre­
tary made in Georgia last week.

More than 1,027,000 other cotton 
farmers in the south, who signed 
contracts with the government, 
are still waiting to ^  paid for 
abandoned acreage. And unless 
Washington red tape starts un­
winding more rapidly, a vast ma­
jority of these farmers will not 
receive their checks until October 
or the latter part of September. 

Only Most of them will be paid for the

■^otton they harvest and sell before 
they are paid for the cotton they 
destroyed.

The million-odd contracts signed 
by cotton farmers are in the 
sprawling basement office o f the 
records unit of the agricultural 
adjustment administration, located 
in the new department of agri­
culture building.

In that office a corps of more 
than 200 clerks and bookkeepers 
are at work. Three machines are 
turning out notices of acceptance 
at the rate of 50,000 a day.

Until a notice of acceptance is 
received from Washington, a coun­
ty agricultural agent can not send 
back to Washington the certificate 
of compliance notifying the gov­
ernment that the farmer has lived 
up to the terms of his contract 
and has destroyed his cotton. And 
until the certificate of compliance 
is received in Washington, the 
check to the farmer cannot be 
drawn and mailed.

The total number of notices of

A five to twenty-five 
dollar fine with a ten day jail 
sentence can be meted out to o f­
fenders.

A state law on this subject was 
passed by the legislature in 1927 
which in some cities repealed or 
amended the local ordinance but 
in Artesia there was no conflict 
between the state law and the or­
dinance so the latter is still in 
full effect.

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ALCOHOL \ND GASOLLNt

In a 109 pagi* report prepared after a prolonged study of the 
economic aspect* of plans to promote farm relief by compelling 
motorists to use fuel made b> blending five per cent alcohol manu- 
fictured from surplus agricultural crops nith gasoline, the Division 
of Industrv Research of General Marketing Counselors suggest that 
other means be devised for helping the farmer without penalizing 
ether industries or the general public.

Either a new outlet must be found for surplus agricultural pro­
ducts, or production reduced, the report says, adding that congress 
has given President Roosevelt and Secretary Wallace power to re­
duce production, “ thus making it possible to correct the situation 
by that means.”

The report estimates that compulsorv use of alcohol-blend 
fuels would force the public to pay more than $d00,UU0,0U0 year­
ly in higher fuel prices along. It is estimated also that the current 
5-4,525,000 cost of operating the Bureau of Internal Revenue would 
L>e doubled in enforcing blend laws.

So far as the farmer is concYfrned, it is found there will be a I
5218.190.000 increase in the income of com  and barley growers 
through higher prices for these crops, because of their use as raw 
material for alcohol manufacture. However, it is warned that 
farmers might expect an increase in farm expenses of 1238,659,000. 
The famver thus would be left $20,469,000 poorer after paying $70,-
656.000 more for motor fuel. $160,322,000 more for corn feed 
and $7,681,000 for barley feed for livestock.

No estimates are made of definite losses to farmers who do not 
raise corn or barley, nor to those whose markets for lards, fats, 
and oils would be damaged by the production, in large quantities, 
of a cheap by-product of alcohol manfuacture, com oil.

Since legislation making use of alcohol blend motor fuels has 
been considered by congress in the guise of “ farm relief* measures, 
it is ad>antageuus to learn just how much “ relief* the farmer might 
expect.

N. R. A. AND THE FARMER

The recent sharp det line in commodity prices brings to a criti­
cal stage those magnificent experiments, the industrial and agri­
cultural recovery acts.

The industrial program of increased employment and wages can 
not be sustained without the support of the nation's greatest single 
group of buyers, tlie farmers. It is being undertaken by most bus­
iness men without the expectation of immediate profit, purely in the 
hope of starting eventually a large volume of buying. .\nd if the 
farmer is unable to get even the cost of production out of his 
[.resent crop, if, in brief, he can not resume normal buying, then 
tlie entire program will be hopelessly crippled, if, indeed, it does 
not collapse completely.

With present and expected future advances in retail prices being 
announced daily, a distinctly upward swing in the commodity mar­
ket becomes imperative.

To bring the problem to focus on local matters, if the price 
of cotton continues to decline pickers will again receive barely 
enough to live on for their work, farm labor will continue to get 
a dollar a day or less, and the farmer still will be unable to buy 
bis quota of the products of industry. The farm element, handi- 
capp^  by higher prices and no increase in income, will very near­
ly cease to be a buying factor of importance.

Higher prices alone will serve only to stifle buying; an increased 
income for the buyer, and especially for the largest buyer of all, 
the farmer, is the cornerstone of the entire recovery structure.

S.W TA FE— For the first time 
in New Mexico the elk is included 
this year in big game animals to 
be hunted. The state game com­
mission has authorized a special 
permit elk season extending from 
November 6 to 15 inclusive, in 
an area of approximately 120 
square miles near the headwaters 
of the Pecos river. The limit 
authorized by each permit is one 
bull elk with at least 3 points en 
each antler. Only 100 permits 
are to be issued according to the 
ruling of the commission.

Applications for permits will be 
received by the department of 

. game and rish in Santa Fe up to 
I October 6. Each application must 
I be accompanied by a remittance 
of |10, and each applicant must 
be the possessor o f a regular big 
game hunting license. If more 
than 100 applications are made 
the 100 to whom permits will be 
issued will be determined by a 
drawing, but the order in which 
the applications are received will 
have no priority effect.

It is estimated by the state 
game warden that there are be­
tween 600 and 800 in the elk pop­
ulation of the area to be hunted. 
He estimates that approximately 
iOO of these are bull elk of legal 
killing size. Arrangements will 
be made to check the hunters in 
and out of the area, and to dis­
tribute them over the area so that 
there will be no undue congestion 
in any one place. There is ap­
proximately 1 1 '5 square miles of 
area to each hunter.

Sportsmen are urged by the 
game department to see that their 
applications are filed, together 
with the required fee, prior to the 
limitation date of October 6.

Another permit season on ante­
lopes has been authorised for this 
year. The season extending from 
October 1 to 5 inclusive. The 
area to be hunted is in Catron 
ana Socorro counties, and is slight­
ly larger than the area that was 
opened last year. The bag limit is 
one buck antelope.

Applications for antelope hunt­
ing will be received by the depart­
ment of game and fish up to Sep­
tember lU. Each application must 
be accompanied by a remittance 
of $5, and the applicant must be 
the possessor of a regular big 
game hunting license. No permit 
will be issued to persons less than 
14 years of age.

Virtually all o f the antelope 
hunters la.<t year were successful 
in bagging an animal. This year 
there will be 150 permits issued. 
In event of more than 150 ap­
plications being received, a draw­
ing will be made to determine the 
successful applicants, but the or­
der in which the applications are 
received will have no priority ef­
fect in the drawing.

This is the first time since the 
establishment of a game depart­
ment in New Mexico that it will 
be possible for a hunter to obtain 
elk, tfhtelope and deer trophies in 
the one year; possible if one 
sportsman is fortunate enough to 
obtain both an elk and antelope 
permit and then bag his game.

THE VALUE OF HEALTH

A man values his health very 
little until he has lost it. After 
that he will give all of his money 
and half of his remaining days to 
get it back again.

When I ask what is the value of 
a baby’s life I am usually told that 
it is priceless. Yet nothing is 
more certain that the ability of 
public health workers to save 
babies’ lives in New Mexico. Many 
babies die every year because we 
are not willing to pay what is nec­
essary to save them.

However any such grower must 
sign the wheat contract this fall, 
in order to be eligible for the bene­
fits during the last two years of 
the plan.

Furthermore the administration ' 
announces, farmers who join in the 
plan, in order to receive full pay­
ments this year, must have plant­
ed enough acreage for the 1933 
crop to have produced their allot­
ment, at their average yield. For 
farmers who planted less acreage 
than this for the 1933 crop, the 
adjustment payment will be scaled 
down in proportion to the amount 
planted for the 1933 crop. Then, 
if the farmer plants enough to 
produce his allotment in 1934 and 
1935, he will be entitled to what-

and babies burn. In 1932 it was 
118. There are 240 babies living 
in New Mexico today who would 
have been buried last year if the 
rate had continued at the 1930 
level. To save these babies’ lives 
the state contributed seventy cents 
out of every $100 which it spent. 
If the amount had been less than 
seventy cents we should have sav­
ed fewer lives. If it had been 
more than seventy cents we should 
have saved more lives. Money is 
not everything—of course not— 
but until people are willing to 
hire public health nurses, babies’ 
lives and children’s health are the 
price of economy.

LANE LIQUOR BILL IS 
DECLARED OFFICIAL 
LAW OF THIS STATE

The Lane liquor bill is the law 
o f New Mexico, according to legal 
opinion at the capitol.

The question was raised by an 
opinion in Chaves county by the 
district attorney who was reported 
to have told county commissioners 
that the vote o f the people deter­
mined the status o f the Lane 
law. The opinion supposedly was 
given when the commissioners 
were about to consider a petition 
for calling a local option election 
to be held with the special election 
September 19 as is being done io 
other counties.

The Lane bill became law 90 
days after the close of the legisla­
ture and is now the liquor control 
law o f the state . Any prosecu­
tions for liquor law violations 
from that date henceforth, or un­
til a new law is passed, will be 
under the Lane law. It has no 
issue with the people of the state 
except that if they wipe out ar­
ticle XXIII of the state constitu­
tion (prohibition section) then the 
Lane law covers where the con­
stitution covered before.

The Lane law provides county, 
or city, commissioners must call 
a local option election within 90 
days after a properly prepared pe- 
tion is presented asking such an 
election. It was held that com­
missioners refusing this request 
would be liable to mandamus pro­
ceedings in court.

Since the Lane law repeals chap­
ter 72 of the previous laws which 
controlled liquor, it now must be 
the law else there is no statute 
controlling liquor, attorneys said. 
Some time ago an informal opinion 
was given by the attorney gener­
als office that it was law.

Nothing in the Lane law shall 
conflict, it sets out, with the state 
and national constitutions. Until 
such times as the voters amend 
the state constitution, it will pre­
vail. If the state and national 
constitutions are amended to per­
mit liquor, then the control sec­
tions of the Lane law become op­
erative.

These control sections provide 
for licensing at fixed fees the deal­
ers, fermenters, brewers and dis- 
tilllers as well as the consumers. 
Only established business houses 
may deal in liquors and public 
drinking is prohibited. Revoca­
tion o f dealer, maker and consum­
er permits is provided for infrac­
tion of any part of the law.

There is possibility liquor may 
be made available in New Mexico 
legally immediately after Septem­
ber 19 votes are oficially can­
vassed. One section of the Lane 
law provides nothing in the act 
shall apply to use of liquor for 
medicinal, mechanical or scientif­
ic purposes.

J. Smith Lea, Pecos valley pio­
neer, died suddenly at Roswell 
Saturday morning. Funeral ser­
vices were held Tuesday afternoon 
at three o’clock at the Ballard 
Funeral Home.

A pioneer in the true sense 
of the word, the late J. Smith Lea 
come to Roswell in 1881. He was 
77 years old at the time o f his 
death and had been a resident of 
Roswell for more than half a cen­
tury.

Failing in health for the past 
year, he suffered a heart attack 
in his sleep Saturday morning and 
death came before medical aid 
could be secured. Mrs. Beulah 
Lynch of 100 North Richardson 
at whose home he has resided for 
the past twenty years, said that 
she thought she heard a struggle 
in his room about 5:00 a. m., rush­
ed to his room, found him stricken 
and called a physician. He was 
dead however, before the doctor 
arrived.

A native of Del Rio, Tervnessee 
the deceased was bom January 
18, 1856. His boyhood was spent 
in Jackson county, Missouri, near 
Kansas City, and in his early 
manhood he went to Texas. In 
1881 he came to Roswell, making 
the trip on horseback from Ellis 
county, Texas in company with 
his step-brother, Frank Burnett.

After prospecting for a short 
time in the White Oaks he became 
a deputy sheriff under Pat Gar­
rett. He assumed his duties just 
three days before Billy the Kid 
met his deat hat the hands of 
Garret. He continued work as a 
peace ofifeer until 1882 when he 
returned to Roswell and became 
a partner in the firm of Poe, Lea 
and Cosgrove mercantile store.

He represented Chaves county 
eight years in the second and third 
legislatures of the state o f New 
Mexico and was treasurer of 
Chaves county for two terms. He 
served also as county assessor. 
Mayor of Roswell, police judge 
and justice of the peace.

Throughout his long residence 
here and his many years of service 
to the public, he made and held 
a host of friends who mourn his 
passing. He was known through­
out the southwest as a man of 
strong moral character, kindly na- 
tured and ever commanded the re­
spect and admiration o f all who 
knew him. His death came as a 
distinct shock to the entire com­
munity and his passing is mourn­
ed in the hearts of a multitude of 
friends and acquaintances.

Ba k e d  southern ham with bsJced 
Virginirspples is the favorite dish 
of United States Senator Harry Flood 

Byrd of Virginia — newspaper pub­
lisher and once Virginia's youngest 
governor. He also is a brother of Ad­
miral Richard E. Byrd, the only man 
who has flown over both the North 
and South poles.

Here is the recipe for Senator Byrd's 
famous dish, which calls for a juicy 
ham baked whole with the exterior 
fat removed, then thoroughly chUled, 
and masked with mayonnaise, and 
with it, chilled baked apples.

The bam is soaked over night, then 
put Into boiling water and simmered 
until tender, allowing about 30 min­
utes to the pound of meat. When done, 
the ham Is aUowed to stand in the 
cooking liquor unUI cool, then taken 
out and put into a hot oven for about 
IS minutes to draw out exceaa grease.

The ham is then chilled until very 
cold. Just before serving, all excess 
fat is trimmed off down to the meat, 
which la put on a large platter and 
covered aU over with th icl'm ayon­
naise which has been seasoned gen­
erously with mustard. A garnish of 
halves of stuged olives and sprigs of 
parsley ts applied. And what a dish 
It la!

FOR N. M. COUNTIES

SANTA FE — There is not a 
^county in the state which can 
maintain its present governmental 
agencies if constitutional amend­
ment No. 4 which seeks to limit 
the property tax levy to 20 mills, 
is adopted on September 19, ac­
cording to the records in the o f­
fice of the state tax commission.

Under the 20 mill provision, the 
state may take its portion first, 
which at present is five and one- 
half mil's, leaving fourteen and 
one-half mills for schools, counties 
and municipalities.

Luna county has the lowest 
county tax rate in the state, 15.01 
mills, which is more than the 
county would receive under the 
20 mill limitation.

While Luna county has the low­
est tax rate in the state, Colum­
bus, one o f its towns, has the 
highest municipal rate, 50.32 mills. 
It will be absolutely impossible 
for Columbus to provide funds for 
its support if the limitation is 
adopted.

Similar situations exist in every 
section of the state.

Corporations and their represen­
tatives have been leading the fight 
for this 20 mill limitation, but 
they have offered no solution 
whatsoever for the chaotic condi­
tion which they know will exist 
if the limitation is approved.

In Colfax county the total pro­
perty valuation for 1932 was |20,- 
826,310 of which 111,183.875 rep­
resented corporate property. The 
tax rate for Colfax county alone 
was 25.41 mills . Under the 20 
milli limitation the county coulld 
levy at most 14.5 mills for all 
purposes. This would mean a loss 
to the county of approximately 
1120.000 from the corporations.

If a sales tax were levied to 
make up the deficit, the wage 
earner and the small home owner 
will have to add this $120,000 cor­
poration savings to their owm tax 
bill.

There is no relief under the 20 
mill limitation for the wage earn­
er and home owner. The corpo­
rations are the only property Ux- 
payers who will benefit. The wage 
earner and the home owner will 
lose by just the amount that the 
corporations save. That is evi­
dent to anyone who has given the 
problem any thought.

It should be understoood that 
the state government will not be 
affected by the 20 mill limitation. 
The proposed amendment does not 
alter the maximum levy granted 
the state. The state can us up to 
10 of the 20 mills if it so chooses.

The schools, the counties and 
the municipalities are the ones 
which will suffer.

In Bernalillo county corporate 
property is valued at $0,240,7999. 
The county will lose some $.50,167 
from the corporations under the 
20 mill limitation. This loss is to 
the county alone, and does not in­
clude the loss to the city of Albu­
querque.

Under the limitation there will 
be no levy available for the city 
o f  Albuquerque.

In nearly every county of the 
state the school levy equals 14.5 
mUls. This means that either city 
and county governments will have 
to cease functioning to permit the 
nrbeols to operate, or the schools 
Will bare to close to permit city 
awd eeonty governments to con-

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Em­
ergency plans for raising hog 
prices were presented to the agri­
cultural adjustment administration 
last week.

Earl C. Smith o f the national 
corn and hog committee of 25 
which was selected at Des Moines 
won impressive support of inter­
ested parties for the committee’s 
plan to remove 2,000,000,000 lbs 
of hogs from the market in the 
next twelve months by paying a 
bounty to farmers on light pigs 
and brood sows.

The plan provided for the mar­
keting of 4,000,000 pigs ranging 
in weight from 25 to 100 pounds 
at pegged prices ranging from 
$6 to $9 a hundred in the 15-day 
period beginning last Tuesday.

It also provided for the im­
mediate marketing of 1,000.000 
sows above 275 pounds soon to 
farrow by offering a premium of 
$4 a head, plus removal costs.

“ To make this effective,”  the 
plan proposed, “ we recommend 
that a very substantial or re­
strictive processing tax be placed 
on all hogs above 235 lbs at the 
earliest possible date.”

The revenue to pay the bounty 
would be raised by the processing 
tax on pork, probably a fraction 
of a cent a pound. This would 
send a large amount of cash to 
hog raisers immediately. With 
hog prices o ff 50 per cent, many 
are hard pressed.

The plan was endorsed by E. A. 
O’Neal, American Farm Bureau 
Federation, S. S.- McCloskey, Na­
tional Grange, E. E. Kennedy, Na­
tional Farmers’ Union, Charles 
Ewing, National Live Stock as­
sociation. Milo Reno, Farmers’ 
Holiday Association and Joe Mer­
cer, Kansas City Livestock As­
sociation.

A. D. Majors, president of the 
United States Live Stock Associa­
tion formed January 1, which has 
grown into an association o f near­
ly 20,000 volunteer members, in­
cluding range men, feeders and 
marketing men, was prepared to 
protest the plan.

“ We oppose tampering with the 
supply and marketing o f live stock 
and favor elimination of direct 
marketing,”  Majors said.

Dr. A. G. Black, A. A. A. 
director of com  and hog produc­
tion, presided at the conference 
but .Administrator George N. Peek 
was scheduled to see the conferees 
later.

The hog emergency was said to 
be due to a shortage of com for 
feed, although Majors said “ our 
survey leads us to believe there 
is no shortage of corn in Kansas, 
Nebraska and Iowa.”  Mercer de­
clared the drouth had cut dowrn 
Kansas feed supplies.

The conferees declined to en­
dorse specifically the plan pre­
sented but voted to support any 
plan the agricultural administra­
tion promulgates, leaving the ad­
ministration free to adopt the plan 
presented if it chose.

DOWN THE DISTANCE

Ernest Barnes o f Carlsbad in­
spires the El Paso Herald-Post to 
the use of a considerable amount 
of space for the exposition o f his 
plan to have the main entrance 
to the caverns by a 700-foot tun­
nel from his place to the far end 
of the “ Big Room,” doing away 
with the present and future high­
way to the cavern mouth, and all 
of the present features on top of 
ground.

The theory is not new. It has 
been talked about ever since any­
body knew that the caverns were 
something more than a bat roost.

The estimated distance may be 
exactly correct. It makes no dif­
ference if it is a few hundred feet 
short or long. The rock would 
be easily tunneled. It would short­
en the way into the “ Big Room.”

There are other considerations 
than mere distance.

The corridor leading down to 
the caverns is the most majestic 
anteroom in the world, even more 
inspiring than any of the major 
rooms o f the whole outfit.

To short-cut it out of 
existence would be poor economy 
from an esthetic point of view.

The automobile climb to the 
cavern mouth is one of the most 
interesting features about a visit 
to the national park now. When 
the new highway is completed it 
will be one of the finest scenic 
drives in the world. It will em­
ploy hundreds of men for a long 
period of time, when work is the 
great need of the nation.

Conceding the practical possi­
bilities of the tunnel plan, there 
is every reason in the world why 
no serious thought should be en­
tertained to even considering a 
change.—Current-Argus.

AUSTIN, Texaa— Formation of 
a permanent organiation aimed 
at promulgation o f a federal code 
to fix a minimum price of 16 
cents per pound for cotton was 
perfected Saturday at a meeting 
o f Texas cotton farmers.

J. E. McDonald, Texas com­
missioner of agriculture, was in- 
structe<i by the organization to 
go to Washington immediately to 
confer with federal officials on 
provisions of the proposed code.

He was requested to invite ag­
ricultural commissioners and lead­
ing cotton farmers of the south 
to join him in pressing for imme­
diate stabilization of the cotton 
market through governmental ac­
tion.

A resolution stating that the 
declining cotton market would 
prove disastrous to the south un- 
less checked, was adopted. It sug­
gested 16 cents a pound as a price 
at which farmers could pay their 
obligations and provide for their 
families on the rising commodity 
market.

Others resolutions adopted pro­
posed:

That the cotton plow-up cam­
paign be extended if necessary.

That provisions be made for 
farmers to borrow money at low 
rates of interest with their cotton 
as security to enable them to hold 
their crop and prevent its being 
placed on a disorderly market.

Boys and girls work and play 
at school, therefore, their cloth­
ing must be made of materials 
that are easily cleaned and that 
will stand hard wear says Miss 
Dee Maier of the New Mexico 
State College. The designs for 
the garments should be chosen care­
fully in order to give comfort and 
freedom for unhampered bodily ac­
tivities, to be attractive, and to 
offer possibilities for adjusting to 
rapid changes in size during these 
growing years.

If the mother is buying new 
school clothing for her child, she 
should first consider the garments 
on hand. The new garments should 
fit into the needs and color 
schemes of the old ones. Moreover 
when children are growing rapid­
ly, it is wise to provide only a 
limited number of garments so 
that they may be worn out by the 
time they are outgrown.

Children are very sensitive to 
their clothing, therefore, even 
though the garments should be 
kept simple in design, they should 
be made as attractive as possible. 
A child who is oddly or unattract­
ively dressed draws the unwanted 
attention o f play and schoolmates, 
making his self conscious. A child 
who is overdressed may become 
snobbish and affected. Ragged 
and soiled clothing worn during 
childhood tends to develop sloven­
liness in later years.

It is always a question whether 
it is more economical to purchase 
children’s school clothes ready 
made or to make them at home. 
Frequently, many very good bar­
gains may be obtained at special 
sales. Much depends on the amount 
of time the mother can spare for 
sewing. However, generally speak­
ing, garments made at home will 
stand longer wear because of bet­
ter material and better construc­
tion. In case such clothing be­
comes tom or needs remodeling, 
there are always a few pieces of 
the material left over with which 
to work. This is not true o f the 
ready-to-wear garments.

Again, may we remind you that 
the behavior of your child is in­
fluenced by his or her clothing. A 
decided dislike for school may be 
the result of some ridiculed gar­
ment which he was forced to wear. 
Therefore, choose your children’s 
school clothing with care.

SILVER C lT Y ~T oo much in- 
terest in highways and not enough 
in education and conditions in gen­
eral within the school are blamed 
in a report of a special inspector 
of the north central association 
of colleges and secondary schools 
for the failure of the New Mexico 
State Teachers College to come 
within the association’s require­
ments.

It was on the basis of the in­
spector’s report that the board 
of regents early this week dis­
missed Dr. A. O. Bowden and 
named Dr. Roy C. Graham as 
president o f the Teachers Col­
lege.

The report made by B. L. Strad- 
ley deals with many phases of 
the school’s activities and points 
to what it declares to be a fail­
ure on the part of the school to 
provide proper arrangement of 
curriculum according to national 
standards, proper physical edu­
cation facilities and in general, 
differentiate properly between the 
various classes o f students as to 
the work required for a degree.

On two occasions the inspector 
referred to the leadership at the 
school in the faculty and on both 
ixrcasions the reference said the 
faculty members in general, were 
prepared for their work and well 
chosen.

General conditions under which | 
the faculty worked was blamed I 
for some of the trouble at the | 
school. I

Faculty members’ salaries were 
said to ^  small, but Stradley ex­
plained that this was because of 
Hnancial condition within the 
state.

“ Furthermore,”  he said, “ the 
state administration is more inter­
ested in road-building than in ed­
ucation. The president of this 
college has spent a great deal of 
time and effort struggling with 
the state oficials for the necessary 
financial recognition of the col- 
legs. Under the existing circum­
stances, he has done well, and will 
do well to hold the present salary 
standard.”

Another criticism o f the state 
administration wa.s made in com­
menting or the failure of the state 
to provide proper library facilities 
at the institution.

“ In justice to the present ad­
ministration (o f the school),” 
Stradley’s report said, “ it should 
be known that a new library 
building was approved by the leg­
islature of the state but the plan 
received executive veto. There­
fore, the college officials are not 
at fault.”

The library, it was charged, 
W'as too small, lacked supervision 
and was generally unsatisfactory. 
High school and college students 
both use the library for study 
purposes.

Sharp and Fellows, Los Angeles 
engineers and railroad builders 
were awarded the contract of the 
Santa Fe spur to the Potash Co. 
of America holdings east o f Carls­
bad Saturday.

The approximate figure of the 
contract is $1.50,U00.

The contract covers all phases 
of the work through from the be­
ginning to the completion o f the 
20 miles of track which leaves 
the main line of the Santa Fe just 
north of the Pecos river bridge in 
La Huerta.

J. P, Gilmore, representative 
of the Sharp and Fellows concern, 
was unable to say when actual 
construction work will be started. 
The railroad has not yet secured 
permission from the interstate 
commerce commission to start the 
work.

It is expected that work will 
be begun within a month and pos­
sibly within two weeks, it was 
said.

Gilmore said that probably 100 
men will be needed for about three 
months’ time on the spur.

The Sharp and Fellows company 
constructed both the standard 
gauge road to the refinery of the 
U. S. Potash Co., and the narrow 
gauge road from the refinery to 
the company’s mine northeast of 
Carlsbad.

However, Keeney states that 
these people will not necessarily 
be given preference, because there 
may be unemployed who have not 
applied for direct relief who are 
just as qualified and worthy of 
employment.

He called attention to the fact 
that only bona fide residents of 
the state are entitled to jobs un­
der the regulations. And a per­
son, to have his name placed on 
the list, must be a bona fide resi­
dent o f the county in which the 
list is made.
